The Washington Conservation Voters has honored State
Representative Sharon Nelson as Legislator of the Year.

She is one of the founders of the blue/green alliance, a
coalition of labor and environmental legislators formed to help
each other get their legislation passed.

Sharon was one of the principal leaders in an effort to pass the
environmental community’s Working for Clean Water priority
bill that would have increased the hazardous substances tax.
This tax would have addressed our number one water
pollution problem: stormwater runoff. While it didn't pass, she
stood tough in the battle against industry opposition.

I think all of us in the 34th District know of her battle to save Maury Island from Glacier’s
gravel mine that would have destroyed a sensitive aquatic reserve. She worked to secure $15
million from the Asarco fund to buy the Glacier Northwest Gravel pit which we hope will finally
put the issue to rest.

Resolution Concerning 1-1100 and [-1105
The deadline for signatures has passed and it appears that
these resolutions will be on the ballot in November. This
resolution was approved by the membership at our June
meeting.

Whereas, the State of Washington and its cities and counties
are experiencing deep budget cuts and loss of funds for many
vital programs including human services and public safety;
and

Whereas, the net return of state controlled liquor sales in
fiscal year 2009 was $332.7 million which is used to support
prevention programs, law enforcement support, affordable
health care coverage and health benefits for children and
pregnant women, and many other related programs and
services; and

Whereas studies show alcohol consumption is 5% to 20%
less than in states with controlled systems like Washington as
compared to states in California where sales are privatized,;
and

Whereas the Washington State Liquor Control Board has a
94% no-sale-to-minors compliance rate which is the highest in
the nation; and

Whereas greater access to alcohol is a public safety issue for
teens and drivers, and entire communities; and

Whereas small businesses—especially in rural areas of the
state—will suffer because they will not be able to compete
against big box stores like Costco and Wal-Mart if sale of
liquor is privatized; and

Whereas, at a time when many Washingtonians are suffering
from loss of jobs during this recessionary t8ime, privatizing
liquor stores would unnecessarily put 1,000 livable wage jobs
at stake; and

Whereas deregulation would eliminate jobs, hurt families
financial stability and increase the pressure on unemployment
funds;

Now therefore, the 34th District Democrats do hereby decline
to sign either of the current initiatives to privatize liquor stores
in the state of Washington and further urge all other
Democratic districts and individual citizens to do the same.

King County Committeewoman, Alternate

The King County Alternate would represent the 34th District
Democrats at the King County Democratic Central
Committee, and would have a vote at that meeting in the
case that our King County Committeewoman is unable to
attend the meeting. This person would also be a member of
the 34th District Democrats Executive Board.

Resolution on Off-shore Drilling

This is a summary of a resolution passed at our June
meeting.

Millions of gallons of oil have gushed from the ruptured
Deepwater Horizon oil rig off the coast of Louisiana
endangering the Gulf of Mexico’s fragile ecosystem and
thousands of coastal businesses and property owners.
Available technology does not appear to be able to deal with
such ruptured offshore oil rigs and multiple attempts to stop
the flow have not succeeded.

On June 8, government and university researchers
confirmed that plumes of dispersed oil are spreading below
the ocean surface stretching as far as fifty miles from the
leaking well, further increasing the threat to marine life.

Regulators allowed exemptions to the usual permitting
process in authorizing the operation of this oil rig, and a
series of decisions made by BP and its employees short
circuited safeguards, resulting in the explosion.

The rupture of this well is a wake-up call for our nation and
the world to the high risks of offshore drilling. We believe
that there is more than enough intelligence, creativity and
resourcefulness in this country to invest in solutions to these
problems as well as alternative energy and thereby
significantly reduce the nation’s dependence on oil.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that we, the members of
the 34th legislative District Democratic Organization, urge
Congress and President Obama to take immediate action
on the following:

Stop the permitting of additional offshore oil rigs,
improve enforcement of existing offshore drilling
regulations, and tighten these regulations to eliminate
loopholes and exemptions,

Invest in technology for repair of oil rigs, and for
safeguards against explosions and leaks,

Invest in the technology for cleanup for ongoing spills
such as what has occurred with the Deepwater Horizon
ng,

Create a strategic plan for prevention of spills of any
size from offshore oil rigs

Enact climate change and alternative energy legislation
that goes beyond the current Kerry-Lieberman bill,
including reducing the use of offshore oil drilling

Be it further resolved that this resolution be sent to the
Washington State delegation and President Obama.

Report from King County Democrats Annual Endorsemen

The King County Endorsement Committee this year was
ably chaired by our own Karl De Jong . The committee
worked hours to decide on their recommendations for 37
positions. Numerous candidates were endorsed by
acclamation, including Sharon Nelson for state senator in
the 34th LD; Eileen Cody for state representative in the
34th; Joe McDermott for King County councilman in the 8"
county district; and Jim McDermott for U.S. representative in
the 7th Congressional district.

The contested races included, most prominently, our own
34th LD contest for state representative, position 2.
Although the endorsement committee had recommended
triple endorsement of our three Democratic candidates, the
full body voted a single endorsement of our candidate,
Marcee Stone . There was general recognition of the high
caliber of all of our candidates, but KCDCC decided in the
end a single endorsement would be more meaningful, and
they generally felt they should back the district's endorsed
candidate.

Ann Martin , chair of the Multicultural Committee, has
worked intensively to establish a list of former felons who
may now vote under our new law. Her group provided each
LD chair with an electronic list of thousands of such
individuals arranged by precinct. The PCO coordinators, in
our case Kimber McCreery, will pass this information on to
the PCOs, so that they can try to register these people to

Robin Hess asked for support to form a committee that
would include at least one attorney, to be appointed by the
Chair, to research the relevant RCWs in preparation for a
standard resolution against Corporate Personhood, similar
to a ordinances recently passed in Hawaii and in Oregon.
The resolution would be presented at our August meeting.

Kathy Minsch asked to suspend the rules to allow
consideration of her resolution urging immediate Action on
Off-shore Oil Drilling, Regulation, Oversight, Technology,
and Legislation. The motion to suspend the rules passed.
After some discussion and minor amendments, the motion
passed.

Mayor McGinn had arrived from his meeting, so the panel
discussion with him, Seattle City Council President Richard
Conlin and Seattle City Councilmember Bruce Harrell was
ready to begin.

In the meantime Molly Moon’s Ice Cream truck showed up
in front of the Hall. Those in the know suddenly disappeared
and came back to the meeting with little dishes of ice cream.
Heads turned toward the door, and people gradually started
leaving the hall, and more and more little dishes of ice
cream showed up. The panel was trapped, but Molly Moon’s

took pity on them and they had little dishes of ice cream too.
The consensus of the membership seemed to be that this
truck needs to be outside the Hall at Fauntleroy every third
Wednesday of the month.

And now, back to business. The first item of discussion was
the City budget, and it isn’t pretty. The midyear cuts are
scheduled to be announced soon and are not expected to
make anyone happy.

There was some speculation that sparks might fly because
of the opposite positions on the tunnel taken by Mayor
McGinn and City Council President Richard Conlin, but all
was peaceful. The Mayor is holding on to his stand that the
City not be responsible for cost overruns on the tunnel.
Conlin said he’s more concerned about the overall transit
picture for West Seattle, which include light rail.

Bruce Harrell, chair of the committee concerned with
energy, spoke about burned out street lights and the tests of
LED street lights.

Several community groups had questions for the panel. Rick
Jump of the White Center Food Bank brought up a question
that we have heard before, but still isn’t settled. The Food
Bank serves parts of Seattle as well as White Center but
gets no funding from the City. There was support from the
panel to commit some City funds to alleviate this problem.

The Admiral Neighborhood Association asked for help
solving the problem of the crosswalk at 47th and Admiral
where a pedestrian, an assistant to former Councilman
David Della, was killed a few years ago. This street is still a
struggle to cross, especially for the people at LifeCare
Center, many of them in wheelchairs. A pedestrian-activated
stoplight has been requested.

Karl de Jong asked for a suspension of the rules to approve
a resolution to Decline to Sign Initiatives 1100 an 1105. The
suspension of the rules and the resolution passed easily.

In Good of the Order, Marcee Stone thanked the
membership for their nomination and endorsement.

Brian Allen announced the launch of the West Seattle Tool
Library, a community-led project to provide pay-what-you
can community access to a wide range of tools, training, and
relevant advice. The Library is at South Seattle Community
College and the hours are

We met another candidate, Scott Sizemore, running against
Jim McDermott for the 7th Congressional District seat.

Karl de Jong announced a Do Not Patronize call against
Cirque du Soleil's Kooza show, starting soon in Redmond.
The show is hiring non-union stagehands even though union
stagehands are available.

The meeting adjourned around 9:30.
