PCOs are Free Agents

| hear rumors that 34th District Democratic Precinct
Committee Officers are to be told that they are to carry
literature only for Democratic candidates endorsed and/or
nominated by the District organization, and that they are
forbidden to carry any other Democratic candidates’ literature,
or to campaign for any other Democrat.

Let’s all hope that these rumors are unfounded. The facts are
these: PCOs are elected by the voters in their precincts, and
as such they are not subject to any such party discipline. No
such party discipline even exists, except by voluntary
compliance. PCOs are free to comply with it or to ignore it, but
the choice is theirs.

PCOs may carry literature for any Democratic candidate of
their choice in a contested primary. They may decline to carry
literature for any Democratic candidate whom they do not
support, no matter which candidate the District organization,
or any other organization, might have endorsed. If PCOs feel
bound by the result of an endorsement or nomination process
to carry only an endorsed candidate’s material, of course they
may. But they are not required to do so, and cannot be
compelled.

No law, and no bylaw of any Democratic Party organization in
Washington State, contains any such requirement of
compliance, other than that PCOs must support Democrats.
Any such command is unenforceable, and may be ignored or
flouted with impunity. Any presumed authority for such a
command is illegitimate, and should be treated as such. A
party official may request or encourage, but that is all.

Any such command would not only be unenforceable, it would
be preposterous. One candidate for House Position No. 2 is a
PCO in the 34th. He has not been endorsed or nominated by
the LD. Would he be required to canvass his precinct with his
opponent’s literature? Would he be forced to resign as PCO
to be able to campaign for himself?

Let’'s hope we don't hear anything like that. This is not about
any individual candidate or candidates. It's not about
personalities. It's not about the District's endorsement
process, and it's not about overturning or negating the
endorsement or nomination, in which the clear will of the 60
percent majority was expressed. It's not about what PCOs’
roles, rights, and responsibilities SHOULD be. It's about what
they ARE.

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KCDCC Report

Initiative 1098, the high-earners’ income tax, was the main
event at the May meeting of the King County Democratic
Central Committee, Tuesday May 25 at the Carpenters’ Hall
in Renton.

Eric Magnuson of Yes on 1-1098 explained to delegates what
the Initiative would do if passed by the voters and enacted. In
addition to the tax on high earners, it would reduce the state’s
portion of property taxes, saving the average homeowner
about $400 per year, and would virtually eliminate the
Business and Occupation tax, thus providing relief to small
businesses, and enabling job creation and retention.

King County Democratic chair Suzie Sheary “welcomed”
perennial Republican candidate Dino Rossi to the U.S.
Senate race against incumbent Democrat Patty Murray,
saying “bring it on!”

The delegates heard from candidate Joe Fitzgibbon, who is
running for State Representative, Position 2, in the 34th
District. They also heard from Cindy Ryu, former Mayor of
Shoreline, candidate for State House in the 32nd District, and
from Susan Mahoney, candidate for judge in Southwest

District Court, which includes Burien and Vashon. Mahoney is

challenging incumbent judge Judith Eiler.

Andrew Villeneuve of Northwest Progressive Institute
promoted his group’s gala and fundraiser, June 9 at the
community Center at Mercer View. That is the same night as
the 34th District Democrats meeting, but interested
Democrats can donate to NWPI online at
www.nwprogressive.org. NWPI has been leading statewide
opposition to Tim Eyman and his destructive initiatives for
several years now.

Delegates delivered an early endorsement for Cindy Ryu,
endorsed Referendum 52, HIR 4220 and SJR 8225. They
endorsed a NO vote on Eyman’s Initiative 1053, a YES vote
on Initiative 1068, and NO vote on Initiative 1082. They
passed a resolution that would regulate certain limousine
carriers more tightly.

KCDCC meetings are held the fourth Tuesday of every
month, at the Carpenters’ Hall in Renton. The next meeting is
June 22. All Democrats are welcome, and are encouraged to
attend.

In Case You Missed Our Last Meeting. . .

Before the meeting, the 34th District sponsored a Tailgate
Party for Joe McDermott and his campaign for King County
Councilmember for District 8.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. This meeting
was our Nominating Convention as well as endorsement
meeting. But before the main business began, there were a
few pieces of business to be taken care of.

Volunteers to serve on committees at the Washington State
Democratic Convention were nominated and confirmed by the
membership. Those confirmed to serve on the committees
are:

Lisa Plymate, Platform

Karl de Jong, Rules

Chris Porter, Credentials

The bylaws amendment that was printed in last month’s
newsletter specifying that endorsed and nominated
candidates be treated in the same manner was
overwhelmingly approved.

We then moved on to the endorsements. Chair Tim Nuse
passed the gavel to Vice Chair Kim Becklund because of a
possible conflict of interested. He has endorsed of one of the
candidates and spoke for her endorsement at the meeting.

After Joe Fitzgibbon and Marcee Stone were both nominated,
Michael Heavey surprised everyone by announcing that he
was withdrawing his name for consideration for endorsement
because he couldn’'t compete with Marcee and Joe who are
better known in the District. All many of us heard was the
word “withdrawing” and there were gasps and confused looks
from the membership. But no, he was not withdrawing from
the race, only from the endorsement and nominating process.

Several candidates for judicial races were endorsed: Charlie
Wiggins for Washington State Supreme Court Position 6;
Steve Rosen and Willie Gregory for Seattle Municipal Court,
Position 3 and 5 respectively; and Michael Spearman for the
Court of Appeals, Division 1, Position 2.

Next, in order to give him a chance to address the
membership, Sharon Maeda nominated Bill Hoffman for a
dual endorsement for Congressional District 7, against Jim
McDermott whom we have already endorsed. Hoffman
explained that he needed more time to explain who he was
and why he was running, and asked for a suspension of the
rules to allow him eight minutes instead of the two allowed in
the rules. He spoke for the motion; lvan Weiss spoke against
it, asking why, if he lived in the District for such a long time,
don’t we know him? We haven't seen him at meetings, and he
had plenty of time to get to know us and for us to know him.
Since there was a speech against the motion, another speech
for the measure was allowed. And this is where things got
even more interesting.

The person who spoke for the motion went over his time and
our vigilant timekeeper quietly but emphatically let him know
that his time was up. The man was not happy about this,
mumbled a few words as he walked by, and our timekeeper

let the membership know that “This man called me a dick!”

The man denied it, but several people heard it. People who _g_

spoke to him afterwards said that he was very embarrassed
and apologetic, and it appears that he just became very
frustrated and perhaps lost it for a moment. But, in any case
it's not a good idea to call the timekeeper names.

The motion was defeated, as was his motion for a dual
endorsement.

The results for the endorsement vote came in and Marcee
Stone won our endorsement with 65.6% of the vote.

We then endorsed 1-1098, the initiative that would tax
adjusted gross income for individuals making over $200,000
or $400,000 jointly, reduce property taxes by an average of
$400, and virtually eliminate the Business and Occupation tax
on small businesses. The motion passed easily.

The Nomination Convention was next. Both Joe Fitzgibbon
and Marcee were nominated and seconded. The nominations
are conducted by rules set by the Washington State
Democratic Central Committee. Only PCOs vote for the
nomination and each vote is weighted by how many
delegates each precinct was allocated in 2008.

We then moved on to the 2010 Legislative Recap with
Senator Joe McDermott and State Representative Sharon
Nelson.

Joe McDermott started out by saying that he wasn’t surprised
that the session was extended, considering that this was the
greatest revenue shortfall since the Depression and sixty
days was simply not enough time. After cuts that led to
around 4,000 layoffs, pay freezes for state employees, and
significant cuts to education, health care and other vital
services, the economy continued to deteriorate and by the
last session began, we faced a $2.8 billion shortfall.

Another all-cuts budget would be too devastating, so we took
a balanced approach to writing a new budget. We raised
some new revenue in targeted ways and made more budget
cuts, a total of $4.40 in cuts for every $1 raised in new
revenue, and we mandated time off without pay for state
employees, resulting in a total of over 10,000 layoffs in the
two year budget cycle.

We shifted the tax burden to those who should pay from those
who cannot. We closed corporate loopholes, temporarily
increased the Business and Occupation tax rate for service
businesses, but offset this by permanently increasing the
small business tax credit. We focused on nonessential taxes
by extending the retail sales tax to bottled water, bum and
candy, and increased the cigarette by $1 a pack, and taxing
soda and most beers, excepting local microbrews.

In Good of the Order, Pete Spalding reported that the
Instruments of Change benefit for the West Seattle Food
Bank raised over $62,000.

The meeting ended with the results of the Nominating
Convention: Marcee Stone won with 63.7% of the vote.

The meeting adjourned around 8:30 p.m.
