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A History of the Washington Primary
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The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Tim Nuse.

Les Treall spoke about our booths and information and voter
registration tables at summer events and passed clipboards
for volunteers to sign up. If you haven't signed up, there’s still
time. Les is always looking for more volunteers.

Kim Becklund reminded us that we have made it easy for
members to increase their contribution by making monthly
payments online. Just go to 34dems.org and sign up.

Joe Fitzgibbon announced his candidacy for the open seat in
the State House of Representatives. His announcement was
delayed because, as Legislative Assistant to Sharon Nelson,
he was forbidden by law to engage in political activities. He
spoke about his work on various issues with Representative
Nelson and of ins involvement in transportation issues as
Chair of the Burien Planning Commission.

Marcee Stone and Mike Heavey had already announced for
the open seat, as had Sabra Schneider who has since
withdrawn from the race because of a knee injury that will
require several months of rehabilitation. The injury would
have prevented her from doorbelling or attending meetings.
“Connecting with voters, while doorbelling, at community
meetings, and in person is a critical part of my campaign. “I've
elected to end my campaign and focus on healing my knee. |
look forward to continuing to serve the community.”

Michael Gonzales, Business Agent and Organizer for
Teamsters Local 174 spoke about contract negotiations with
Waste Management. He also shared how to geton a
Community Trash Watch list to receive news and updates and
report pick-up problems by visiting their website or texting
“Trash” to 86466 on your cell phone.

We then moved on to the Candidates Forum moderated by
Tim Nuse and Kim Becklund. Candidates for State
Representative Position 2, Joe Fitzgibbon, Mike Heavey and
Marcee Stone answered questions

After the forum, Tim spoke about the Top Two Primary and
how why the State Party is requiring all Legislative Districts to
hold a nominating convention and why we are proposing to
move the endorsements process up to May. We will hold the
Nominating Convention after the endorsements. We hope that
PCOs will confer with the 34th District Democrats members
in their precincts.

We approved the endorsements rules that are the same as
last year but with a few changes: to allow flexibility as to
when we can hold the endorsement so that we don't have to
open the rules up for approval every year; to specifically
define spoiled ballots as not counting toward votes cast; to
add a new section regarding reconsideration of previously
endorsed races which follows the process adopted by the
Executive Board last year; and to reduce the endorsement
threshold from 2/3 to 60%. This change would have resulted
in two additional endorsements last year.

Michael Taylor-Judd recommended some fixes to the rules
that included clarifying that an Endorsement Meeting must
be held each year prior to the August Primary, and that an
Executive Board recommendation requires 50% + 1 of the
votes, and all other endorsements require 60% or more.

The resolution in Support of 1-1068 which would remove
state civil and criminal penalties for persons eighteen year
or older who cultivate possess, transport, sell or use
marijuana was brought to a vote, but there was a question
about how it would affect the medical marijuana law. Chris
Porter moved to table the resolution until we had more
information. The motion to table passed 38 to 22.

The other two resolutions that were printed in the April
newsletter: to Support Establishing a Bank of Washington
State, and Concerning Port Trucking Operations were both
passed overwhelmingly.

Susan Harmon moved to suspend the rules to consider a
resolution that had not been submitted to the Executive
Board. The motion passed. The resolution resolved that the
34th District Democrats express their strong opposition to
Seattle City Councilmember Tim Burgess’s “Aggressive
Solicitation” Ordinance and shall forward a letter to this
effect to Councilmember Burgess, other members of the
City Council, and the Mayor and call on the City Council and
Mayor instead to commit more of our city’s time and
resources towards real solutions such as preserving and
expanding our city’s affordable housing stock, adding livable
wage jobs, and increasing community based drug, alcohol,
and mental health treatment.”

Chris Porter moved to suspend the rules to early endorse
Joe McDermott for King County Council, 8th District; Eileen
Cody for House Representative Position 1, Sharon Nelson
for State Senator, Jim McDermott for Congressional
Representative an Patty Murray for US Senator. lvan Weiss
reminded us that a small part of the 34th District was in the
9th Congressional District, Adam Smith’s district, and we
should add him to the block endorsement block. The early
endorsement block was passed overwhelmingly.

In Good of the Order, Karl deJong called on members to
decline to sign 1-1082 which would authorize employers to
use private industrial insurance and eliminate the worker-
paid share of medical benefit premiums. This initiative is
sponsored by the BIAW, not exactly a friend of labor.

The meeting adjourned at 9:30
