
Yes, WE can take back our Congress! We! Us! 
We need 15 seats to retake the House, folks. One of them is right 
here, right now. 
 
It’s not one of our Districts, It’s the Eighth, right next door, right 
across the lake. The Eighth has never elected a Democratic House 
member. But this is the year it happens. And the 34th District 
Democrats can be a big part of it. 
 
Our Democratic candidate in the Eighth District, Darcy Burner, will 
be the principal speaker at our June 14 meeting, two days before 
George W. Bush flies into town to raise money for the incumbent, 
Dave Reichert, at a supporter’s $10.3 million mansion. 
 
Darcy is coming to us for help because she knows the 34th is a “can-
do”  District. Her campaign is well aware of our turnout for, and 
support for, Jim McDermott and Adam Smith. She will be asking us 
to volunteer in her campaign—to go east and south into the Eighth 
District and bang the doors, wave the signs, and staff the phone 
banks.  
 
And write her a check. Did I say write her a check? I’ ll say it again. 
Write her a check. And make it a fat one. There is no better 
investment, right here and right now, that will give us more bang for 
our political buck in Washington State in 2006. 
 
The Eighth is winnable. It voted for John Kerry. It voted for Al Gore. 
It voted for Patty Murray. In Darcy Burner, we have a candidate who 
has raised unprecedented amounts of campaign contributions in a 
shorter time by far than any Eighth District Democratic candidate. 
And it wasn’ t from any clique of corporate suits, either. Most of it 
was raised by rank-and-file Democratic activists, nationwide but 
mostly here, using online donations and spreading the word with the 
help of dedicated bloggers. 
 
That support got Darcy a “netroots endorsement”  from the influential 
MyDD blog, and a whole lot more grass-roots money. It also earned 
her the active support of the Democratic Congressional Campaign 
Committee. Usually the DCCC (“D-Triple-C,”  or “D-Trip” )  recruits 
candidates for a District. But in this case, we did their job 
for them, as we should be doing everywhere. Rank and file 
Democrats decided that Darcy had what it took to win this 
seat, and because the initial support was so great, the 
DCCC recognized that her candidacy was legitimate. 
 
That DCCC support was on hand Tuesday, May 30, at a 
rally for Darcy at the Community Center at Mercer View 
on Mercer Island, where 150-175 people packed a room 
smaller than our hall to hear DCCC Chairman Rep. Rahm 
Emanuel (D-IL), urge support for Darcy. Washington State

The West Seattle Democratic Women awarded their 
first annual scholarships to one student from Chief 
Sealth and Jamie Rakovec from West Seattle High 
School. The student at Chief Sealth wishes to remain 
anonymous, and we will respect her wishes.  
 
The scholarships were awarded based on an essay on 
the First Amendment rights of free speech and freedom 
of the press.

Melanie Mayock of 
Transportation Choices will give a brief explanation of the

accomplishment of the recent Legislative session—
establishment of the state-level Department of Early Learning. 
Rep. Kagi, from Lake Forest Park, was the prime sponsor of the 
enabling legislation, HB 2964.  
 
The new agency will direct programs and functions such as the 
Working Connections Child Care program, child care licensing, 

the Head Start Collaborative Office, and the Early Childhood 
Education and Assistance Program.  
 
The new Department of Early Learning will partner with a high-
powered group of private sector supporters of early learning that 
includes the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation, Boeing, 
Lockheed, and the Talaris Research Institute. All have agreed to 
make major investments in early learning programs and 
research, and to coordinate investments and policies with the 
new department. 
 
Several such efforts will be in the 34th District, and we hope to 
tell you where they are. It is another prime example of why we 
are Democrats: The Bush Administration has put our children 
and grandchildren into debt. We Democrats are working to give 
them the education, starting with child care, Head Start, and 
preschool, to help them overcome it. 
 
Truly we WILL overcome. See you June 14 for “all the 
democracy you can handle.”

After the earthquake of 2001 we 
were left stranded on this side of the 
Duwamish; 34th District members  
have pretty strong feelings about 
what happens with the Viaduct—
and it was a lively meeting. Over 
100 people showed up, including 
people from other districts, 
including the 36th, which will be 
affected by the decision as much as 
we are. Joel Connelly’s column in 
the P-I was devoted to our meeting, 
and we also made the West Seattle 
Herald.  
 
Grace Cunican, Director of the 
Seattle Department of 
Transportation, and Ron Paananen 
of the Washington State Department 
of Transportation  discussed the damage to the  viaduct 
and why it needed to be replaced. 
 
Sally Bagshaw of Allied Arts spoke of the opportunity 
we have to claim the waterfront and replace the viaduct 
with a tunnel. She brought drawings depicting the 
waterfront after construction of a tunnel, and how the 
waterfront could be a beautiful place for people to enjoy. 
Judging by the audience response to Lorraine Toly’s 
question about whether or not we would actually get the 
amenities shown in the pictures, it appears that 34th 
District Democrats are a skeptical bunch. 
 
Cary Moon of the Peoples’  Waterfront Coalition, and 
Lawrence Winnerman, Communications Chair of the 
36th District Democrats, explained why the Viaduct 
didn’ t need to be replaced and how the traffic could be 
handled with better transportation choices and by 
directing the traffic to surface streets. They told how 
people got by after the Embarcadero Freeway was 
destroyed in an earthquake. Many of us remember what 
happened when the Viaduct was closed after the 2001 
earthquake and the correlation was lost on us. We didn’ t 
get by. We were stuck here. 
 
The last speaker was Warren Aakervik  of Ballard Oil 
who spoke for replacing the viaduct. A tunnel would not 
allow flammables and would cut his business off from 
oil supplies on Harbor Island.  He described the 
roundabout way his trucks would have to travel adding 
hours to each trip. 
 
We also heard from Jan Drago, chair of the Seattle City 
Council Transportation Committee. The Legislature has 
approved two billion in funding, contingent upon the 
corridor carrying 110,000 vehicles a day. The Council 
either puts the measure on the ballot for a vote in 
November or it can make its own vote on the preferred 
option.   
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Because there was obviously going to be quite a bit of interest in the subject,  
members lined up in the center aisle to ask questions. 
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In Case You Missed Our Last Meeting on the Viaduct . . . 

Huge Turnout for State Convention 
If anyone thinks there is apathy in the Democratic Party, 
they weren’ t at the Washington State Convention in 
Yakima. It was the largest mid-term convention that 
anyone can remember, with somewhere between 900 
and 1,000 delegates attending.  The 34th District was 
near the top in number of delegates attending. The 36th 
District had more delegates attending, but they were 
allotted more delegates to begin with.  We were allotted 
40 delegates, and we had 40 delegates, giving us 100% 
attendance.  
 
It was a busy weekend with workshops during the day 
and hospitality suites in the evening. We adopted our 
platform on Saturday. 
 
Two charter amendments were proposed that would 
have added voting members to the State Committee. 
The one that would have added legislative district and 
county chairs did not get s two-thirds majority of those 
attending. The other amendment that would have added 
two voting members from the Young Democrats got a 
significant majority of those attending, but the charter 
amendment rules require a two-thirds majority of all 
delegates, attending or not, and came up a heartbreaking 
six votes short.  

34th District members voting with their credentials 
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This is an edited version of the minutes. For the 
official minutes, check 34dems.org. 
 
Chair Ivan Weiss called the meeting to order at 7:03 
p.m. Representative Eileen Cody led the flag salute. 
The agenda and minutes were approved by the 
members. 
 
Ivan explained how the program will work tonight. It 
will start at 7:15 pm. The subject of the program is 
the Alaskan Way Viaduct (State Route 99) on the 
Seattle waterfront. We will hear from all the 
speakers first and then entertain questions and 
answers.  This is an informational meeting only. We 
will not entertain or take a vote to endorse any 
particular option tonight. 
 
Repor t from Distr ict Chair  I van Weiss 
Weiss introduced John Ehrman of the State 
Coordinated campaign who is recruiting volunteers 
to help with this year’s election, including the re-
election of Senator Maria Cantwell. 
 
Weiss introduced Maggie Larrick. Maggie has 
accepted the job of coordinator for the 11th annual 
District Garden Party and Auction, to be held in 
August or September. 
 
Weiss introduced Liz Giba and Cherisse Luxa, who 
have formed and are managing the Burien “Drinking 
Liberally”  group. This is a national organization 
promoting discussion of current issues. Liz and 
Cherisse coordinate the Burien chapter, which meets 
the fourth Wednesday of the month, at Mick Kelly©s 
pub in Burien. 
 
Weiss introduced Steve Karbowski, co-chair of the 
Outreach Committee. Steve talked about the 
upcoming volunteer project - neighbors helping 
neighbors on the 13th of May.  Outreach is actively 
seeking members to volunteer to help with this 
project. Steve also talked about the May 20th White 
Center cleanup, for which we also need volunteers. 
 
Weiss announced that the District has a new logo, 
created by Dina Johnson. After tonight’s program he 
will entertain a motion to fund production of 100 T-
Shirts with the new logo. The Executive Board has 
approved this expenditure but it also must be passed 
by the membership. 
 
Weiss introduced elected officials who are present:   
Rep. Eileen Cody, Sen. Erik Poulsen, King County 
Councilmember Dow Constantine, and Seattle City 
Councilmembers Tom Rasmussen and Jean Godden. 
Later in the meeting, Weiss introduced other elected 
officials who arrived after the meeting started. These 
included Seattle City Councilmembers Sally Clark, 
David Della, Jan Drago and 11th District State Rep. 
Zack Hudgins.  
 
 

New Business 
Chair Weiss recognized Nigel, a field organizer for the 
Washington State Democrats.  He spoke about Initiative 
933. This measure would require government agencies to 
consider the effects of and alternatives to regulating 
private property. Compensation would be required when 
regulations are enforced that damage private property use 
or value, including regulations prohibiting or restricting 
property uses that were allowed as of January 1, 1996. 
Exceptions would exist for regulations applying equally to 
all property subject to the agency’s jurisdiction. 
Development regulations that would prohibit existing 
legal property uses would not be permitted. This is a 
developers’  initiative. It will either force communities to 
waive zoning laws or else communities will pay 
developers to follow the current laws. This is a dangerous 
measure and he urges the membership to learn about it 
and oppose it. 
 
Chair Weiss asked for membership approval of three PCO 
appointments - Victoria Martinez (SEA 34-1251), Tim 
Nuse in SEA 34-1436 (Tim was elected PCO in  SEA 34-
1437 but recently moved to SEA 34-1436), and Keith 
Weir in BUR 34-1192 (Keith has been acting PCO in 
BUR 34-0699 but resides in BUR 34-1192). The 
membership unanimously approved these appointments. 
 
Dina Johnson spoke about her new design for 34th District 
T-Shirts. The same design motif could be used for 
letterhead, buttons, and so forth.  She moved the District 
spend $700 for an initial production run of about 100 T-
Shirts which would be sold for $15 each. The E-Board 
recommends this expenditure and the membership 
approved it. 
 
Good of the order : 
Beth Greiser announced the May 25 meeting of the West 
Seattle Democratic Women at Daystar. Rep. Joe 
McDermott will attend and speak. All are welcome. 
 
Ann Martin spoke in support of the Transit Now initiative. 
This is a King County measure which will be on the ballot 
in the fall. It will be financed by a one-tenth of a cent per 
dollar increase in the sales tax in the County, and will 
increase overall Metro transit service by about 20%. See 
http://www.metrokc.gov/kcdot/transitnow/ for details. 
 
The meeting adjourned at 9:25 PM.

KCDCC Repor t 
The King County Democratic Central Committee (KCDCC) met at the 
Renton Carpenters Hall on May 23. The primary business of the meeting 
was adoption of the King County Platform and resolutions forwarded from 
the convention for action. The Platform was adopted with a Health Care 
plank that was expanded slightly from the version approved at the 
convention. The “Do Pass”  resolutions were passed, but with an amendment 
to the “nonviolence”  resolution.  A reference to creation of a Department of 
Peace, which had been part of the original resolution as it came out of 
District caucuses, was inserted. The platform and resolutions are available 
on the KCDCC website: kcdems.net. A “slim jim”  summary of the platform 
will be produced for use in doorbelling. 
 
Joel Ware was elected to the open position of second vice-chair on the 
KCDCC executive board. Endorsements of amendments to the Washington 
State Democratic Central Committee (WSDCC) were passed that would give 
legislative district chairs voting rights on the WSDCC (they are currently ex-
officio) and give the Young Democrats of Washington two voting positions 
on the WSDCC, one for a male and one for a female (the organization 
currently has one vote only). The KCDCC authorized the chair to enter into 
a quarterly contract with Barbara Chadwick to plan and carry out fundraising 
activities. 
 
The committee endorsed Darcy Burner, Democratic candidate for the 8th 
Congressional District, running against Republican Representative Dave 
Reichert. There was considerable discussion of an early endorsement of 
Senator Maria Cantwell, but the committee chose to consider that 
endorsement again at its regular endorsement meeting.
