
We’re on the march—and we’re just getting started 
 
34th District Democrats have been hitting the streets, 
marching in parades, banging on doors, calling on voters—
and dialing for dollars—and the 2006 campaign still has 
three months to go. 
 
Our endorsement meeting for the primary will be 
Wednesday, August 9. Our 11th Annual Garden Party and 
Auction will be Friday, August 25. At our September 13 
meeting, we will discuss the most pressing local issue in our 
District—North Highline Annexation. 
 
We’ll need “all hands on deck” for all three events, but you 
can read about them elsewhere. This month’s message is 
about one of our most important long-term projects—our 
“sister district” relationship with the 15th Legislative District. 
 
By the time you read this, several of our members, including 
me, will have been over and back to Wapato, south of 
Yakima, for the 15th’s fundraising dinner, having renewed 
some acquaintances and made a whole lot of new ones. 
We will have some better idea of how we can help build the 
party organization in a District that lies in parts of four counties, and whose largest city has fewer than 
15,000 inhabitants. 
 
We pulled our oar for the 15th on July 20 at the Labor Temple in Seattle at a reception and fundraiser 
for Democratic State Senate candidate Tomás Villanueva, complete with ten-piece mariachi band. 
Latino and labor leaders from all over the state all spoke of the importance of this race, and how 
necessary it was to help organize around Tomás’ candidacy, to give  some hope to Latino and Native 
American voters in the 15th, and to all working people there. The event was a financial success, as we 
raised about $6,000 to support Tomás. 
 
Tomás is challenging incumbent Republican Jim Honeyford, who might have the single worst anti-
worker voting record in either house of the Legislature. Honeyford, who gets his money from banking 
interests, pesticide manufacturers, and big Pharma, has hardly faced a challenge in recent elections, 
and the time is now. The 34th District Democrats have pledged to raise another $1,000 for the 
Villanueva campaign by the end of August. We can do this. 
 
We were well represented at the Labor Temple event. Tanya Aguilar, Bruce Stotler, Bill Schrier, 
Gabriela Quintana, and I were there. We’ll keep you updated on this important work with Web site 
postings and future newsletter articles, and we hope to have everyone’s support.

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Recommendation Regarding 
Motions for Sole Endorsement 
The Executive Board recommends the body pass a 
motion that would bar motions for sole endorsement. We 
believe this will be more fair to all candidates and their 
supporters, more efficient and does not preclude us from 
actually making a sole endorsement should that be the 
will of the body. 
 
More fair and efficient: If a motion for sole endorsement 
passes, all other candidates for a position would be 
precluded from being considered for endorsement. If a 
member is undecided about two or more candidates, but 
feels the candidates merit endorsement, the member is 
forced to vote against the motion for sole endorsement. If 
the motion for sole endorsement fails, new motions for 
each of the candidates would be needed. Without a 
motion for sole endorsement, each candidate can be 
considered on his or her own merits. Supporters have an 
equal right to make motions and arguments for 
endorsement of their candidates.  
 
Does not preclude sole endorsement: There are three 
possible outcomes of motions to endorse: a multiple 
(usually dual) endorsement; a sole endorsement; or no 
endorsement. If there are two or more candidates 
meriting the District’s support as demonstrated by the 
needed votes for endorsement, a multiple endorsement 
can be made. If only one candidate is supported by the 
needed votes for endorsement, a sole endorsement will 
result. The barring of motions for sole endorsement does 
not preclude sole endorsements as an outcome. Finally, 
if no motions for endorsement garner sufficient votes to 
pass, the effect is no endorsement by the District. 
 
The 34th District Democratic Organization is a group that 
embraces the diversity of its membership and wants to 
give an opportunity for its membership to present, hear 
and discuss issues in an open and welcoming forum. It is 
for this reason and the reasons stated above that the 
Executive Board has recommended this action and will 
present a motion to that effect at the August meeting.

Motions for Sole Endorsement 
Are Mathematically Silly 
Another reason to bar motions for sole endorsement is 
that mathematically they simply won’t work and waste 
time. If Candidate A and Candidate B each have the two-
thirds votes necessary for endorsement (voting twice is 
allowed), and Candidate A asks for a motion for sole 
endorsement, obviously the two-thirds who support 
Candidate B will vote down the motion for sole 
endorsement.  If Candidate B does not have the two-
thirds votes necessary for endorsement, then  Candidate 
A would receive the sole endorsement anyway. We went 
through this last year and while many candidates 
received a sole endorsement, as I recall, not one 
received it through a motion for sole endorsement. 

Bylaws on Endorsements  
Below is the section of our bylaws that govern our 
endorsement meetings: 
 
Endorsements  
Section 1. This organization may endorse candidates for 
public office, ballot measures, or initiative, or referendum 
signature campaigns. Candidates for office must complete 
and return the questionnaire presented by this 
organization. Judicial candidates need not answer any 
questions that would breach the Canons of Judicial 
Conduct. 
 
Section 2. More than one candidate for the same office 
may be endorsed.  
 
Section 3. The executive board shall propose rules and 
procedures governing the endorsement time line and 
process and shall send written notice of the rules to the 
members (newsletter is considered written notice for this 
purpose) ten days prior to the meeting at which the 
members vote on the rules. The membership shall adopt 
such rules and procedures at least 30 days prior to the 
start of the endorsement meeting. Adoption shall be by 
majority vote. If this organization fails to adopt special 
rules governing endorsement(s) for a given election, 
these by-laws will be the sole authority.  
 
Section 4. The executive board may recommend endorse-
ments to the membership. In the absence of special rules, 
the membership may accept the board©s recommendation 
by a majority vote. If the board declines to make a 
recommendation, or the membership chooses another 
course, the membership may endorse, provided two-
thirds of the eligible members present and voting concur.  
 
Section 5. Unless otherwise provided by the rules, voting 
shall be by a hand count or a signed ballot if requested by 
a voting member, with two tellers appointed by the chair 
who are acceptable to the concerned parties, and where 
applicable, observers from each campaign directly 
involved may monitor the count.  
 
a. Only members in good standing by the end of the prior 
month©s meeting may vote.  
 
b. Candidates may select two people, one of which may 
be the candidate, to speak on their behalf. Each speaker 
will have two minutes.  
 
c. Candidates who ask to be endorsed must complete and 
return any questionnaire presented by this organization. 
Judicial candidates need not answer any questions that 
would breach the Canons of Judicial Conduct.  
 
Section 6. The endorsement of ballot issues shall follow 
this same procedure.  
 
Section 7. This organization shall support and publicize its 
endorsements in such ways it deems appropriate and 
necessary.  
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Rousing Speech by Jay Inslee at Clean Energy Future 
Representative Jay Inslee set forward a challenge for this country. He said, “The nation that could over 
come slavery in the 19th Century, can overcome the scourge of oil addiction in the 21st Century.”  
He lamented the effects that global warming is having on the Alpine meadows of the Cascades he 
learned to love as a child, noting that global warming has caused a 150 to 200 foot rise in the tree line. 
Some facts: If the fuel savings experienced between 1977 and 1983 as a result of Carter’s fuel efficiency 
standards had continued, we would be free of Middle East oil now. The acidity of the ocean has 
increased by 30 percent since the beginning of the industrial revolution. 
 
The data are becoming more clear that global warming is real and accelerating. That’s incredible 
progress. In response to this Representative Inslee has proposed the New Apollo Energy Project (House 
Resolution 2828). This legislation invokes the challenge President Kennedy set for the nation in the 
1960s to put a man on the moon by the end of the decade – the original Apollo Project. This is the spirit 
that we must embrace to overcome the warming crisis. 
 
The principles behind the project include: 
· The best energy to generate is that you don’t waste – that’s 40 percent of the solution. 
· Don’t be a servant to the tyranny of the present – look beyond the technology of today. 
· Recognize there is no silver bullet – “1,000 flowers will have to bloom.” 
· This is an economic development strategy – billions will be made in this transition. 
· End the massive subsidy to the oil and gas industry – the real subsidy being worth trillions in free 

release of carbon dioxide into the atmosphere. 
 
British Petroleum (BP) set a goal seven years ago to meet the Kyoto Protocol in its internal operations. It 
was able to accomplish this within three years and is saving $300 million each year as a result.  
Democrats are making energy a focus of this campaign. It’s an issue we can’t afford to lose.

“ Free at last! Free from oil! Free at last”  
Rep. Inslee presented a grave scenario of the effect of global warming at the 34th Democrats’ Energy 
Forum which Anne Martin has described elsewhere in this newsletter.  However, Inslee also gave us 
hope that if Americans act now we may halt these trends. He sponsored HR 2828, New Apollo Energy 
Act, 6/2005, offered as a separate bill because the Republican leadership refused to allow a version of 
New Apollo as an amendment to HR 6, The Republican Energy bill that was signed by the president 
into law 8/8/05. Inslee told us the name “New Apollo” draws its inspiration from President Kennedy©s 
original "Apollo" plan, which in 1961 challenged the nation to put a man on the moon. To learn more 
about HR 2828 go to: www.house.gov/inslee. 
 
HR 2828 will provide: 
Clean Energy – 
· $49 billion in government loan guarantees for construction of clean-energy generation facilities 

that will produce power from wind, solar, geothermal, biomass, oceans, coal with carbon-
sequestration technology, and other sources. 

· $10.5 billion R & D investment tax credits for clean energy production. 
· a 10-year extension of the current credit for electricity generated from clean sources.  
 
Fuel Efficiency 
· tax credits for the purchase of energy efficient vehicles. 
· $11.5 billion in tax credits for the automotive and aerospace industries to develop new fuel 

efficient cars & planes, retool existing plants, and construct new plants. 
 
Global Warming and Greenhouse Gas Emissions 
· Allows companies to purchase and trade credits among themselves 
· $7 billion in loan guarantees for the development of clean coal power plants. 
 
Renewable Portfolio – requires all utilities, by 2021, to produce 10 percent of their electricity from 
renewable energy sources. 
 
Energy Transmission- creates national net-metering and interconnection standards that allow 
homeowners who generate clean energy to reduce their energy bills by feeding surplus electricity back 
into the grid. 
 
Revenue Neutral- pays for its provisions by closing abusive corporate tax shelters/ loopholes & new 
revenue from the auction of cardoon dioxide trade 
allowances. 

 
HR 2828 should encourage significant reductions in the US 
daily domestic oil-- a sharp contrast to HR 6, which allows an 
80 percent increase in petroleum imports between 2002 and 
2025. Inslee referred to HR 6 as “a Jurassic" piece of 
legislation that relies on a limited energy source derived from 
creatures and plants that died millions of years ago.”   
 
For several years Rep. Inslee has been leading a core group 
of about 40 Members of Congress to develop the Apollo 
proposal. 14 MCs are original sponsors including Larsen, 
McDermott and Smith from WA St. There are now 42 
cosponsors- the usual pro-environment members. The bill 
has sat in several House committees with no action since it 
introduction. With the present membership in Congress it is 
unlikely to move forward, which is another motivator to get us 
working for the Democratic control of Congress in the next 
mid term election. For more information and to track this bill 
go to: http://thomas.loc.gov.

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At its regularly scheduled meeting on August 25, the 
King County Democratic Central Committee 
(KCDCC) wrapped up its early endorsement of all the 
federal races with endorsements for Adam Smith and 
Jay Inslee. Other resolutions passed by the body 
include endorsement of I-937, the renewable energy 
initiative, and opposition to an elected auditor for 
King County. The former passed without discussion; 
the latter was subject to extended discussion. Issues 
included the advisability of an elected auditor that 
could be beholding to contributors versus the fact 
that all the other counties in Washington have 
elected auditors. Some of the support for an elected 
auditor comes from prominent Democrats, but there 
was concern expressed that the Republicans might 
use this as a means of getting hold of this county’s 
elections. In the end the body decided to support the 
resolution opposing the elected auditor proposal. 
 
Dale Murphy is running to unseat Fred Jarrett in the 
41st District. He is a professor teaching international 
relations and business and focusing on ethics. He 
noted in particular Jarrett’s poor record on Health 
Care votes. One in eight Washington state residents 
is without health insurance. Dale will work to achieve 
a goal of health care for all residents by 2010. He 
also strongly supports public education. Anecdotally 
he told of a Republican gathering at which a speaker 
got a standing ovation for urging attendees to pull 

their children out of public schools. Access to higher 
education by the middle class also is an issue he 
wants to tackle. 
 
The KCDCC has a book entitled, “Why Mommy is a 
Democrat,” Democratic values that moms teach 
every day. It’s available for $10, a nice gift for the 
Democratic mothers on your shopping list!  
 
Candidate information is now available on the 
KCDCC website at www.KCdems.net. The 2008 
presidential campaigns are being added so that 
Dems can learn about candidates and volunteer to 
help the candidate they support.

The Legislative Action Committee has been working 
on election reform and public financing of campaigns 
(including a bill proposed by Representative Joe 
McDermott). The next meeting, which will focus on 
veterans’ issues, will be August 20th at the Kent 
Regional Library.
