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The last big push—and a great opportunity
This will be the last weekend before the election, the final big
push to get out the vote.

Things are looking pretty positive for the 34™ District—Reps.
McDermott and Smith are in no trouble, and neither are our
Democratic state legislators. Senator Cantwell is cruising to
re-election, but a landslide margin would be sweet indeed.

We'll need maximum efforts to re-elect Supreme Court
Justice Susan Owens, to pass Initiative 937, to defeat
Initiatives 920 and 933, and to pass the Public Utility District
measure on Vashon.

If you can volunteer for Darcy Burner’s campaign in the
Eighth Congressional District, or get her some individual
contributions, that would be great. The Demaocratic Party in
Washington state has “maxed out” on contributions to Darcy
and to Peter Goldmark already, according to the election
laws.

Amid all the election activity, an event on Saturday,
November 4, at Chief Sealth High School, provides a great
opportunity for the 34™ District Democrats.

It's Megawatt’'s “Gathering of Neighbors,” and it happens
between 12 noon and 3 PM, which should give us plenty of
time for phone banking and canvassing. As important as
elections are, even this election, they are just a part of what
we might accomplish. This event brings together many
neighborhood and volunteer interest groups from all over
West Seattle. Chances are we will see quite a few of our
friends or neighbors there. Many of our members will be there
in their roles as participants in other organizations.

We might never have a better opportunity to make friends
and influence people. We are not allowed to campaign or
electioneer, only to promote our organization. But just our
presence should speak for itself. It's all part of the sermon of
local involvement that we have been preaching:

All politics is local.
We can have a tangible, measurable effect at the local
level.
If we can't get our potholes filled, who would trust us with
war and peace?
We need to represent our communities, not just our own
agenda.
If we are not there for our neighbors, who will be?
If we are not there for them, why would they be there for
us?

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Everyone cares about Darfur. Do we care about a
solution?

Today, as if Cambodia, Bosnia, and Rwanda taught us
nothing, we are witnessing yet another genocide unfold.
In Sudan, the Islamist government based in Khartoum
has slaughtered nearly 400,000 black Africans in the
country’s western Darfur region. Over 2.5 million people
have been driven from their homes. In hastily
assembled refugee camps, food rations have been cut
in half due to shortages. Even in the camps, militias
hired by the government are still marauding, raping, and
killing the refugees.

Like so many genocides before this, the world’s
response has been pitiful. The NATO allies that stopped
Slobodan MiloSevic’s bloody rampage have ducked
responsibility to do the same now that the conflict’'s
victims are black. Instead, they have pointed to a poorly
armed and weakly mandated African Union force of
7,000 and proclaimed it “an African solution to an
African problem.”

Let’s not kid ourselves. The 7,000 soldiers are tasked
with patrolling a region the size of France. They do not
have freedom of mobility and are authorized to use force
only in defense of themselves, not the people of Darfur.
Their presence is so obviously feckless that the victims
in the refugee camps have rioted, calling for a real
intervention force.

Meanwhile, a peace agreement signed in May is on the
verge of collapse and the death rate has not abated, but
has instead increased. The UN Security Council
approved a large UN peacekeeping force, but that will
not be ready until, at the earliest, January 2007. Even
then, nations must be willing to contribute troops to the
operation, an always-daunting challenge made even
more difficult now that 40,000 troops are also needed in
southern Lebanon.

A well-armed and robustly mandated peacemaking force
is needed to stop the genocide. Advocacy groups
around the world are speaking out in favor of just that.
In the meantime, if you care, there are two things you
must do. The first is to ask Congress to increase
humanitarian aid to the refugee camps. The website
www.darfurscores.org tracks the voting records of every
member of Congress and, for simplicity, provides an e-
mail form with which to contact them. Of course, the aid
will not stop the genocide, but it will reduce the deaths
from starvation and disease that commonly occur in
such situations.

The second is to divest public and private assets from
companies doing major business in Sudan, a tactic used
successfully in the fight to topple Apartheid in South

Africa. Several major universities, including Harvard,
Stanford, the mammoth University of California system,
and the University of Washington have done this. Sen.
Erik Poulsen has agreed to look at divesting state assets
during the next legislative session.

Individuals can also help. It has been estimated that
Americans hold $93 billion worth of stock in companies
that operate in Sudan. Investors who do not wish to be
complacent in the genocide should contact the Sudan
Divestment Task Force (www.sudandivestment.org) for a
list of guilty companies to remove from their portfolios.
For all this the Sudanese government is starting to feel
the heat; their embassy in DC just released statements
denouncing all divestiture.

Everyone cares about Darfur. The question is, do we
care about a solution? Supporting a real intervention
force in Darfur, demanding increased aid for the people
there, and asking the legislature to divest from the callous
corporations doing business with a murderous regime,
are three answers in the affirmative.

Proposed Resolution on
The Alaskan Way Viaduct

Resolution opposing the replacement of the
existing Alaskan Way Viaduct with an even
larger elevated structure.

The following resolution was submitted to the
Executive. The Executive Board voted to
recommend this resolution to the membership; the
vote was not unanimous.

Whereas, the Alaskan Way Viaduct was severely
damaged in the 2001 Nisqually earthquake; and

Whereas, the City of Seattle and Washington
State Department of Transportation (WSDOT)
have conducted an Environmental Impact
Analysis, and have analyzed five alternative
replacement facilities; and

Whereas, Engrossed Substitute House Bill
(ESGB) 2871, signed by the Governor on March
29, 2006, delegated authority to the Governor to
designate a preferred alternative replacement of
the Alaskan Way Viaduct and Seattle Seawall
Replacement Project; and

Whereas, one of the alternatives currently under
consideration by the Governor and WSDOT is an
elevated structure that would be fifty percent wider
than the existing Viaduct, with larger columns that
would block views of Elliot Bay and loom over the
waterfront; and

Whereas, the nature of commerce and use of the
waterfront has changed dramatically in the
intervening 50 years since the Viaduct was
constructed; and

Whereas, replacing the Viaduct with another
larger elevated structure is inconsistent with the
prevailing uses along Seattle--principally
commercial and tourism enterprises; and

Whereas, the 34th District Democrats are
proponents of sensible transportation solutions
that respect neighborhood and community
concerns;

Therefore be it resolved: We believe that it makes
no sense to replace the Viaduct with an elevated
highway fifty percent larger than the existing
structure; that we are concerned that the traffic
noise, exhaust smell, and tons of concrete will foul
an area designed for people not cars; that it would
be a tragedy to apply 1950’s logic and a poor
solution to solve the problems of the 21st Century.
Given the foregoing, we are strongly opposed to
any alternative that would replace the Viaduct with
another elevated structure.

Let the Governor Know What
You Think About the Viaduct

Governor Gregoire wants to hear from you. She will
decide in November (some say by November 12)
how to replace the aging viaduct. Because Mayor
Nickels and the Seattle City Council decided not to
offer an advisory vote to Seattle citizens, she will
be making this decision without voter input.

In a special PI article (10/15/06) on the viaduct, the
Governor indicated she was pleased with the
feedback from recent polls of Seattle voters about
replacing the viaduct. To further guide her decision
she says she would like to hear from others who
use the viaduct. Most every member of the 34th
District Democrats and our neighbors and friends
who are residents of West Seattle-White Center-
Burien-Highline-Boulevard Park and even Vashon
Island areas regularly use the viaduct and will be
impacted by any replacement decision. Recent
polls show that a majority of voters prefer a
replacement but no matter where you stand, | urge
you to contact her with your preference and |
applaud the Governor for asking for our input.

Henderson Bay Shoreline Association

The speaker made a presentation on the explosive
growth of aquaculture and the impact it is having on
our State’s shorelines, particularly in Totten Inlet,
where 30 miles of the 33 miles of shoreline in this
area are now used for aquaculture. Little to no
permitting is required for these farms. There is no
unbiased and clear science on the impacts of such
intensive aquaculture. Her group, along with People
For Puget Sound and other groups are working on
both legal and political strategies to have the
Department of Natural Resources commission
studies to measure the impact of this industry. She
encouraged the membership to speak out and raise
awareness on this issue.

Speaker JW Tuner, Preserve Our Islands

Mr. Turner informed the membership on the history of
the Preserve Our Islands Group, a group whose sole
focus is to block the development of a massive gravel
mining operation on Maury Island by Glacier Sand
and Gravel. The proposed operation would cover 224
acres and extract more than 35,000,000 tons of
gravel, equivalent to 10 million dump truck loads.
This proposed work will come within 15 feet of a sole
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source aquifer and contain a dock that will stretch out
400 feet into Puget Sound. The area in and around
the proposed mine is critical habitat for the
endangered orca pods of Puget Sound. Currently,
Preserve Our Islands has a case pending in State
Supreme Court to deny the release of a shoreline
permit to Glacier Sand and Gravel. They have
successfully enjoined the project, pending the
outcome of the Supreme Court decision. Mr. Turner
encourages the membership to contact the Governor
and express your outrage over this proposed mine.
There is good support from congressmen, 34th
District electeds, our County Representative and
other politicians, but there is not yet the active
support of the Governor.

RESOLUTION

A resolution was introduced by Joseph Bogaard
calling for serious consideration of removal of the
Snake River Dams by our Washington State
delegation. Consideration should also be given to
financial mitigation for affected communities. The
motion was tabled for consideration later in the fall.

ENDORSEMENTS

A motion was made to endorse Seattle Proposition 1,
a proposition to increase property taxes to support
work on roads, bridges and other transportation
corridors. The motion passed.

A motion was made to endorse a yes vote on
Referendum 1. A yes vote would codify the recent
legislation passed by the City Council setting
standards for operation of adult entertainment clubs.
The motion failed. A motion was made to endorse a
no vote on the same referendum. It passed.

CONTRIBUTIONS
A motion to contribute $1,000 to the campaigns of
Representatives McDermott and Cody passed.

A motion to contribute $1,000 to the campaign of
Darcy Burner in the 8" District passed.

A motion to contribute $750 to no on 1-933 passed.

A motion to reconsider the approved motion to
contribute $1,000 each to campaigns of
Representatives McDermott and Cody passed, due
to Representative Cody’s correspondence that she
does not need the contribution for this fall's
campaign. A further motion to contribute $1,000 to
representative McDermott passed.

A motion to contribute $200 to the campaign of Peter
Goldmark in the 2™ Congressional district, $50 to the
campaign of Senator Maria Cantwell, and $750 each
to the no on 1-920 campaign and the yes on 1-937
campaign passed.
