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Supreme Court Takeover?

The Building Industrial Association of Washington, aright-
wing group of builders opposed to just about any kind of
regulation, is pouring hundreds of thousands of dollarsinto
making sure that incumbents Susan Owens and Gerry
Alexander are not returned to the Supreme Court.

L et the Public Vote on the Alaskan Way Tunnel
Wher eas the Alaskan Way tunnel will have nine or more
years of construction that will have a devastating effect on the
maritime, and other industrial jobs;

KCDCC Report

A brief presentation was made by Rob Johnson of the
Transportation Choices Coalition about the Transit
Now proposition, which would increase the sales tax by
1/10th of a percent to support transit and related
activities. The body adopted amotion urging King
County to place this measure on the November ballot.

The remainder of the meeting was devoted to
endorsements. The legislators from the 34th District
were endorsed as a part of a date of unopposed
Democratic candidates. In the contested races, the
endorsements were as follows: no endorsement for
either Chris Eggen or Darlene Fairley for the Senate in
the 32nd Didtrict; Dick Kelley was endorsed for
Representative in the 43rd; a dual endorsement for Ed
Crawford and Claudia Kauffman for the senate position
in the 47th; and an endorsement for Deborah Eddy for
Representative in the 48th District. Sally Clark was
endorsed for Seattle City Council Position 9.

Supreme Court and Court of Appeals positions were
endorsed as a slate; Susan Owens, Gerry Alexander,
and Tom Chambers for the Supreme Court; and
Ronald Cox and Marlin Appelwick for the Court of
Appeals. Frank LaSalata was endorsed for the King
County District Courts, NE Electora District 2.
Motions opposing the candidacy of both Richard Pope
and Jeanette Burrage passed resoundingly.

King County Proposition 1, which would extend the
property tax levy for the automated fingerprint ID
system, was endorsed. Endorsements al so passed for
City of Seattle initiatives 87 and 88, which deal with
the property tax lid and Seattle Public Schools, and
Initiative 91, which requires a five percent net return on
public investmentsin sports facilities.

A resolution regarding the interpretation of Senate Bill
6613, which banned on-line gambling in Washington
State, was passed. The essence of the resolution was a
reguest that the intent and the application of the law be
clarified not to prohibit information distribution about
internet gambling in magazines and on the I nternet,
contending that thisis afree speech issue and the
distribution of information should not be afelony
"aiding and abetting" anillegal activity.

Michael Taylor and Dan Fievez
spoke for the motion. Ivan Weiss and Sarah Earl spoke
against because it would tie the hands of City
negotiators. The motion failed 17 to 22.

A proposition to create a VVashon Public Utility District
was endorsed.

Maggie Larrick was endorsed as PCO in precinct
BUR 34-0846. Her opponent is a known Republican.

A motion to oppose the proposition to create an elected
auditor position passed.

Ledlie Harris moved that the 34th send aletter of
concern to State Supreme Court Chief Justice Gerry
Alexander regarding the position he took and opinion he
wrote to uphold the Defense of Marriage Act. Dan
Fievez offered an amendment stating that Harris should
draft the letter and the E-Board approve it. Both
amendment and motion passed.

PCO Appointments: Heather Woodruff and Beth Grieser
were appointed in their respective precincts, SEA 34-
1257 and SEA 34-1423.

Good of the Order
Mike O’ Donnell asked for our help registering voters.

Walt Blair spoke in favor of a cable-stay bridge to
replace the Alaskan Way viaduct.

Forrest Smith, campaign manager for the 34th District
Team, mentioned that he has yard signs and can use
members’ help in the campaign.
