
Chairman’s Message 
 
Gearing up for the big one—the chairman’s challenge 
November 4, 2008 should be the Election Day we have 
been waiting for. Democrats in Washington state and the 
34th Legislative District will be organized as never before. 
 
On March 3 in Ellensburg, State Democratic Chairman 
Dwight Pelz unveiled to District and County chairs and 
officers the most ambitious organizing plan for an election 
in Washington that anyone could remember. Supposedly it 
begins with the precinct caucuses Saturday, February 9, 
but really it begins now. 
 
We’ll get some of the details from Dwight himself at our 
April 11 meeting. As you might suspect, the 34th District is 
expected to be a top performer. 
 
Five of the six Seattle Districts—the 34th, 36th, 37th, 43rd, 
and 46th—the “Urban Blue” LDs, have been given some 
pretty ambitious goals. 
 
Precinct caucus attendance—30 percent increase. In 
2004, if memory serves, total attendance at 34th District 
precinct caucuses was 4,463. Dwight has challenged the 
“Urban Blue” LDs to increase turnout by 30 percent. That 
would give us a total of 5,802, or an average of 28 
attendees per precinct for our 207 precincts. If that sounds out of reach, it’s not. We averaged 21 
attendees per precinct in 2004, and the 19 Vashon Island precincts averaged a whopping 46! 
 
Voter registration—We are to contact each resident in the District to register to vote, and every 
registered voter to vote. Nothing less. 
 
Re-electing the Governor—We’re pretty sure we’ll carry the District—and the state—for the 
presidential ticket. The goal for our ‘Urban Blue” LD is 5,000 additional votes for Governor Gregoire. 
She won election by 133 votes in 2004. Wouldn’t it be nice to bring her back with a statewide margin 
of 133 THOUSAND votes? 
 
In addition to the first round of delegate selection, 
we’ll be using the precinct caucuses for volunteer 
recruitment, and the plan is to have assignments 
for volunteers right there, ready to go. These 
assignments might include holding house 
meetings for neighbors, registering voters, 
canvassing, phone banking, and the many other 
small, but essential tasks that support a national 
election effort.  
 
The 34th can do all this. We showed our muscle in 
2004 with an 85 percent turnout and a 72 percent 
Democratic vote—for the presidential ticket. Yet

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The Future of The Hall at Fauntleroy 
The Seattle School District is planning to sell five surplus former school buildings, 
including the hall where we have been holding our monthly meetings for nearly seven 
years: The Hall at Fauntleroy.  According to the Seattle Times, the earnings would have 
to be spent on school buildings and district officials are working with the current tenants 
to tender offers. To prevent real estate speculation, any deal would include a provision 
that if the new owner sold the property within fifteen or twenty years, the profit would go 
to the District.  
 
So how does this affect The Hall? Weigh in with your comments at the  Community Open 
House that will be held on April 29 from 11:00 until 2:00 at The Hall at Fauntleroy. The 
theme is “Recall the Past—Experience the Present—Imagine the Future.”  There will be 
a display of school history since its opening in 1918, a tour of current activities on the 

five-acre site, and you will have an 
opportunity to express your ideas about 
what more this property could mean for 
the community and West Seattle. 
 
The open house is hosted by the 
Fauntleroy Community Association, 
Fauntleroy Children’s Center, Fauntleroy 
Community Services Agency, Tuxedos 
and Tennis Shoes Catering, and Seattle 
Dance Studio with assistance from the 
Fauntleroy YMCA and Fauntleroy

For almost a year the 34th District Democrats, 
along with Fauntleroy Church,  have been 
providing volunteers for the evening of the fourth 
Wednesday of each month.

Some speculate that it could be the increase in gas 
prices. The people served in the evening, for the most part, are working, and most of 
them need to drive to get to work.  
 
Want to help out? There are two ways: one is to call Beth Grieser (938-5706) and 
become part of her evening crew, either as a regular or as a fill-in; another way is 
financial. If you have been thinking about donating to a food bank, now is the time. Most 
area food banks are covered by the Feinstein Challenge which is an added contribution 
if you make your contribution before April 30. There are too many food banks to list here, 
but they are quite easy to find in the phone book, except the White Center Food Bank.

On Monday, April 23, at  6 p.m. there will be a study 
session/workshop with limited public comment and 
discussion on the Resolution to End the Iraq War. On 
Monday,  May 7 at 7 p.m. the regular meeting time, there  
will be time for public comment at the beginning of the 
meeting and the resolution scheduled for a vote.   
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KCDCC Report 
KCDCC endorsed Alec Fisken for Seattle Port 
Commissioner Position 5, noting that his opponent, Bill 
Bryant, has been sending out e-mails with quotes from 
Barak Obama of all people. He’s not fooling anybody. Bill 
Bryant has been funding the GOP with some big money. 
He’s no Democrat and he’s no certainly no Barak Obama. 
 
KCDCC endorsed Dow Constantine and honored him for 
his 10 years of public service. Dow chairs the King County 
$4 billion budget committee, focusing on human services, 
the environment, and public safety.  He noted the new 
logo for King County pointing out that we believe in the 
principles of Martin Luther King, Jr.  He talked about the 
ten-year battle to preserve Maury Island which Glacier 
Northwest wants to haul away.  SSB 6011 was passed by 
the Senate but it has essentially been stuck in committee 
in the House. To continue the fight to preserve Maury 
Island, you now need to contact Frank V. Chopp, Speaker 
of the House (360) 786-7920, or Governor Christine 
Gregoire (360) 902-4111.   
 
KCDCC endorsed Scott Noble for King County Assessor.  
He noted that he is known as fair, accountable and 
transparent, and is a tax payer advocate, pointing out that 
40% of our property tax bill is because others aren’t 
paying their fair share. 
 
Deborah Saxon, leader of the WSDCC Grassroots 
Organization, and her cohorts are creating support 
systems and infrastructure to turn out 100,000 more 
Democrat voters in the next election.  Laura McCorkle 
gave a power-point presentation to help us in the field to 
become partners with Democratic Party leaders’ goals, 
volunteer coordination, voter hotline, fair booths and 
events, campaign support, speakers training, house 
parties.

The Battle for Maury Island 
Here is the latest on what’s happening  with Maury Island 
vs. Glacier Northwest, and it’s not good news. Senator 
Paulsen’s bill to create an Aquatic Reserve on Maury 
Island passed out of the House committee, but with an 
amendment that will probably doom it. Al O’Brien of 
Mountlake Terrace, a Democrat no less, added an 
amendment that stipulates that if Doug Sutherland, the 
Commissioner of Public Lands who is no friend of Maury 
Island, is not able to find comparable mining land for 
Glacier by November 7 of this year, that Glacier can go 
ahead with its plans. There is no reason why Sutherland 
would want to even try to find this comparable mining land 
and there is nothing to prevent him from sitting on his 
hands.  
 
Senator Poulsen is quoted in the SLOG, “Glacier got to a 
few key legislators to make sure that the bill never made it 
out of the House intact. This is the classic story of a huge 
multinational corporation with unlimited resources against 
a tiny community that doesn’t have political muscle.”  
 
Some of the supporters of the bill are happy that it actually 
made it out of Committee and are hoping that it will make 
it to the House floor without the amendment. Senator 
Poulsen says that “The chance of it making it out of the 
House at all, much less with its teeth put back in, is pretty 
slim.” 
 
The argument that Glacier’s lobbyists are using is that 
preventing Glacier from expanding wasn’t fair play for a 
company that already had leasing agreements and that it 
would cost the islands jobs.  Yeah, sure. 
 
Many thanks to our Senator, Erik Poulsen. He has worked 
tirelessly on this and who knows, maybe we’ll win yet. 

Washington Public Campaigns 
Washington Public Campaigns sponsored three bills, but 
none of them were made into law this session. The one 
that WPC had the most hope for was sponsored by our 
Representative, Joe McDermott, but it was never brought 
to the floor. The bill would have removed the ban on public 
financing passed in 1992 with one ill-conceived sentence 
in Initiative 134 that prohibits local governments from 
instituting any public financing systems. King County did 
have a public financing electoral system before this 
initiative passed.  
 
Washington Public Campaigns has certainly not given up. 
What they have learned is that grassroots organization is 
so that voters understand that issues they care about such 
as affordable health care are intimately related to the 
influence of special interests, that the cost of political 
favors in politics is passed on to all of us. And how public 
financing can reverse this trend. 
 
This means house parties, tabling events, door to door 
canvassing, circulation of literature, anything  to get the 
word out. Interested in helping? Volunteer at washclean.org.  
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Chairman Ivan Weiss called the meeting to order at 7:00 
PM. The flag salute was led by Ron Forrest. The agenda, 
minutes of the last meeting, and the Treasurer’s Report 
were moved, seconded, and approved. 
 
Chairman’s Report 
Adoption of the 2007 budget will be rescheduled to the 
April meeting after further study by the Board. 
 
Cheryl Banks (PCO34-1497) and Les Treall (PCO 34-
1498) have scheduled a second meeting for PCOs on 
Sunday, April 29th at 2PM.  The location is the Puget Ridge 
Co-housing Commons Room at 7020 18th Ave. S.W. 
 
Representative Jim McDermott’s 18th Annual Celebrating 
Our Roots Potato Festival will be at Town Hall on Sunday, 
March 18th.  The event begins at 5:30PM. 
 
Ivan gave a brief synopsis of the WSDCC’s training 
sessions in Ellensburg.  The focus was on strategies for 
the 2008 election including plans and preparations to 
improve the caucus process.  One stated goal for the 34th 
District is 5,000 more votes for Governor Gregoire.  More 
to come on this. 
 
First Vice Chair’s Report 
Tanya Aguilar reported that 15th District chair, Tomas 
Villanueva, is planning a PCO training in Goldendale.  To 
improve organization, the district is dividing focus into the 
four counties that comprise it.  The chair of Klickitat County 
has stated a need for support.  If you are interested 
contact Tanya. 
 
Program 
Darcy Burner was welcomed back and thanked the 34th 
District for our help in her campaign. Her message to 
PCOs is (1) talk to your neighbors, (2) recruit candidates 
for every office, and (3) be the conscience of the party – 
speak out on issues.  She announced that she has filed 
papers to repeat her run against Dave Reichert in 2008. 
 
Charlie Cunniff, director of the Environmental Coalition of 
South Seattle, spoke of bringing government, business, 
neighbors, and conservationists together in efforts to 
maintain healthy communities.  There will be Earth Day 
work parties on April 21st.  For more information see the 
website, peopleforpugetsound.org. 
  
 Alec Fisken, Port of Seattle Commissioner, spoke of 
current Port issues and efforts.  He is running for re-
election and seeking support. 
 
Burien city councilman Jack Block, Jr. is also running for a 
Port Commissioner seat.  He described his platform as 
emphasizing “accountability, vision, leadership”.  He 
requested support for his candidacy.

Catherine Tlapak announced an event, “Health Justice In 
Action – Physicians For A National Health Program”, on 
Friday, March 16th at 7PM.  The location is Kane Hall on 
the UW campus and Representative Jim McDermott will 
speak. 
 
Bill Schrier declared 677 days are left in the Bush 
administration. 
 
Beth Grieser urged contributions to The White Center 
Food Bank.  From now through April the Feinstein 
Challenge will be matching funds. 
 
Tim Nuse spoke about the $550,000 which Starbuck’s has 
contributed to a park renewal in White Center.  Volunteers 
will be needed.  More information is forthcoming. 
 
Marcee Stone from Washington Public Campaigns invited 
all to a fundraiser on Saturday, March 24th at 9AM.  The 
showing of the film, “Who Killed The Electric Car?” and a 
raffle will be at the Bay Majestic Theater in Ballard. 
 
Kathryn Sprigg reminded members of an anti-war rally on 
the anniversary of the war on Sunday at noon at Westlake 
Mall.
