A Tim Eyman initiative that would require 
a two-thirds vote of the legislature to approve any 
revenue increases. Vote NO 
 
Referendum 67 is a petition filed against Senate Bill 
5726 ESSB 5726 passed by the legislature which would 
make it unlawful for insurers to unreasonably deny 
certain coverage claims, and permit treble damages plus 
attorney fees for that and other violations. Vote YES to 
make this bill law.

In Memoriam—Gary Smith 
Gary Smith joined the 34th District Democrats after the caucuses of 2004 
and became a PCO shortly thereafter, one of my recruits. I knew Gary 
from the Seattle Labor Chorus as well, which he joined about the same  
time as the 34th District. I was confused by this, and I couldn’t figure out 
how I knew him, which I know made him laugh. His heart was not strong 
and It became too tiring for him to attend 34th District meetings, but he 
still tried to make it to Chorus rehearsals, where I always kept him up on 
what was going on in the 34th District. I have since found out that, 
everyone agrees, Gary loved politics. 
 
Gary graduated from Gonzaga and taught high school biology for over 
thirty years in the Seattle School District. He was an exchange teacher to 
China during the Tiananmen Square era and was looking forward to a 
visit from a Chinese friend that he met there.  
 
Gary was an avid fly fisherman and he even tied his own flies, which I 
have seen and they are beautiful. Before he died he was working to start 
a group to teach the wonders of fly tying.  
 
He was a conscientious objector and served as a medic during peace time, but came close to being called into Korea. 
He was an officer in the Army but he resigned because of his dislike of guns, killing and war. Gary was a gentle man, 
patient most of the time, and worked hard over his lifetime for the poor and the homeless. 
 
In addition to his wife Mary, he had five sons and four grandchildren, two stepdaughters and 5 step grandchildren. 
 
One of Gary’s true loves besides his family and fly fishing was the Seattle Labor Chorus. He was proud of being part of it 
and  singing the songs of the causes that he had worked hard  for all his life. As weak as he was he managed to sing 
with us one last time at Folklife, and we sang for him at his memorial service. It was an honor.
