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Washington Environmental Council’s Legislative Priorities 
Washington State’s environmental community has again chosen four priorities for a 
healthy Washington. Citizens know for a fact that we rely on clean air and water and 
that a healthier environment equals a better quality of life and greater long-term 
economic prosperity. With that in mind, the four priorities during the 2007 legislative 
session are: 
 
Puget Sound’s water and wildlife are in trouble. Proposed legislation would 
increase funding and create a new Puget Sound agency to take leadership, provide 
accountability and oversee bold actions to prevent and clean up water pollution and 
protect and restore habitat. 
 
$100 Million For Wildlife and Recreation Program – Our Wildlife and Recreation 
Program provides recreational opportunities, protects riparian zones, conserves critical 
habitat and much more. These services help protect much of what we value most in 
Washington, yet funding is not being maintained while at the same time costs are 
increasing. This proposal would give the Program the funding it needs to continue 
serving our growing population. 
 
Eliminate Toxic Flame Retardants – PBDE’s are toxic flame retardants found in 
household items such as tv’s, couches, computers and mattresses. The toxin leaches 
from these products and is rapidly accumulating in our environment, including mother’s 
milk. The proposed legislation would phase out and ban the worst kinds of PBDE’s 
forcing manufacturers to use their less dangerous but still effective flame retardants. 
 
Clean Air – Clean Fuels – There are few products as comprehensively costly and 
damaging as fossil fuels. By switching to cleaner fuels we can clean up our air, fight 
climate change, create local jobs, lessen our dependence on hostile nations, and bolster 
our economy. Proposed legislation would replace dirty diesel school buses with cleaner 
versions to protect our children, require state fleets to become more efficient, and create 
incentives to bolster our state’s biofuels industry.

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Ballot Language on Viaduct Replacement. 
Advisory Measure 1 -Tunnel Hybrid Alternative 
Seattle Advisory Measure Number 1 concerns replacing 
the Alaskan Way Viaduct with a Surface-Tunnel Hybrid 
Alternative. This measure is advisory only. If you vote yes, 
you are stating that you prefer that the Alaskan Way 
Viaduct be replaced with a four-lane tunnel with wide 
shoulders that could be used for peak-period travel, in 
addition to surface-street and transit improvements. The 
estimated cost is $3,410,000,000, to be potentially funded 
with $2,800,000,000 in state and federal funds, 
$500,000,000 in city utility funds for utility relocation made 
necessary by the project and $250,000,000 from a 
localized tax on specially benefited landowners. The 
Governor has said state and federal funds might not be 
available above $2,800,000,000. 
 
Advisory Measure 2—Elevated Structure Alternative 
Seattle Advisory Ballot Measure Number 2 concerns 
replacing the Alaskan Way Viaduct with an Elevated 
Structure Alternative. This measure is advisory only. If you 
vote yes, you are stating that you prefer that the Alaskan 
Way Viaduct be replaced with a six-lane elevated 
structure, increased to four lanes in each direction 
between South King Street and new ramps at Seneca and 
Columbia Streets. The estimated cost is $2,800,000,000 
to be potentially funded with $2,800,000,000 in state and 
federal funds. 
 
You may vote either Yes or No on either or both measures 

The Case of Lt. Ehren Watada 
Lt. Watada will be court marshaled at Fort Lewis on 
Monday February 5th for refusing to deploy to Iraq. He has 
already served in Korea and is willing to go to Afghanistan, 
but refuses to go to Iraq on moral and legal grounds based 
on the Nuremberg Principals, the Geneva Conventions, the 
UN Charter and the US Constitution which he has sworn an 
oath to defend against all enemies foreign and domestic. 
He twice tried to resign, which officers are allowed to do 
and several others already have. I attended the Citizens 
Tribunal in Tacoma to hear the case that would have been 
presented in his defense. Unfortunately, his military judge 
refused to allow it.  
 
Several former active duty military personnel testified, 
including the first officer to resign due to the Iraqi War. 
Another gentleman wrote briefing papers for the top 
generals. Both spoke of language and actions from the 
generals on down and in training at every level that 
systematically dehumanized the Iraqis. Daniel Ellsberg said 
that being at the tribunal was the most patriotic activity he 
has ever done, this from a man whose release of the 
Pentagon Papers was instrumental in ending the Vietnam 
War. 
 
If ever there was a cause or a call, as John Kennedy said in 
his inauguration speech, "Ask not what your country can do 
for you, but what you can do for your country." This is it, in 
my judgment.  
 
I am taking the day off to attend. This is too important to 
miss. I remember marching down I-5 from the UW to 
Seattle City Hall to protest the Vietnam War, picketing the 
Safeway in the University District and boycotting grapes 
and lettuce on behalf of Chavez and the unionization of the 
farm workers, vigils on the Bangor train tracks protesting 
the white train. In my mind, the 5th will be as significant as 
those actions and maybe more because now I have 
grandchildren and I am sick about the world they are 
inheriting. I need to be part of a larger message to this 
administration, the Congress and the world.

KCDCC Meeting Report 
Chairperson, Susie Sheary, challenged the county 
organization to achieve filling 75% of precincts with active 
PCO’s. Although the 34th is one of the best districts in 
Martin Luther King, Jr. County, we still have quite a few to 
go. Get busy. Find a willing neighbor in an unfilled precinct. 
 
The process of voter registration was reviewed, revealing 
that even a lot of County Representatives were not up to 
snuff on it. Registration forms are available in most of the 
major languages of our county and all have to be turned 
in 30 days before an election. 
 
County Council Chairperson, Larry Gosset addressed us, 
after receiving early endorsement. He reported that the 
new Martin Luther King, Jr. image that will be the emblem 
of our county will be unveiled in late February. When the 
Voting Rights Bill was passed in 1965, there were less 
than 200 black elected officials in all of America (mostly in 
black areas). There are now 10,200. But we still have a 
long way to go. That represents only 1.7% of the elected 
officials and blacks make up 12% of our population. He 
also reported that the bus tunnel will open on schedule.

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Resolution on Common Sense 
Firearms Regulations 
This  resolution will be considered at our February 14 
meeting. Following is a summary:

The Brady Act mandates criminal history background 
checks on anyone applying to purchase firearms from 
licensed firearms dealers. It has prevented over one million 
convicted felons and other ineligible persons from 
purchasing firearms, but the law does not apply to the 25 to 
50% of sellers at gun shows who are not licensed to sell 
them. There are more than 40 gun shows held in 
Washington each year and nearly one-third of all trafficked 
firearms are being channeled through these gun shows. 
Eighteen states have already closed the gun show 
loophole.

In 1994, congress passed a ten year ban on the sale of 
semi-automatic assault weapons. This ban resulted in a 
20% drop in the number of assault weapons used in crime. 
While assault weapons make up only 1% of the guns in 
circulation they account for about 5% of Seattle’s gun 
crimes, and account for a disproportionate share of guns 
used in murders of police and in mass public shootings. 
Seven states have enacted assault weapons bans.

Firearms are the second leading cause of death for children 
age 19 and under, and the risk of death by homicide is 
increased three times and death by suicide five times when 
there is a gun in the household, and strongest when guns 
are stored loaded or unlocked. Up to two-thirds of the more 
than one third of households with firearms store at least 
one gun either loaded or unlocked. CAP laws, which 
impose penalties if a child gains access to improperly 
stored firearms, have been linked to reductions in suicide 
rates among youths ages 14 to 17 years. CAP laws also 
help keep guns out of the hands of criminals. States that 
have enacted safe storage laws have firearm theft rates 
26% lower than the rest of the country. Eighteen states 
already have CAP laws. 
 
� � � � � � � � � �  � � � � � � � � � � � � � � that the 34th District 
Democrats strongly urge our state legislators to pass 
sensible, common sense firearms laws during the 2007 
legislative session that will protect our children and our 
communities and keep guns out of the hands of criminals. 
These laws include HR 1026 and HR 1014.  
 

State Legislation Update 
The 2007 legislative session began January 8 and is 
scheduled to end April 22. This is a 105-day “long 
session,” in which adopting a biennial budget will be the 
focus. The King County Democrats Legislative Action 
Committee has studied many bills, and together we have 
prioritized several for advocacy. To find and follow state 
legislation go to: www.leg.wa.gov/legislature. To find the 
complete list of legislation sponsored by our 34th 
Legislators go to this website and click on Legislator 
information, click on “Rosters--House and Senate, then 
when in Members”, click on House and choose 
McDermott and Cody, go back and click on Senate and 
choose Poulsen. Once in each of their websites, click on 
bill sponsorship. 
 
The following is a partial list of important legislation, most 
of them sponsored by our legislators:  
 
Election Reform: HB1551-McDermott: Public financing 
of local government campaigns; SB5561-Oeming: Allows 
voter registration up to and on election day 
 
Education: HB1051-Upthegrove: passed the House; 
Creates alternatives for students who are unable to pass 
the WASL by the end of their senior year. 
 
Education: SB5028-Eide/Poulsen; HJR4201-Schual-
Berke/Cody/McDermott: simple majority for school levy. 
Both had hearings. 
 
Domestic Partnerships: HB 1351, Upthegrove, 
McDermott SB5336: Murray- would extend rights of 
spouses to domestic partners.  
 
Predatory Lending: HB1020-Appleton, McDermott: 36%
Cap on interest 
 
Health Care: HB1561-Cody: Fair Share-requires 
employers to offer health care or pay into state system 
 
Energy: SB5586-Murray/Poulsen: creates state 
incentives to end fossil fuel use. SB5237-Poulsen-
authorizes state to purchase carbon credits to reduce 
methane emissions 
 
Annexation: HB 1137-McDermott/Cody, SB5330-
Poulsen; These bills would amend SSB6686 which 
provided a sales tax rebate for smaller cities, but excluded 
larger cities like Seattle. These bills would allow Seattle to 
receive the same sales tax rebate as cities under 400,000 
(Burien) for annexation costs. The Seattle tax rate is ¼ 
less than Burien, but significant differences in sales tax 
generations would give Seattle $9 million and Burien $1 
million to reimburse for the annexation costs of the same 
area— unless the legislation is amended for parity. (Per 
bills fiscal notes-- http://www.ofm.wa.gov/fns/legsearch.

He wants to keep the sister district 
relationship alive. He has recruited 10 new PCO©s. Tanya 
will report more at our next meeting when it is not snowing.

Committee of the Whole which will meet to identify those 
things the region needs to do to be ready for the next big 
earthquake or a terrorist attack.
