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Proposed Endor sement Rules

Listed below are the proposed endorsement rules for the July
endorsement meeting. We will vote to approve the rules at
our June meeting. A fuller version of the rules, including the
applicable sections of the bylaws, will be on the website and
will be available at the endorsement meeting.

Endor sement Procedures—Candidates

Block Nominations

To expedite the endorsement process, motions will be
entertained to endorse a block of candidates whereit is
expected that the endorsement of such candidatesis assured,
such as candidates who have secured Democratic support in
the past and are currently running unopposed, or who have
insignificant opposition.

Nominations

The chair will entertain nominations and seconds for all
races that apply to all or aportion of 34" District voters. A
motion for sole endorsement or a motion to close
nominations shall be out of order. A motion for “no
endorsement” is admissible.

For each motion to endorse, a nomination speech of no more
than two minutes and a seconding speech of not more than
two minutes will be allowed, as will be two speeches of no
more than two minutes duration against the motion. Speakers
shall identify themselves before speaking on behalf of or in
opposition to any candidate or ballot measure. Eligible voters
may cede their time to candidates, but may NOT cede their
timeto anyone ineligible to vote at the meeting, such as
nonresident, nonmember representatives of candidates or for
or against ballot measures.

Voting

Each eligible voter will vote by show of credentials for or
against one nominated candidate or “No endorsement.” If
any nominated candidate or “No endorsement” receives 2/3,
then that vote passes. If a candidate failsto get 2/3 of the
vote, there is no endorsement.

There will be no endorsement vote for any candidate until all
candidates for that position have had the opportunity to be
endorsed.

Ballot M easures

For each motion to consider a Ballot Measure, a speech of no
more than two minutes and a seconding speech of not more
than two minutes will be allowed for each of three positions:
“Support,” “Reject,” and “Take no position.” Eligible voters
may NOT cede their time to anyoneineligible to vote at the
meeting.

Voting

Each eligible voter will vote for “Support,” “Reject” or
“Take no position.” If any of the three choices receives 2/3,
then that vote passes. If no choice receives 2/3, thereisno
action.

Resolution for PreservingtheLora
LakeApartmentsin Burien

Burien PCO Cherisse L uxa presented a resolution to the
Executive Board concerning the Lora Lake Apartments. Seventy-
two units of the complex are located in the Runway Protection
Zone (RPZ) and need to be torn down before the third runway
becomes operational in late 2008. This resolution concerns the
162 units not in the RPZ. Since the resolution islong, following
isasummary. The “Resolved” paragraphs are printed in their
entirety. The complete resolution may be found at 34dems.org.

The Lora Lake Apartments have provided high quality affordable
housing for low and moderate income residentsin Burien for the
past seven years under a cooperative agreement between the City
of Burien, the Port of Seattle and the King County Housing
Authority (KCHA), and has generated revenue in the amount of
$3.7 million for the Port of Seattle and $1.4 million for the City
of Burien. The Port of Seattle owns the property and now that the
contract has come to an end the Port plans to tear down all 234
units this August, including the 162 units not in the RPZ.

It is common knowledge that there is a shortage of affordable
housing in the region. The City of Burien’s Comprehensive Plan
encourages multi-family residential usesin appropriate
commercial land use districts and places a high priority on
conserving and improving the City’ s existing housing stock. The
Lora Lake Apartments are currently zoned multi-family
residential, yet they are included in the boundary of Burien's
Northeast Redevelopment Area (NERA), a yet-to-be-devel oped
areathat will be solely for commercial business.

The Burien City Council voted to reaffirm that the NERA be used
only for commercial development, with the result that all of the
Lora Lake Apartments will be torn down in hopes that a“big
box” store will eventually locate there even though the City of
Burien has no commitments from any retailer or commercial
developer interested in building at the Lora Lake site.

The City of Burien has a policy that commercial businesses
allowed to build in the NERA should support family-wage jobs,
yet most big box retailers are not known to pay their employees
wages that could support afamily.

The plan to tear down the apartments is opposed by the King
County Housing Authority, the League of Women V oters of
South King County, the Church Council of Greater Seattle, Puget
Sound SAGE, and ACORN, along with several other groups

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the 34th District
Democrats urge the Seattle Port Commissioners to immediately
cease their plans to tear down the 162 units of the Lora Lake
apartments that are west of the RPZ and work with the Burien
City Council to ensure that the KCHA is able to continue to
operate these apartments as affordable housing until the third
runway becomes operational; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the 34th District Democrats
urge the Burien City Council members to work with the Port of
Seattle to ensure that the KCHA is able to continue to operate the
162 units of the Lora Lake Apartments that are west of the RPZ
as affordable housing until the third runway becomes operational.



Resolution Opposing Fast Track
The following resolution was presented to the Executive
Board by member Mark Slack:

WHEREAS, the 34th District Democrats support free
and fair trade policy that produces shared prosperity and
promotes fair and sustai nable economic activity across
the globe; and

WHEREAS, the current U.S. approach to trade policy
reflected in agreements such as NAFTA (North
American Free Trade Agreement), CAFTA (Central
America Free Trade Agreement), the WTO, etc. poses a
serious threat to worker rights, environmental protection,
public health systems, family and local agriculture, and
democratic values, both here and abroad; and

WHEREAS, Fast Track (Trade Promotion Authority)
the mechanism used to shield harmful trade agreements
from Congressional review and insulate such agreements
from public accountability is up for renewal in July
2007; and

WHEREAS, unless we end Fast Track, the public
interest in human rights, worker rights, environmental
protection, and public health protection will continue to
be ignored by the Bush Administration in trade
negotiations; and

WHEREAS, now isthe time for afresh start on trade
policy, alowing for broader participation, more
transparency, and more emphasis on public interest
values;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the 34th
District Democrats oppose Fast Track Trade Promotion
Authority and will work to mobilize Democrats in our
district against its renewal. We will communicate this
position to elected officials and the public at large.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that we will advocate
for fair trade policy, including a trade negotiating
process that allows for broad participation by all sectors
of society, and that ensures that commercia and investor
interests are balanced with the general public interest in
human rights, labor rights, environmental protection,
and public health protection.

Proposed Bylaws Change
Article VII: Endorsements, Section 5.a. presently
reads: “Only membersin good standing by the end of
the prior month’s meeting may vote.” This provision
was put in place to prevent candidates from packing
the meeting with new members and receiving an
endorsement that they otherwise might not have
received. Thisis not a hypothetical situation. This has
happened in the past. Unfortunately this has also
prevented some of our more forgetful members from
voting at our endorsement meetings. Sometimes
circumstances affect even our less forgetful members.
This year we had an endorsement in February
concerning the Viaduct. This meant that members
who paid their dues after January 15, whichis
normally considered early for Democrats, were
ineligible to vote.

In order to alow al membersto vote, the Executive
Board has proposed the following wording: “Only
membersin good standing by the end of the prior
month’s meeting may vote, except that any member
who had paid duesin the previous calendar year may
vote if the membership is renewed at or before the
meeting where the endorsement takes place.”

KCDCC Report

Tim Burgess, candidate for City Council against
David Della, assured us he really isa Democrat, but is
running because he feels Della has been ineffective.
