
Chairman’s Message 
Lessons from a neighborhood close to ours 
 
South Park is not in the 34th District, but it’s right next door in 
the 11th, just east of Highway 509, down the hill from Highland 
Park, and it shares the Duwamish River with parts of our 
District. 
 
It’s largely an industrial area, but it always has been residential. 
Unfortunately for those residents, past industrial practices have 
left their neighborhood toxic. Many residents are lower-income, 
and many are new residents or immigrants whose first language 
is not English. In many cases, residents lack information about 
the environmental health issues they face in South Park and in 
the Duwamish Basin. 
 
That’s where the Ecological Coalition of South Seattle 
(ECOSS) comes in. ECOSS, founded in 1994, is a nonprofit 
that works with local businesses, governmental agencies, and 
residents to clean up toxic waste sites, research the latest best 
practices, and to help apply those best practices not only to 
business and industry, but to the people who live alongside 
those business and industries, and work there. 
 
Charlie Cunniff, ECOSS’ Executive Director, will highlight 
what should be a varied and content-packed March meeting 
with an overview of ECOSS’ activities, especially those relating 
to community organizing. 
 
ECOSS serves South Park, but also the part of the 34th District 
along West Marginal Way SW, in six languages. Its community 
organizers visit residents’  homes and provide environmental 
education. What they teach and how they teach it, the problems 
they face and how they surmount them, should make for a 
lively discussion that will serve us all as we organize our own 
neighborhoods, and leave us wanting more. 
 
ECOSS has one very significant tie to the 34th District. Its 
annual Giving Thanks Dinner and Auction, held every mid-
November at St. Bernadette’s Parish Hall in Burien, is one of 
the top events of its kind, and deserving of everyone’s support. 
 
Also on the Duwamish—and elsewhere

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Legislative Action Day 
Fourteen members and friends of the 
34th District Democrats attended the 
third annual KCDCC Legislative Action 
Day in Olympia on Presidents’  Day. 
Governor Gregoire spoke to us in the 
morning and received rousing applause 
from 100 plus Democrats who came 
from all over King County.  
 
As Education Chair of the National 
Governors’  Association she is  
passionate about early childhood 
education and college scholarships for 
needy high school students. In time she 
would like to see passage of her proposal 
to offer 7th grade students a four year 
college scholarship if they remained 
“clean”  and graduated on time.  

 
The Governor would also like to see all kids in Washington with health care coverage (SCHIP 
expansion) by 2010 and touted the 165,000 new jobs (two-thirds are middle income) recently 
produced in the state. She supports economic development at the local level and highlighted the 
local economic changes taking place in Walla Walla as an example that has changed that 
community’s perception from that of “onion growers and a prison”  to promoting wine and tourism. 
Gregoire hopes a West Coast state/BC compact will shortly be signed to promote common global 
climate change legislation/activities. She mentioned that China’s trade representative recently told 
her one of the reasons they wanted to partner with Washington was to learn more about this state’s 
work to reduce the effects of climate change. Regarding clean elections, the Governor supports the 
6 yr pilot for public funding of judicial races. 
 
20 Legislators from King County, including House Speaker Frank Chopp and our own Rep. Joe 
McDermott, dropped by during the lunch period to give us an update about their legislative 
priorities. With many subjects covered by other legislators prior to his speaking, Joe reminded us 
about marriage equality and that in New Jersey on this holiday the government offices were open 
specifically to perform civil unions. We all felt this day was time well spent and the best LAC day 
yet.

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Chairman Ivan Weiss called the meeting to order at 7:04PM. 
The flag salute was lead by  County Councilman Dow 
Constantine. The Adoption of Agenda, the Minutes of the 
January meeting, and the Treasurer’s Report were approved 
unanimously. The chairman introduced the 34th District officers 
who were elected at the January meeting. 
 
Chairman’s Report 
Senator Erik Poulsen has filed three bills which would 
effectively  bring the Glacier strip mining on Maury Island to a 
halt. Representatives Eileen Cody and Joe McDermott will be 
introducing House versions of the bills. 
 
All are urged to attend the WSDCC PCO Training and Crab 
Feed in Lacey on February 19. Toni Lysen urged attendance at 
the King County Dems Legislative Action Day in Olympia – 
also on February 19. A listing of LAC prioritized bills and other 
local bills was made available. 
 
Ivan appointed Linda Johnson as timekeeper. Jackie Dupras 
announced 88 credentialed voters. 
 
Tim Nuse moved to table Seattle Advisory Measure 1 - Tunnel 
Hybrid Alternative. The motion was seconded and passed (54 
approve/24 oppose).  
 
It was  moved to table Seattle Advisory Measure 2 – Elevated 
Structure Alternative. The motion was seconded and failed (37 
approve/46 oppose). 
 
Wendell Sprigg moved to endorse Measure 2. The motion was 
seconded. Phil Talmadge and Toni Lysen spoke to support. Dow 
Constantine and Chris Arkills spoke against. Motion failed (35 
approve/53 oppose). 
 
Robin Hess moved to urge city and state officials to consider 
other options for viaduct alternatives. Motion failed for lack of a 
second to the motion. 
 
Dan Fievez moved the 34th District request the City Council and 
Mayor work together on other viaduct options. The motion was 
seconded.   The chairman ruled the motion out of order and 
remanded it to New Business. 
 
Kathy Minsch moved to endorse Washington Environmental  
Priorities: Clean Air-Clean Fuel, Wildlife Recreation Program, 
Save Our Sound, and Elimination of Flame Retardants. The 
motion was seconded. Tom Nuse spoke to support. There was no 
opposition. Motion unanimously passed by voice vote. 
 
Greg Doss introduced a resolution to endorse Common Sense 
Firearms Regulations. Seattle Police Officer Steve Paulson 
spoke to support. There was no opposition. The resolution was 
unanimously passed. 
 
George Cheong, political consultant and PCO, presented an 
analysis of the 2006 election emphasizing voting patterns in the 
34th District. The results were discussed and will be posted on 
the 34th District website.

Allan Munro spoke to support. Motion  failed for lack of a two-
thirds majority. 
 
Robin Hess made a motion to urge elected officials to consider 
other viaduct options. Dave Coffman and Tom Jurewicz spoke 
to oppose. Dan Fievez spoke to support. Motion passed (46 
approve/ 16 oppose). 
 
Andrew Lewis spoke to draft Al Runte for State Super-intendent 
of Public Instruction. A petition was circulated. 
 
Dina Johnson spoke about the Clean Elections Rally in Olympia 
sponsored by Washington Public Campaigns. 
 
Leslie Harris announced Pathfinder School’s annual auction at 
South Seattle Community College on March 3rd. 
 
Ann Martin gave phone number, 206-601-0641, for volunteers 
to canvas and telephone for promoting the tunnel option. 
 
Michael Taylor announced Equality Lobby Day on February 26 
and urged support of HB 1351 which would extend rights of 
spouses to domestic partners. 
 
Tina Shamseldin, KCDCC, reminded us of the Highline School 
Levy on March 13. 

 
Peggy Abby announced the West Seattle Democratic Women 
will be awarding scholarships to winners of essays written about 
the First Amendment.

Minutes of the 34th Distr ict Democrats Meeting of February 14 
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Washington Health Secur ity Trust 
Following is a resolution that was presented to the Executive 
Board by David McLanahan: 
WHEREAS 600,000 residents of Washington State lack health 
insurance coverage; and 
 
WHEREAS employers currently have no incentive to not join 
in the “race to the bottom” by shifting their health care costs to 
employees and, in some cases, to the taxpayers via the Basic 
Healthcare Plan; and 
 
WHEREAS our current system of employer-provided health 
care coverage ties employees to their existing jobs for the sake 
of the coverage and exposes them to the risk of losing coverage 
when changing plans due to “pre-existing conditions” ; and 
 
WHEREAS the current system of competing health insurance 
policies imposes high costs upon health care providers as they 
sort among the many requirements and forms to obtain 
reimbursement for providing services; and 
 
WHEREAS a unified financing system at the state level can 
eliminate the fragmentation of the current system and can avoid 
excessive costs and confusion from adding still more programs 
to our current overburdened, inefficient health care financing 
mechanisms; and 
 
WHEREAS the Washington Health Security Trust Proposal, as 
embodied in SB 5756 and HB 1886 demonstrates that a tightly 
drafted state law can cover the complex issue of universal health 
care coverage. State action, negotiation, and waivers can resolve 
complicating relationships with federal laws and regulations, 
such as  ERISA and Taft-Hartley trusts without federal 
legislation; however, enabling federal legislation such as the 
Health Partnership Act (S2772) would be helpful. existing 
health care dollars can be managed within a dedicated health 
security trust fund to cover medically necessary, high quality 
health care for all residents without additional revenues; and 
 
WHEREAS the Washington health Security Trust provides 
affordable, comprehensive coverage of high quality health care 
for all residents of the state, using a unified and cohesive 
financing system which would use fewer health care dollars than 
we spend now; 
 
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the 34th District 
Democrats endorse the Washington State Health Security Trust 
bills (SB 5756 and HB 1886) now before the legislature, and 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that 34th District Democrats 
pledge to advocate and promote passage of SB 5756 and HB 
1886 in the 2007 Washington State Legislature and to support 
and encourage our own District legislators to enact said 
legislation. 

Resolution on a Better Use of Money 
Than Fighting  an Unnecessary War

Whereas, Ever since the destruction of the World Trade 
Center, George W. Bush has used that event as reason for 
pursing his “War on Terror,”  attacking Afghanistan and

(over 3,600) than were killed in the collapse of the World

A resolution Requesting Congressional Inquiry 
into Presidential Signing Statements passed. 
 
A resolution to oppose SB6003 and JB1983 that 
would take power of granting cable franchises 
away from local communities and put it in the 
hands of the State passed. Since local 
communities traditionally allow multiple cable 
franchises, it was feared the State might be 
tempted to grant vast single franchises.

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Resolution Regarding Public 
Financing of Professional Basketball 
Following is a resolution presented to the Executive 
Board by Ann Martin 
Whereas, while we recognize the arguments put forward 
about the economic benefits derived from the existence of 
professional basketball teams in our community and 
while we would love to keep the Seattle Sonics in Seattle, 
we believe that similar investments in teachers, our 
schools and local non-professional sports, in our health 
care system and in environmental programs would be 
more appropriate and have greater long-lasting effects on 
the well-being of our community; and 
 
Whereas, we have made substantial investments in 
professional sports in the past and now face the prospect 
of teams leaving the area because they want more 
investment while we are still paying off old investments; 
and 
 
Whereas, recent statewide polls indicate 77 percent of the 
public oppose use of public dollars for major sports 
facilities and 71 percent believe pro sports owners should 
pay for such facilities without public subsidies; and  
 
Whereas, voters in Seattle overwhelmingly approved 
Initiation 91, which put restrictions on funding of 
professional sports; and 
 
Whereas, Governor Gregoire has indicated a willingness 
to consider public financing in the amount of $300 
million for a new professional basketball stadium in 
Renton, 
 
Now therefore be it resolved that the 34th District 
Democrats voice their strong opposition to public funding 
of this stadium and urge our legislators to oppose 
legislation that would use state funds to build the stadium. 
 
Copies of this resolution will be sent to state 
Representatives Cody and McDermott,  Senator Paulsen 
and Governor Gregoire.
