
Poised For Action 
 
No one can say that the 34th District Democrats aren’ t 
poised for action for the 2008 election. 
 
Membership is at an all-time high, Precinct Committee 
Officer recruitment is at an all-time high, and we hope to 
add more PCOs this month and thereafter. 
 
We have our caucus locations for February 9 lined up, and 
preparation is under way, not only to select our delegates, 
but also to maximize caucus attendance for volunteer 
recruitment for the 2008 election. 
 
Joe McDermott is now our state Senator and we have a 
terrific new State Representative, Sharon Nelson, and we are 
looking forward to moving our policy agendas forward in 
the upcoming Legislative session in Olympia.  
 
Our treasury is flush with money to pay for putting on the 
precinct and District caucuses. The influx of 2008 dues and 
the donations we collect at the precinct caucuses will bring 
us even more. You can pay your 2008 dues anytime, starting 
now, or at the November meeting. 
 
The 34th District “maxed out”  to Darcy Burner in the 8th CD in 2006 and we hope to do that again. We also hope 
to have strong candidates to replace Republican House members Doc Hastings in the 4th and Cathy McMorris in 
the 5th. We’d hope to make a strong contribution to Governor Gregoire’s re-election campaign and to the 
campaign of Peter Goldmark for State Land Commissioner. 
 
But that’s for later. For now, we’ ll meet November 14 to debrief the 2007 election and our GOTV efforts, 
approve our revised bylaws, update your caucus information, and, we hope, appoint a few more PCOs.  
 
The Hall will look a bit different. We don’ t need the same old same-old every month, so we’re trying a new 
seating arrangement for November—round tables instead of chairs in rows. We hope it will give people more of 
a chance to talk to each other and, just maybe, to make some new friends and political allies. The 36th District 
Democrats do this, and it adds a different touch. Let us know if you like it, and if it meets with your favor, we 
can do it more often, or make the change permanent. 
 

 
Our members demonstrated to our communities that we 
are there for them in a big way, with terrific attendance at 
the annual White Center Food Bank and Delridge 
Neighborhood Development Association fundraising 
dinners, both at South Seattle Community College.  
 
The Food Bank dinner was a huge financial success, 
netting more than $50,000. This is important because the 
White Center Food Bank feeds more people than the other 
food banks in our district, and it gets no municipal aid.

Meet Sharon Nelson, Your New State Representative 
It was an incredible turnout—out of 159 elected and 
appointed PCOs, 134 showed up—84%! Several of those 
who weren’ t there were out of town and at least one, Maria 
Ramirez, had to attend her own fundraiser. Five candidates 
stood for this appointment: Kim Becklund, Greg Doss, 
Lucy Krakowiak, Tony Lysen and Sharon Nelson. Sharon  
received 57% of the vote on the first ballot and 60% on the 
second. The three names sent to the County Council are 
Sharon Nelson, Tony Lysen and Greg Doss. 
 
Sharon Nelson first became involved in citizen activism 
when, nine months after her home on Maury Island was 
built, she found a yard soaked in sewage from an 
improperly designed septic system. Well, this would 
rankle the nerves of  the calmest person. When asked at the 
Candidates’  Forum about a situation where the candidate 
was strident, and how she handled it, this incident came 
up. She said she was described as “over the top”  but she 
kept at it until a law was passed protecting future 
consumers, just what we’re looking for in a state legislator.  
 
She was the founding president of Preserve Our Islands, a group that has led the fight against 
Glacier Northwest’s attempt to expand their gravel mine and allow football-sized barges in an 
aquatic preserve that she helped to create. She spent the last legislative session in Olympia 
working hand in hand with Senator Erik Poulsen on a law that would have stopped the gravel 
mine. They lost, but not for a lack of trying, and it’ ll be back next session.   
 
Some of you might not know Sharon. Like a lot of Vashon Islanders who are dependent on 
ferries, she hasn’ t been overly involved in 34th District activities, although she has always been a 
dues-paying member. But she has been involved in Democratic politics and has supported  our 
candidates. She has worked for Dow Constantine as his chief of staff for over six years.  
 
Sharon graduated summa cum laude from Whitman College with a BA in psychology. She started 
work at SeaFirst as a nigh-time data entry clerk and worked her way up to vice president. She is 
married and has two grown daughters. 
 
Congratulations, Sharon. We know you’ ll serve us well. 
 

In Senate Race, Joe McDermott Beats John Kennedy . . . 
And Lois Elenich 
No, not that John Kennedy. It was the 50-year member of the 34th District Democrats and 
former chair from back in the 60’s, that John Kennedy.

West Seattle Food Bank 
Donations will help the most people by bringing Thanksgiving 
food donations to the Food Bank by November 17.

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Proposed Bylaws Amendments 
At our next meeting we will be considering  several 
amendments to our bylaws. Below you will find each article 
title, a short description of the current bylaw and an explanation 
of the change. The proposed change is in italics. 
 
Article I I : Membership 
 

Our current bylaws spell out the amount of dues each member 
pays. The Executive Board recommends an amendment to allow 
the Board to change the amount without having to amend the 
bylaws, and yet still allow for input from the membership. 
 
Section 5 Dues shall be set by the Executive Board and ratified 
by a majority vote of the membership. 
 
Article I I I : Meetings 
 

Our current bylaws on calling special meetings require a two-
thirds vote of the Executive Board. It is proposed to amend this 
to a majority. 
 
Section 5 A special meeting may be called for a specific purpose 
or purposes by written request of 25 voting members, or 
majority of the Executive Board. Special meetings are subject to 
these bylaws.  
 
Article IV: Executive Board 
 

Our current bylaws call for the standing committee chairs to be 
appointed by the Chair. The Executive Board proposes that, in 
addition, the committee chairs be confirmed by the membership.  
 
Section 6 The chair of the organization shall appoint standing 
committee chairs, which shall be confirmed by a majority vote of 
the members. 
 
Our current bylaws call for a one-size-fits-all procedure for 
removing Executive Board members. The Executive Board is 
proposing a procedure that relates to how they were elected or 
appointed in the first place, and that complies with State law. 
 
Section 8 Officers elected at a reorganization may be removed 
from office for just cause, provided that 
 
a. the chair receives and validates a written petition signed by 
20 PCOs that lists specific charges and asks for removal; 
 
b. the membership is given 30 days notice in writing of the 
pending vote; and  
 
c. a majority of the elected and appointed PCOs present and 
voting approves the removal; except that the district chair, per 
RCW 29A.80.061, may be removed only by a majority vote of 
the elected precinct committee officers, present or not. The 
person so removed shall be notified by mail of this action if s/he 
is not present for the vote results.  
 
Section 9. Standing Committee chairs may be removed by the 
chair but that removal has to be confirmed by a majority of the 
membership at the next meeting. 
 

Article VI : Committees 
 

Our current bylaws list six committee and specifies each of its 
duties. The Executive Board proposes eliminating this list and 
allowing each Executive Board to form its own committees 
based on its needs without having to change the bylaws each 
time.  
 
The standing committees shall be specified in the rules of the 
Executive Board. 
 
Article VI I : Endorsements 
 

For clarity, Article VII is printed in its entirety. Much of the 
material has been moved around  section to section. The rules 
are pretty much the same as the ones used for our last 
endorsement meeting, including ruling motions for sole 
endorsement out of order, and allowing motions for all 
candidates for each office to be nominated before voting. This 
worked out very well at our last endorsement meetings.   
 
Section 1. This organization may choose to endorse a 
Democratic candidate for any public office.  This 
organization may endorse candidates of judicial races.  This 
organization may also endorse ballot measures or referenda 
or initiatives or signature campaigns.  Candidates who ask to 
be endorsed are required to complete and return any 
questionnaire presented by this organization.  Judicial 
candidates need not answer any questions that would breach 
the Canons of Judicial Conduct. 
 
Section 2. More than one candidate for the same office may be 
endorsed. Motions for sole endorsement are out of order. 
 
Section 3. The executive board may establish in its rules the 
procedures governing the endorsement time line and process 
and shall send written notice of the rules to the members 
(newsletter is considered written notice for this purpose.)  
Adoption shall be by majority vote.  
 
Any rules so adopted shall remain in effect until amended or 
replaced. 
 
Section 4. The Executive Board, by a two thirds vote, may 
recommend endorsements to the membership.  In that event, 
the membership may adopt the endorsement by a majority 
vote of eligible members. 
 
Section 5. Unless otherwise provided by the rules, voting shall 
be by a hand count or a signed ballot if requested by a voting 
member, with two tellers appointed by the chair who are 
acceptable to the concerned parties, and where applicable, 
observers from each campaign directly involved may monitor 
the count.  
 
a. Only members in good standing by the end of the prior 
month's meeting may vote, except that any member who had 
paid dues in the previous calendar year may vote if the 
membership is renewed at or before the meeting where the 
endorsement takes place.  
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KCDCC Repor t  
We had a fairly humdrum meeting until late, when an 
endorsement was brought up.  Hoo boy!  At the last 
meeting we had approved a new set of bylaws.  Not 
much had been made of the fact that endorsements 
could be made only if there was a ten day notice of the 
specific person or issue involved. In this case, the call 
to the meeting had only said, “Endorsements may be 
presented.”  A lot of arguing ensued. A motion was 
made to suspend the rules.  It was argued that you 
can’ t suspend a bylaw, but we voted on it anyway. 
The rule was not suspended, no new endorsement. 
And the Bylaws Chair will go over the changes with 
the County Chair.  No broken bones. 
 
That was the hot spot of the evening, but several good 
resolutions were passed: 
 
Against warrantless wiretapping and against granting 
amnesty to companies that broke the law by illegally 
releasing telephone records; 
 
Urging our Congressional delegation to restore full 
funding to Social Security for prompt payments and 
full staffing; 
 
Supporting Lock Vista Renters (Ballard) in their 
attempt to keep their 200 units as affordable housing 
instead of letting them become expensive 
condominiums; and 
 
For strong new legislation to put reasonable curbs on 
condominium conversions in order to help provide 
enough housing for low income and working people. 
Condo conversions are rapidly escalating, while 
availability of low income and workforce housing is 
disappearing.

b. Candidates may select two people, one of which 
may be the candidate, to speak on their behalf. Each 
speaker will have two minutes. 
 
c. Motions for endorsement shall allow all candidates 
to be nominated before proceeding to a vote. 
 
Section 6. The endorsement of ballot issues shall 
follow this same procedure.  
 
Section 7. This organization shall support and 
publicize its endorsements in such ways it deems 
appropriate and necessary.  
 
Article VI I I—Resolutions 
 

Our current bylaws require only a show of hands to 
approve a resolution. In order to clarify who has a 
vote in some of our more controversial votes, this 
amendment requires a show of credentials, but it 
allows a show of hands in  the many cases where the 
passage of the resolution will be obvious. 
 
Section 6. The vote shall be by a show of credentials 
or a voice vote at the discretion of the chair. The chair 
shall appoint two tellers to report the tally.  
 
Section 6.a. requiring one month’s membership in the 
District  before voting has been eliminated 
 
Article IX: Accounts and Contr ibutions 
 

Our current bylaws require two signatures on all 
organization accounts.  This is highly impractical and 
in the past has caused some of us who write very large 
checks to wait longer than we would like for 
reimbursement. All our accounts are reviewed 
annually by a three member committee, and it’s highly 
unlikely our Treasurer that we elected will abscond 
with the funds. This change will allow one signature 
on checks, except that two are required for 
contributions for ballot measures or candidates. 
 
Section 3.c. Contributions for candidates or ballot 
measures require two signatures on checks drawn on 
organizational accounts. 
 
Article X: Conduct of Business by the 
Executive Board  
 

This new section is meant to bring the 34th District 
Democrats  into the 21st Century. 
 
The Executive Board is authorized to conduct business 
either at its regular monthly meeting or via electronic 
means, e.g. electronic mail, at the discretion of the 
Chair.  The Secretary shall archive copies of decisions 
made by electronic mail, for example, by including the 
text of such messages in the minutes of monthly 
Executive Board meetings or other appropriate 
means.
