The Republican incumbent, Rob McKenna,
has enjoyed a good press, and is a skillful
enough politician that many Democrats do not
‘ regard him as harmful. Like Dino Rossi, he
carefully avoids coming across as a rabid right-winger, in hopes that
he might lull low-information voters into a false sense of security, so
that they might regard a vote for McKenna as relatively “safe” while
maintaining the illusion of their “independence” or “bipartisanship.”

One look at McKenna's contributors, though, should disabuse
anyone of that notion. It is the same gang of developers, big
contractors, extractive industries, banks, “Big Pharma” drug
companies, payday lenders, and agribusiness interests that back
Rossi. McKenna rode into office upon one of the worst —and
illegal—smear campaigns this state has seen, directed against his
Democratic opponent, Deborah Senn, in 2004.

Ladenburg told the King County Democratic Central Committee to
expect the same tactics directed at him, once the Republican attack
machine realizes that Rossi is going nowhere. He said the right wing
in this state will do anything to protect its last viable candidate.

Ladenburg noted that McKenna courts the support of anti-abortion

groups while claiming to be pro-choice. He reminded the Democrats that the Washington state Constitution
sets a higher standard for personal privacy than the U.S. Constitution, and vowed to uphold that higher
standard if he is elected. He quipped that he is pro-choice and that McKenna is “multiple choice.”

Ladenburg cited his two terms as Pierce County Executive, three terms as Pierce County Prosecutor, and
trial experience in private practice before that.

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The Governor Visits the 34th District

Governor Chris Gregoire met with a small group of Democrats from the 34th District
to discuss the issues that are of special importance to our district. There are several
issues, but the ones that come up the most often are gridlock on the West Seattle
Bridge, the replacement of the Viaduct, and the proposed expansion of the gravel
mine on Maury Island.

It was a hard session and the Governor’s first question to Sharon Nelson was
whether she had gotten any sleep yet. Apparently sleep is a luxury during the last
days of the legislature’s session. Gregoire still had bills to sign and she mentioned
that a couple bills that she wanted to sign were problematic. One of these is the Toxic
Toys bill, a bill that on the surface is a no-brainer. But this is a bill that could have the
unintended consequence of preventing certain educational toys from being sold
because of lead in that no child could possibly get at. There also is the problem of
what the word “toy” is. Some items that are considered toys are not intended for
children, toys like those boxing nuns and Sigmund Freud action figures.

There was much discussion on transportation issues, including gridlock on the West
Seattle Bridge and replacement of the Viaduct. The Governor emphasized that the
Alaskan Way Viaduct is a State Highway. She spoke about the work that the
Stakeholders are doing and how important it is for the people who are affected have
input into the decision about the solution to the problem.

Much of the discussion was around the proposed expansion of the gravel mine on
Maury Island. Gregoire stressed that the problem was in the legislature and that if it
came to her desk, she would sign the bill.

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Top Two Primary

As Marcee mentioned in her KCDCC Report, this is
a complex issue and there is no way to predict how
this will be handled. Here is a summary of the
article she mentioned in The Olympian:

The U.S. Supreme Court upheld the top-two
primary by which candidates run under any party
banner they wish, and the top two vote-getters
advance to the general election. This could result in
no Republicans in the general election in our
district, or no Democrats in some districts in
Eastern Washington, and probably no third parties.

While the Supreme Court found the top two not
unconstitutional it left open whether it would violate
parties’ rights once it was put into practice, so it
could go back to the Supreme Court. Or the parties
could go to court about the use of “trademarks”
used by candidates that are not really members of
that party.

The Washington State Democrats Executive Board
will meet to clarify what approach they will take on
April 3. This will most likely be some form of
nominating convention for PCOs. This could lead to
problems when there are two, or even three, well-
known Demaocrats running against each other.
There are a few ways this could be handled, such
as allowing PCOs to nominate more than one
candidate in certain situations.

Sam Reed refuses to designate on the ballot which
candidates have the endorsement of a particular
party citing the Supreme Court decision. He plans
to talk to the parties before his decision on ballot
design.

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In Case You Missed Our Last Meeting . . .

The meeting was called to order at 7:00. The
agenda and minutes of the February meeting
were adopted.

After his report, lvan introduced Artemis
OakGrove who was recently appointed our
Neighborhood Challenge Coordinator.

Peter Goldmark is candidate for Washington
State Lands Commissioner, a position currently
held by Republican Doug Sutherland, a man
who needs to be replaced by a Democrat. Of
special importance to the 34th District is the
Maury Island gravel mine. Sutherland has been
hostile to the concerns of the people of Maury
Island and a change is needed.

We heard from four candidates for Superior
Court: Kim Prochnau, Susan Craighead, Bruce
Heller and Mariane Spearman.

Bill Schrier and Stu Yarfitz made a presentation
of a data management system that the District is
considering using. With our present system, or
non-system, our membership financial data is
processed by two people separately, the
Membership Chair and the Treasurer, with the
Treasurer having to enter the data twice. With
this system, it would need to be entered only
once. Membership data could easily be
accessed by authorized users, and we would
have the capability for members to pay their
dues online.

John Kennedy’s resolution on Jury Duty Pay,
which was tabled last month, was again tabled,
this time to later in the meeting. There are two
resolutions on Jury Duty Pay.

Henry Perrin presented a resolution on Universal
Health Care. His resolution would call for an
eight-year plan with funding for several different
types of plans in different states, then going with
the one that worked the best. Alan Monroe
spoke against it saying that we can’t wait eight
years. Al Rouyer also spoke for it and Chris
Porter spoke against. The resolution failed 29 to
43.

Chris Arkills presented another resolution on
Jury Duty Pay. John Kennedy's called for
minimum wage pay; Chris Arkills’ resolution
called for supporting the extension of a trial
program on increasing juror pay to all of King
County to determine if increasing juror pay
results in an improvement in jury representation.
It also called for setting up trial programs to
address other issues involving effective jury
representation. The resolution passed 62 to 9.

Ann Martin presented a resolution concerning the
change of the name of High Point Elementary
School to West Seattle Elementary School. The
resolution opposing the name change passed 40
to 9.

Two PCOs were appointed: Bob Edgar in
BUR34-0276 and Kyle Cruver in Sealth.

Sasha Alessi moved to permanently table the first

resolution on Jury Duty Pay. It was tabled by
consensus.

After the Good of the Order, the meeting
adjourned around 9:00.

And our legislators . . .

Our state Senator, Joe McDermott, and State Representatives Eileen Cody and Sharon Nelson will
recap the recently concluded session of the Legislature, in which we took a few steps forward, a few
steps backward, and did some running in place.

As this edition of the newsletter goes to press, several bills that passed both houses still await the
Governor’s signature. By the time of our meeting, we should know their fate.

Three bills that affected the 34™ District directly had mixed results, depending on your point of view.

HB 1139, which would have provided the City of Seattle with an increased sales tax rebate to cover the
cost of annexing North Highline, failed to clear the Senate Ways and Means Committee.

SB 6777, which would have forced the state to determine who owns mineral rights to the gravel on
Maury Island and other sites, failed to get a vote on the House floor, but the budget provides for a
study of the issue.

SHB, 2718, which pertained to frequent-user discounts for ferry commuters, passed with weakened
language, but the budget provided for a study.

Otherwise, we made incremental gains in expanding health care, expanded rights of domestic and
same-sex partners, gave our state’s teachers a (small) raise, failed to pass protections against data
mining by drug companies, failed to pass a homeowner’s bill of rights, and passed what most
observers, excluding the usual anti-tax right-wing Republicans, considered a prudent budget.

You can get all this and more directly from the
source Wednesday, April 9. See you then for all the
democracy you can handle.

Don't forget! The caucus is this Saturday, April 5. If you are a delegate or an alternate you should
have received an Official Call from us. If you haven’t received it, let Tim Nuse know (226-4849 or
timnuse@gmail.com)

Registration is at 9:00 and we have plenty of volunteers to sign you in so the wait shouldn’t be too long,
unlike four years ago. You live and learn. The caucus will be held at West Seattle High School, 3000
California Ave SW, just a couple of blocks south of Admiral on California. Sign-in is in the commons
and there will be signs directing you to that room. Call to order is at 10:00.

The rules for electing delegates are new and quite different from what we have used in the past. See
the next page for an explanation or go to our website for the official rules.

If you cannot attend the caucus and you want to be elected a delegate, you will need to submit a letter
of declaration of candidacy to the Tally Committee, and to designate someone to collect your
nominating cards. You will not be receiving any nominating cards even if you are a delegate since an
alternate will be taking your place.

While it's nice to have the Certificate of Election, don’t worry if you have lost it. We have your name on
a list. And while we expect to be perfect, we will have the original caucus materials at the Precinct
Look-up table so we can find your name.



New Caucus Rules—Nominating Cards

Delegates should have received the rules in the mail, but if you are not a delegate you probably have not
read the rules. If you are planning on running for delegate, you should know that the rules for this caucus
are quite different from what we have used in the past. It is expected that there will be more people
wanting to run for delegate than ever before and the speeches could go on for so long that they could
become irrelevant because everyone will be back home tucked in bed sound asleep. In order to prevent
this from happening, we will nominate delegates and alternates by means of nominating cards.

This is how it works: each delegate will receive ten nominating cards when they sign in. After the final
credentials report, the sub-caucuses, which are the caucuses for each presidential candidate in each
Congressional District, will meet and each delegate may give these cards to any person or persons in
their sub-caucus they wish to nominate, including themselves.

The candidates will have an hour to gather as many cards as possible from the delegates. When time is
up, each candidate will give the cards they have received to the Tally Committee. Each sub-caucus will
nominate a number of candidates equal to the number of delegates and alternates allocated to them. The
candidates who receive the most nominating cards will win nomination until all allocated positions are
filled. Each delegate will then receive a ballot and vote to decide which nominees are delegates and
which are alternates and the numbering of the alternates. Speeches will be allowed before the election.

Only seated delegates will be given nominating cards and vote, but any registered voter in the district
may receive the nominating cards from the delegates and be elected a delegate to the Congressional
Caucus and the State Convention.

Some other details: As in the past, half of the delegates will be male and half female. The 51st position
will be filled by the person with the next highest votes, male or female.

The nominating cards will have the delegate’s name and precinct number and the name of the nominee
who receives the card. The card must be signed by the delegate. The ballot must have all positions filled
with no duplications and must be signed. If any of this is missing, the card or ballot will not be counted.
