
Chairman’s Report 
The year 2008 is on us, another “presidential year,” and 
the culmination of the four-year election cycle. But even 
here in one of the most solidly Democratic areas of the 
state,  we’ll have a lot of work to do. 
 
Our District organization is relatively well organized. Our 
membership reached an all-time high in 2007 and we look 
to top that in 2008. Meeting attendance and committee 
participation are up, we lead the whole state in percentage 
of precincts filled by PCOs, and we are not through filling 
precincts by a long shot. 
 
I am confident that the Democratic nominee for President 
will carry this state and that all our incumbent U. S. 
Representatives will be re-elected, and I have high hopes 
that we can elect Darcy Burner to the House in the Eighth 
District, and I foresee no serious challenges to our 
incumbent state legislators. 
 
The statewide races are another story. By rights Governor 
Gregoire should be re-elected by a landslide. The 133-
vote margin that she won by in 2004 should be 133,000 
votes this time. That’s how good a job she has done, in my 
opinion. 
 
Her Republican opponent is an outright charlatan who has 
little to no record of achievement, and because he says 
nothing that might offend anyone and does not appear to 
take a strong, unequivocal position on anything of 
importance, somehow he resists being labeled as the 
right-wing stalking horse that he is. 
 
But he is anti-government, anti-reproductive choice, anti-
environment, anti-labor, opposed to strong controls on air and water pollution and runaway 
development, opposed to full funding of health care for children, and opposed to improving public 
education. 
 
In short, he is unfit to be the governor of this state—or any other state—and it’s our job to convey that 
to the voters of the 34th District. We can’t count on the voters in this state getting the message, as 
long as the mass media gain viewers and listeners and readers by promoting the notion of an 
electoral “horse race,” and as long as the malicious, well-funded right-wing smear machine and its 
pseudo-“think tanks” continue to cast doubt on the 
governor’s record. 
 
If this race ends up being close for whatever reason, 
high Democratic turnout and performance in the 34th 
could provide the winning margin, as it could in 
races for Attorney General, Land Commissioner, 
Superintendent of Public Instruction, and Secretary 
of State.

We easily won the King County Democrats’ PCO Challenge. It wasn’t even close. We 
added 85 PCOs and have 83% of our precincts filled. The 36th District came in second 
with 75%% filled, and the 46th was third with 64%. It didn’t hurt to have an appointment 
for State Representative where only PCOs vote, but even without the 48 PCOs 
appointed on October 10, we were doing very well.   
 
We will probably 
donate the money back to the King County Democrats. 

Georgie Kunkel is Rosie’s Month of August 
Washington Women in Trades has produced 
a calendar featuring twelve local women who 
worked as Rosie the Riveters during World 
War II. When the men went off to war and 
ships and bombers needed to be built, these 
women took the jobs that in those days only 
men did, including riveting. When the war 
was over, these women were politely told to 
return to their homes and let the men do the 
work that they had been doing, and every bit 
as well as any man.  
 
Georgie Kunkel worked drilling holes in the 
wing panels of B-17 bombers in her home 
town of Chehalis during the summers and 
taught school during the rest of the year.  She 
remembers the day when the war ended that 
they were told “The war is over. You can all 
go home.” She said that “They were just 
thrown back and nobody cared for a long 
time.” Losing her job was not the hardship it 
was for many of the other women.  When the 
war was over she still had her profession. 
Many of the others didn’t. 
 

Some of you may know Peggy Cook, another Rosie. Peggy was a member of the West 
Seattle Democratic Women, as is Georgie. Both Georgie and Peggy were a bit more 
independent than most women of that time, or any time, for that matter. Georgie has 
been a feminist all her life.  Peggy got her first job at the age of fifteen rafting logs on the 
Cowlitz River, not your traditional first job, but a job she loved. She grew up with loggers 
and participated in log rolling contests as a young woman. During the war, her job was 
making anti-submarine nets which were made of heavy steel, extremely hard work for 
even a strong woman like Peggy. She has been in the trades most of her life and ran a 
house painting company with her son until retirement.  
 
“The Rosies are your mothers, grandmothers and aunts. They think nothing of their 
achievements, but today’s tradeswomen see them as their founding mothers, women 
who paved the way for them to work and be accepted in the trades. Young girls see the 
Rosies as rock stars, famous for what they did. All should see them for what they are: 
very extraordinary women, true heroines, women who will continue to inspire us for a 
lifetime.” Women in Trades 
 
This calendar celebrates these women in the hope that their legacy will not be forgotten.

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What to Expect  February 9 
The first thing you will do is find your precinct. This won’t 
be hard because there will be people there to point you in 
the right direction. You will sign in with your candidate 
preference at your precinct table, unlike in the past when 
everyone signed in as they came in the door.  
 
The Area Caucus Coordinator will convene the caucuses 
at 1:00 with a message from Dwight Pelz, the caucus 
rules and other information.  
 
At 1:30, if your precinct has a Precinct Committee Officer, 
that person will convene the caucus. If there is no PCO, 
we may have trained someone in your precinct to chair 
the caucus. This person must still be elected by the 
caucus. If no one was trained, you will need to decide 
who will chair your caucus. 
 
After the initial allocation of delegates, you will have a 
chance to change your preference if there aren’t enough 
votes to allow a delegate. At this time a one-minute 
speech for each candidate will be allowed to try to 
convince caucus attendees to change their votes to their 
candidate. 
 
A second tally is done and the number of delegates is 
assigned. The chair will read the rules for electing 
delegates, and the supporters of each candidate will 
meet separately to elect their delegates. 
 
Resolutions may be introduced but there will be no 
debate or vote. These resolutions will be forwarded to the 
King County Democrats for inclusion in the County 
Convention.  
 
We will again meet as a group and that’s about it until the 
District Caucus in March. 
 

Caucus and Convention FAQs 
What’s a caucus and a what’s a convention? 
At a caucus we elect delegates and alternates to the next 
level. At a convention we pass resolutions, a platform and 
our candidate for the next President of the United States. 
 
I cannot attend the caucus. May I still have 
my vote counted or be elected a delegate?  
It depends on the reason. If you cannot attend because 
you are disabled, or because of your military service, or 
because your religion observance, you may vote for your 
candidate and you will be able to change your preference 
if your candidate does not meet the required threshold. 
Just fill out  Caucus Surrogate Affidavit Form for Religious 
Observance, Military Service or Disability that you can 
download at wa-democrats.org and mail, fax or scan a pdf 
to the State Party Headquarters by 5:00 Friday, February 
1. You also may be considered for the position of 
delegate to the LD Caucus and County Convention.  
 
If you cannot attend for any other reason, you may not 
vote, but you may be considered for the position of 
delegate or alternate.  Sign a statement saying that you 
are a Democrat and are willing to be known as such, that 
you are willing to serve as delegate if elected, and get it to 
the PCO in your precinct or to the Caucus Area 
Coordinator by Friday, February 8. 
 
I wasn’t elected a delegate at the precinct 
caucus, but  I would like to be a delegate to 
the State Convention. May I stand for 
election? 
You do not have to be a delegate at one level to be 
elected a delegate at the next. 
 
I’m only 17, but I will be 18 on November 4. 
Can I vote? 
If your eighteenth birthday is November 4 or before, you 
may participate fully in the caucus, including voting. Even 
if you are not yet 18 by November 4, or even if you are 
not a citizen, you may still participate in the discussion.

Resolution Supporting Passage of  
State Legislation Addressing 
Condominium Conversions 
Whereas, there is a crucial shortage of affordable rental housing 
within Seattle and King County; and  
 
Whereas, over 11,000 low income and affordable rental units have 
already been converted county-wide with over 490 units lost in the 
34th District since January 2004; and  
 
Whereas, many seniors and longtime residents will lose their homes 
with nowhere to go as a result of these conversions; and  
 
Whereas, these losses continue to cause a dramatic escalation in the 
number of homeless in our communities; and  
 
Whereas, these losses greatly exceed the region©s limited capacity to 
build subsidized replacement affordable housing.  
 
Therefore, Be it Resolved that the 34th District Democratic Party 
Organization calls upon our Speaker, our legislators and the 
Governor to use their influence to work for passage of strong 
legislation in the upcoming legislative session that will return full 
authority to cities to place limits on the number of condominium 
conversions occurring in their communities, guarantee tenants facing 
conversion 180 days in which to find alternative housing, and require 
developers to reimburse renters for up to the full cost of moving and 
finding alternative housing due to a condominium conversion.

Our District had an 85 percent turnout in 2004. That didn’t “just happen” without a lot of hard work by a lot of us, and it 
won’t “just happen” again. We have to increase the numbers of active Democrats in the 34th, and thereby increase our 
number of “ground troops” for the election. 
 
That task will start with the precinct caucuses, February 9, at which we will deliver this message to caucus attendees.

Please expect a lot of training and a lot of detail work 
through January. Certainly our meeting agenda for January will include much of this information. 
 
We’ll be electing a new first vice chair, Secretary, King County Committeewoman, and King County Committeewoman 
Alternate at our January meeting, and voting on several resolutions, so 
please come prepared. 
 
And if you have not paid your 2008 dues, you’ll need to do so. Thanks for 
reading this far, Happy New Year to all, and let’s make 2008 a real year to 
remember.
