King County Democrats Convention

The King County Convention was held in our district, at West Seattle High School.
Gurine Nordby, Chair of the Credentials Committee for the King County Democratic
Convention sent this message: “Thanks the members of the 34th Legislative District
who made an extraordinary contribution to making the Convention a success. They
came early; they welcomed and worked throughout the convention; and they stayed
late. A big thanks to all who helped!”

Huge Attendance at 34th District Caucus

But for the most part, it was a happy crowd. The total attendance was somewhere
between 1100 and 1200. A total of 999 delegates were seated, 741 for Obama and
258 for Clinton. In the 7th Congressional District, 35 delegates were elected for
Obama and 12 for Clinton. In the 9th, three delegates were elected for Obama and
one for Clinton, for a total of 51.

We learned from 2004 that with that many delegates to be credentialed, it was going
to take some time before we knew how the delegates would be allocated to each
candidate, so we were more prepared.
We heard from several elected officials
to fill the time, and we also opened it up
to neighborhood groups.

We tried something different this year by
using nominating cards. There were so
many people wanting to run for delegate
we were afraid that people would still be
at West Seattle High School making
speeches when school started on

I Monday. The nominating cards whittled
the list down and we had our list of
delegates fairly early in the evening.

Congressional
District Caucuses

The Congressional District Caucuses will be held
on May 17, the 7th District Caucus at North
Seattle Community College, and the 9th District
Caucus at North Thurston High School in Lacy.

Delegates or alternates elected at the district
caucuses will elect five female and four male
delegates for a total of nine delegates in the 7th
Congressional District, and three male and two
female delegates for a total of five in the 9th
Congressional District. Assuming all delegates
elected at the district level show up and don't
change their candidate preference, in the 7th
Congressional District, 7 delegates will be for
Obama and two will be for Clinton in the 7th. The
count could change.

There is an unprecedented number of people
running for these positions this time around,
perhaps in the hundreds. In recent memory the
nomination had been sewn up long before this.
This time there is still some excitement about
which candidate will be the nominee. The votes
actually mean something other than being
symbolic.

The delegates elected at the caucuses will go on
to the Democratic National Convention in Denver.
If you want to go but have not yet signed up, I'm
afraid you're out of luck. The deadline for filing
was Friday, May 2.

State Convention

The Washington State Convention will be held in
Spokane at the Convention Center the weekend
of June 13 and 15. While some delegates will be
elected at the State Convention, the main
business of the convention is the adoption of the
State Platform and Resolutions.

The Elections Committee of delegates elected at
the Congressional Caucuses will elect two
unpledged delegates from a list provided by the
State Party Chair. Ten Party Leaders or Elected
Officials (PLEOSs) will be elected next. Seventeen
at-large delegates and four alternates from
anywhere in the state will then be elected. The
deadline for filing is 2:00 on June 10.

Including the 51 delegates from the Congressional
District Caucuses, the two unpledged delegates,
the ten PLEO delegates and the 17 at-large
delegates, the total is 80 delegates from the state.
Add the 17 super-delegates and we have a total
of 97 delegates to the Democratic National
Convention in Denver.

Enid Dolstad
1929-2008

Enid Dolstad, long-time Democrat, died of what
she learned was “a strangely aggressive form of
squamish cell skin cancer, on March 24,15 years
to the day of when her husband Jack died True to
form, she continued many of her volunteer
activities right up to the end.

She loved the outdoors and joined the
Mountaineers when she was still in high school.
She climbed Mount Rainier twice, along with a few
other Northwest mountain peaks, back in the days
when it wasn’t something common for women, or
men for that matter, to do.

She graduated cum laude from Stanford in 1951
and married Jack Dolstad that same year. They
spent their first summer together at the Sol Duc
Ranger Station in Olympic National Park where
Jack was a seasonal ranger. In 1952 they made
their home on Vashon where Jack’s family had
settled in the 1890’s.

Enid and Jack were the first crew supervisors for
the newly formed Student Conservation
Association, and later worked as Co-Executive
Directors. For fifteen years young people from all
over went with them and their three children into
the wilderness to repair trails, construct shelters
and otherwise tend to the needs of the Olympic
National Park. If you've walked a trail in that park,
chances are you have been sheltered by or hiked
on works that she and jack supervised.

She was involved in many varied activities that
included the Vashon Democratic Club, dancing,
horses, sailing, and cats.

Enid would remind you to cover up in the sun.

KCDCC Report

King County Chair Susie Sheary reported that the
party platform is the best she’s seen in years at the
King County Convention. There were 911 delegates
seated at the convention, with 1200 to 1300
attendees.

Sixty-four new PCOs have been appointed since
the last meeting. The 36th District has pulled ahead
of us in the 34th District by 1%. The deadline for
filing for PCO for the August primary is June 6.

The location for the 9th Congressional Caucus has
been changed to North Thurston High School in
Lacy.

Barbara Mack, Holly Hill, Suzanne Parisien and
Susan Amini spoke on their candidacy for King
County Superior Court.

41st District members Carol Friends and Lynn Allen
gave a talk entitled “Why Organize at Precinct
Level?”

The 5th District is fielding multiple candidates for
their district positions in Olympia. Phyllis Huster is a
candidate for State Senate, and David Spring is a
candidate for the House seat against Glenn
Anderson.

SaraJane Siegfried discussed how the KCDCC will
handle endorsements this year. KCDCC will
endorse candidates after the legislative districts
make their endorsements. The candidates must
either agree with the King County platform or take
exception in writing when they submit their
guestionnaire, which is required for endorsement.

There was a lengthy open forum on what went well
and what went not so well at the caucus.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00. After
Representative Eileen Cody led the flag salute,
the agenda, minutes of the last meeting and the
treasurer’s report were approved.

Ivan thanked the caucus volunteers and spoke
about having a meeting to discuss what went
right and what went wrong in order to prepare
us for 2012.

The White Center Food Bank needs volunteers.
Contact Beth Grieser to sign up.

Tim Nuse reported that there were nearly 100
volunteers for the caucus and thanked all for
their help and for the 1600 people who
attended.

Julian Wheeler of the Disabilities Caucus told us
of an upcoming meeting of the Washington
State ninth annual Youth Leadership Forum for
Students with Disabilities from August 9 to 15 at
Evergreen State College.

Phil Talmadge introduced John Ladenburg who
is running for Attorney General. Ladenburg will
be an outstanding Attorney General. He
promises to personally go into the courtroom to
fight for the people.

We heard from four candidates for Superior
Court: Rebeccah Graham, Position 22, Regina
Cahan, Position 22, Susan Amini, Position 1,
and Barbara Mack, Position 37.

Our legislators, Senator Joe McDermott,
Representatives Eileen Cody and Sharon
Nelson gave us a recap of the last legislative
session.

Joe McDermott said he has been asked about
the change going from the House to the Senate.
The committees are similar, only the Senate is
more individualistic and each senator has more
influence. One thing he misses about the House
is the caucuses. There were caucuses for
everything and Representatives worked
together more than in the Senate.

He is on the Education committee and
discussed changes made to the WASL. Instead
of the 10th grade math test, there will be a test
at the end of each math course.

The Domestic Partnership bill was expanded
this last session to cover 170 more rights.

A big win was passing the local option for
publicly financed campaigns This will allow

localities to pass their own public financing bills
with voter approval. They had been prevented from
doing this by State law.

Eileen Cody reports that there were no major
health care reform bills because of the short
session. The business community has ignored
health issues. Planning sessions are in the works
to show businesses the benefits of offering each of
five plans with the hope that they will see that they
might actually save money by participating.

The bill on patient safety passed. Counselors will
now have to have a license and a degree to
practice. Currently there are no requirements.

One disappointment is that the data mining
pharmacy bill did not make it out of the House.

Representative Sharon Nelson thanked us for
sending her to Olympia. Both ends of the 520
bridge plan were finally decided, but the problem is
the one mile span over the water in the middle.
Tolls will be used to pay for the bridge.

Ferries have long term funding problems and are in
crisis. Plans were drawn up to build new boats, but
not new loading docks.

The toxic toys hill passed and was signed.

Maury Island was a disappointment, but Glacier
might not even own the property where it is
planning on expanding its gravel mine. Stay tuned.

Several environmental bills passed but were
watered down and could have been stronger.

After the recap, we approved the purchase of a one
year subscription to the Back Office data
management software

Bruce Bentley was appointed as PCO in
SEA 34-1545.

After Good of the Order, the meeting adjourned at
8:57 to the Elliot Bay Brewery
