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Chairman’s Report

Crunch Time

The primary election is over and the last of the numbers
are trickling in. In this chairman’s opinion, one statistic is
more relevant to the 34™ District Democratic Party
organization than any other:

King County voter turnout: 31.88 percent.

This more than anything illustrates the task we have at
hand between now and November 4—Get Out The Vote,
GOTV.

We know the turnout in the 34" will be higher than 31.88
percent. It's probably higher for the primary than the King
County average. Our turnout in 2004 was 85 percent, with
a 72 percent Democratic vote for the top of the ticket. We
can meet or beat this, and that is our goal. After Labor
Day, it's crunch time for this election.

It means a little bit of work for all of us, and more than a
little bit of work for those willing to do it. Fortunately, we

Kimber McCreery, David Ginsberg, Artemis OakGrove, the Obama Fellows, and the neighborhood
leaders will be asking you to help in your neighborhoods or beyond. Please give them a hand. Please
help them recruit other volunteers. It might be for canvassing, or phone banking, or data entry, or

stapling literature packs together for canvassers.
Whatever it is, we're here to help.

If you can’t canvass, but you can phone, the Votebuilder
software allows us to create specialized “virtual phone
banks” that can put you in contact with any group that

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A Clafification of Jason Osgood’s Stand on Barcodes

At our August meeting there was some discussion
about whether or not to contribute to Jason
Osgood’'s campaign for Secretary of State
because of allegations that he spread
misinformation. This is a summary of what
happened at the meeting and an explanation of
how this all came about.

After Jeff Upthegrove introduced a motion to
contribute money to Jason Osgood, Dow
Constantine spoke in opposition, claiming that
Osgood had been making statements to the effect
that King County uses bar codes on ballots that
allow our votes to be tracked, which is not the
case. Understandably, the motion was defeated.

There is only one problem: the allegations are
false. In fact, his campaign material states that
King County does not use bar codes and that he
was instrumental in making sure that they didn't.

Jeff Upthegrove, who missed his calling as an
investigative reporter, traced it back to rumors
from unidentified voters. Dow’s information came
from an e-mail from Sherril Huff, Director of King
County Elections, that was sent to all Council
Members. Jeff called Huff, who told him that she
had no first hand knowledge of what Jason may or

may not have said. She got her information from
Nick Handy, Director of Elections for the State of
Washington and top deputy to Sam Reed, who
just happens to be Jason’s opponent.

But Nick Handy hadn’t heard Jason make
statements about King County using bar codes
either. He had been told about it by Attorney
General Rob McKenna and State Representative
Fred Jarret. Where had they heard about Jason’s
statements? Unsubstantiated rumors by unnamed
citizens.

So, that's how these things get started. Should
Dow have checked it out before he spoke in
opposition? Maybe, but the information did come
from someone you would think he could trust, and
the e-mail was received just that morning, leaving
him little time to check it out. Did Sherril Huff
abuse her position as Director of King County
Elections by sending out an e-mail to all County
Council Members without checking the facts?
Probably, considering her sources, and the fact
that she is prohibited by law from electioneering.
Should Handy, McKenna and Jarret have checked
it out with the unnamed voters? Obviously yes, but
it would not have been to their advantage to do so.

There will almost certainly be a motion to
contribute to Jason Osgood’s campaign at our
September meeting.

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In Case You Missed the August 13 Meeting . ..

The meeting was called to order at 7:01. State
Representative Sharon Nelson led the flag salute.

Ivan Weiss gave a rundown of all the canvassing
activities this week along with a host of fundraisers,
and Tim Nuse reminded us of the primary.

The Frillman’s donated an autographed copy of
Obama’s book The Audacity of Hope which didn'’t
make it in time for the Garden Party, so it was
auctioned off at the meeting. New member Alex
Morgan had the winning bid of $225.

Seattle City Council President Richard Conlin
presented his annual report and encouraged
members to contact him or sign up for his e-mail
newsletter. He encouraged people to hold the City
Council accountable and spoke of the
accomplishments over the past year. These
accomplishments include the addition of more patrol
officers and the new Police Accountability system,
including a new set of seven appointees for police
accountability review board. Sound Transit, of which
Conlin is a board member, put forward a proposal
for the November ballot to expand light rail. He says
he would like to have light rail to West Seattle.

Superintendent of Public Instruction Terry Bergeson
asked for our votes for her fourth term. She stated
that the WASL brings more accountability to schools
and, as a result, students are paying attention to
school. She feels that the “No Child Left Behind”
mandate is a punitive system that does not address
issues of children with disabilities and imposes a
system of accountability that is burdensome on
teachers. The major problem is lack of funding for
education to allow the State to properly fund school
districts like Seattle.

The Garden Party grossed over $9,000 with around
$2,300 of expenses.

We cannot contribute to federal candidates because
the State Party is donating the maximum for all
Democratic organizations in the state, and we
cannot give money to State Legislative candidates
other than our own. Walter Sive distributed our
budget. that included funding for campaigns and
GOTYV expenses.

Eileen Cody and Joe McDermott preferred that the
$4,500 that was budgeted for their and Sharon
Nelson’s campaigns go to a mailing of a sample
ballot of endorsed candidates to everyone in the
34th District. The amendment to put the money
back in the budget passed. There was then
discussion about the cost of the mailing with
estimates ranging from $13,000 to $30,000. The
amendment to allocate money for the mailing failed
by a vote of 29 to 38.

Jeff Upthegrove moved to amend the budget to
include $1,000 to Jason Osgood, candidate for
Secretary of State. Jeff spoke for the amendment
and Dow Constantine spoke against it. Dow had
received an e-mail from the King County Director of
Elections accusing Jason of misleading voters by
saying that King County used bar codes that could
be traced back to the voter. The motion failed. [For
more information on the origins of the e-mail, go to
page 4.]

The budget was amended to increase the
allocations to Chris Gregoire and Peter Goldmark
from $1,000 to $2,000.

Steve Karbowski reports that the proposed rules of
the Leadership Development Committee will be
presented to the Executive Board for vote at the
September meeting.

Dorsol Plants spoke about the Highland Park Action
Committee. The City of Seattle released a low-rise
versus high-rise study, concluding that a low-rise jall
is the best option. Dorsol finds this logic flawed.
According to land use codes a jail can be sited only
in downtown unless a conditional use permit is
issued. He suggests expanding the regional justice
center in Kent or an eastside community because
Seattle already has the level 3 sex offender facility.

Walter Sive moved to Endorse Terry Bergeson for
Superintendent of Public Instruction. School Board
member Steve Sundquist and former Board
member Barbara Schaad-Lamphere spoke in favor;
Long-time teacher Diane Burke and recent West
Seattle High graduate Tyler Smith spoke against.
The motion failed 22 in favor; 28 opposed.

Dow Constantine moved to endorse Proposition 1
Mass Transit Now. Motion passed.

Dow moved to endorse a No vote on King County
Initiative 26 which would make most county offices
non-partisan and a vote for the Council Option for
second part of ballot. Dow and Chris Arkills spoke in
favor; Ann Martin and Michael Taylor spoke against.
The motion passed easily.

Motions were made and passed to endorse a Yes
vote on Initiative 1000, Death with Dignity, and a No
vote on the Tim Eyman Initiative 985.

Three PCOs were appointed: Tina Parshall in
SEA 34-1456 Barbara Shull, SEA 34-1440, and
Sherry Leake in BUR 34-0402.

The meeting adjourned after good of the order, a bit
later than usual, 9:41.
