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The Southwest and Delridge District 
Councils, along with the West Seattle 
Blog, have sponsored a West Seattle 
Volunteer Recognition campaign to 
honor those people who give of their 
time to help make our neighborhood a 
better place. PCO Beth Grieser was 
one of the six who were the first 
recipients of this award.   
 
Beth was honored primarily for her work 
at the White Center Food Bank  where 
she organized the fourth Wednesday 
evening group in June of 2006 and has 
been keeping it going ever since. The 
Fourth Wednesday Group is a 
dedicated bunch and Beth has 
managed to keep the group together 

and happy. She has a knack for knowing who works well together and who would be best 
at what job. In addition to Fourth Wednesday, she has made sure that donation barrels 
were at our local grocery stores and has organized food drives.  
 
In addition, she is Vice Chair of the West Seattle Democratic Women and was Chair for 
several years before that. She has also volunteered with Southwest Youth and Family 
Services. 
 
The other recipients were Tim and Carol Winston of West Seattle Hi-Yu, youth mentor 
Marcus Stubblefield, co-chair Mike Dady of the North Delridge Neighborhood Council, 
Erica Karlovits and Cindy Barker from the Southwest District Council, Sustainable West 
Seattle’s Bill Reiswig, and WestSide Baby’s Nancy McDonnell. 
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For once, there’s good news. Lands Commissioner Peter Goldmark sent a letter to 
Northwest Aggregates (Glacier) asking how the company plans to comply with the terms 
of the lease issued to them by Doug Sutherland that would allow them to build a 305 foot 
dock over the Maury Island Environmental Aquatic Reserve. This reserve is owned by the 
State of Washington and was leased to Northwest Aggregates for a measly $1,500 a year 
by former Lands Commissioner Doug Sutherland, one of his last actions as Land 
Commissioner between the time he lost the election and the time Goldmark took office. 
Just coincidentally of course, Northwest Aggregates donated $50,000 to Sutherland’s 
campaign. In the letter, Goldmark expressed grave concern that the dock and gravel-
loading operation would affect the health of Puget Sound and the aquatic reserve, and 
that the company “has not submitted sufficient information to demonstrate lease 
compliance.” 
 
In a statement to the press, Goldmark said that it’s not clear how or if Glacier will 
implement and monitor actions to ensure compliance within the existing lease. He has 
asked Glacier to cease operations at the site until the questions in his letter are answered 
and construction will be put on hold until they are. The questions Goldmark is asking are 
not easy to answer and it’s difficult to see how Glacier could answer them to the Land 
Commissioner’s satisfaction. With present technology, it would be close to impossible to 
build the dock and barge gravel without causing harm to the reserve. Glacier’s work on 
the dock has been on hold to protect Chinook salmon and they were due to resume 
construction on August 15. There is a small window when work can be done without 
causing harm to the salmon. 
 
Preserve Our Islands has been fighting to save Maury Island for over ten years. With the 
election of a Lands Commissioner who actually has the best interests of our environment 
at heart, we might actually win.

There are strong 
feelings on both sides.  
 
The North Highline South Annexation will decide on 
Proposition 1 whether or not the southern part will be 
annexed to Burien. We have endorsed a Yes vote.

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First, we met a new candidate for King County Assessor, 
Robert Rosenberger.  He spent 24 years working in the 
assessor's office, and he has been active in the Democratic 
party, as a PCO, a delegate to our state and county 
organizations, and chair of his district.  Candidates may 
continue to file for this position until August 21, so KCDCC 
will not endorse a candidate until the August 25th meeting. 
 
We next endorsed a group of candidates by 
acclamation.  This included candidates for city councils in 
eight cities outside Seattle.  In addition, we endorsed a 
Federal Way municipal court candidate. (Please see our 
website for details.)   For Seattle school board, district 5, 
Kay Smith Blum was endorsed, in addition to Mary Bass, 
who had been previously endorsed.  In district 7, Charlie 
Mas remains the single endorsed candidate by the KCDCC. 
 
We voted unanimously to support a campaign to vote YES 
on Referendum 71, should petitioners gain enough 
signatures to place this measure on the November 
ballot.  On the ballot a YES vote will reaffirm the legislation 
passed in Olympia this year supporting equality in 
marriage.  Note that this is a reversal of the petition now 
circulating for signatures, in which support would overturn 
the legislation.  More to come on this later, as we will need a 
large mobilization effort to make certain rights granted by 
our legislators are not overturned at the ballot box. 
 
The main program was a presentation on the Karen 
Marchioro Memorial Project.  Karen Marchioro was a highly 
involved, effective Democratic Party activist over a long 
period of time, culminating in her leadership as Washington 
State Democratic Chair.  In her memory, the state party has 
set up the Marchioro Democratic History Project.  The 
purpose of this project is to "make accessible the rich history 
and traditions of the Washington State Democratic 
Party."  We will be building an archive available to 
researchers and will house the materials on a DP History 
website.  Each legislative district should identify one 
representative to help collect historic memorabilia on a local 
level.  We will be looking for photos, videos, bulletins, and 
oral histories.  So, history buffs, this is your opportunity.  
 
We need to fight for passage of the housing levy.  This 
campaign is just starting up; we need a coordinator for this 
from the 34th. 
 
Other news:  The number of state committee meetings will 
decrease from 4 to 3 next year.  KCDCC picnic will be held 
on the grounds of the Renton Carpenters' Hall August 22,  
4-7 p.m..  Our County organization needs your support! 
 
Our health care petition, requesting that our Senators 
Murray and Cantwell work to see that single payer is 
included in committee discussions and that the inclusion of 
at least a strong public option is included in any legislation, 
has over 1100 signatures.  These have been turned in to 
our Senators, and we are working to discuss our results first 
hand.  More to come at our 34th LD health care forum 
August 12th!

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As the King County Executive race heats up right after 
Commissioner of Public Lands Peter Goldmark questioned 
Glacier N.W. about how their massive barge loading facility 
could protect an aquatic reserve, it seems time to ask where 
do the Executive candidates stand on the Maury Island 
mining issue. 
 
Fortunately, or perhaps regretfully, I am all too familiar with 
Ross Hunter and Fred Jarrett's views about Maury Island. 
While both of these candidates herald that they support the 
Puget Sound Partnership, they do not extend their support 
to protecting the Maury Island Aquatic Reserve. Both Hunter 
and Jarrett were very clear during my first legislative session 
that the "sand" on Maury Island was more important that 
protecting this critical shoreline. 
 
First of all, the material on Maury Island is primarily fill dirt 
not sand. That is why Glacier wanted to get the mine 
permitted for the third runway contract where millions of tons 
of fill material was needed. The composition of what is on 
the site has changed based on the spin the multinational 
corporation is selling in Olympia. In fact it changes almost 
as often as the corporation's name which has been Lonestar 
N.W., Glacier N.W., and now Cal/Portland. 
 
Larry Phillips has supported Dow regarding Glacier N.W. 
Regretfully, Phillips now has Jamie Durkan (aka Martin 
Durkan, Jr.), Glacier's lobbyist, helping on his campaign. 
Both Jamie Durkan and his sister, Ryan Durkan, one of 
Glacier's attorneys, are backing Phillips. Will it influence how 
he looks at the Maury issue? I hope not. 
 
Many of you know I was very upset when the Times 
endorsed Ross Hunter and Fred Jarrett. Protecting Puget 
Sound, protecting Maury Island, are part of the reason for 
my reaction. Jarrett and Hunter have undermined efforts to 
legislatively protect this valuable shoreline and the next 
Executive could influence the future of Maury Island.

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In Case You Missed Our Endorsement  Meeting . . . 
We had a huge crowd for our endorsement meeting. There 
were 212 credentialed members, and who knows how many 
candidates and campaign managers, the press, and guests. 
The Hall was packed. 
 
The meeting was called to order a bit late, at 7:20 p.m. because 
of a mix-up with the ballots. The first item on the agenda, after 
the approval of the agenda and minutes, the flag salute and 
explanation of the rules, was the block endorsement of Rob 
Holland, Port of Seattle Position 3; Max Vekich, Port of Seattle 
Position 4; Brian Bennett, Burien City Council Position 7; and 
No on Tim Eyman’s latest tax initiative, I-1033. The block 
endorsement passed easily by voice vote. 
 
Speeches and nominations for one race began before the 
balloting for the previous race or races was tallied. In addition 
many races went to three ballots. Because of this, it might be a 
bit confusing to try to figure out who was endorsed from reading 
this meeting rundown, so you may want to check out the list on 
Page 4 for the final results.  
 
The first position considered was for the open seat on the 
Seattle City Council, Position 8. Rusty Williams, David Miller, 
Bobby Forch, Jordan Royer, Mike O’Brien and Robert 
Rosencrantz were nominated. While the first ballots were being 
tallied, we moved on to the second endorsement. 
 
Jack Block, Jr. was nominated for Burien City Council Position 
1, and No Endorsement was also nominated.  
 
The results came in for the first ballot for Position 8, Seattle City 
Council. David Miller and Robert Rosencrantz were the top vote 
getters and we went on to the second ballot. 
 
John Creighton is unopposed for Port Commissioner, Position 
2, but that doesn’t mean there wasn’t controversy. Stephen 
Lamphear nominated No Endorsement, because he didn’t see 
any Democrats in the race. On his KCDCC questionnaire, 
Creighton didn’t explicitly say that he was a Democrat, but that 
his values and governing 
record align with the 
Democratic Party. Marcee 
Stone spoke of his 
environmentalism and said 
that he was a Democrat and 
was endorsed by the King 
County Democrats.  
 
In the meantime, the results 
of the Position 8 race come 
in, and neither candidate 
received two-thirds of the 
vote, so Miller and 
Rosencrantz went to a third 
ballot for dual or no 
endorsement.  
 
The results of the Port 
Commissioner Position 1 
race  followed, and John 
Creighton did not receive 
enough votes for 
endorsement.  

The next race was for Seattle City Council Position 4. Dorsol 
Plants, Sally Bagshaw and David Bloom were nominated. 
Again, in this race there was some question to whether or not 
a candidate was a Democrat. Sally Bagshaw worked for Norm 
Maleng and Dan Satterberg and was Rob McKenna’s legal 
advisor in King County and considered them friends. Michael 
Taylor said that he understood somewhat, but that you don’t 
send letters seeking funding for Republicans and then come 
asking for votes from Democrats. Sharon Nelson knew Sally 
Bagshaw from her days at the King County Council and made 
a passionate speech in support of her. 
 
The results came in for Seattle City Council Position 8, and 
David Miller and Robert Rosencrantz received a dual 
endorsement. 
 
Next, nominations were taken for Seattle City Council Position 
2. David Ginsberg and Richard Conlin were nominated. 
 
The results came back for position 4, and no candidate 
received two-thirds of the vote; Dorsol Plants and Sally 
Bagshaw went on to a second ballot. 
 
The results came back from Seattle City Council Position 2, 
and it was a heartbreaker for PCO David Ginsberg, but a 
second chance for Richard Conlin. Ginsberg needed 123 
votes for sole endorsement, but he received 122. There was 
quite a bit of discussion as to whether a signed but unvoted  
ballot was a spoiled ballot, which would add to the total to be 
counted thereby raising the number of votes needed for 
endorsement, or whether it was an abstention, which wouldn’t. 
The Parliamentarian advised that it was a spoiled ballot, and 
the Chair ruled with him. After much discussion, a motion was 
made for a revote, and another motion asking for a hand vote. 
These motions passed and in the second vote, there was still 
no endorsement, so we went on to the second ballot. 
 
Next was the City Attorney’s race. Tom Carr and Peter 
Holmes were nominated. A motion was made to suspend the 
rules and conduct the rest of the meeting by hand count 

instead of paper ballots, but 
the motion was defeated. 
 
The results came in for the 
last two ballots. David 
Ginsberg and Richard Conlin 
for Position 2, and Dorsol 
Plants and Sally Bagshaw for 
Position 4 received dual 
endorsements. 
 
We then moved on to the 
race that everyone was 
waiting for: Mayor of Seattle. 
Greg Nickels, Mike McGinn, 
Jan Drago, Joe Mallahan and 
James Donaldson were 
nominated. Norman Sigler 
was nominated, but was 
disqualified because he was 
nominated by someone who 
was not a member of the 
34th District Democrats. Only

34th District voting members may nominate or speak for a candidate, and no member came forward to 
nominate him.  
 
The next race was for Seattle City Council Position 2. Nick Licata, Marty Kaplan and Jessie Israel were 
nominated. 
 
The results for City Attorney race came in. Tom Car received 68% of the vote, giving him the only sole 
endorsement of the evening.  
 
Shortly afterward, the results of the Mayor’s race came in. It was close: Greg Nickels received 64% of the 
vote. He and Mike McGinn moved on to the third ballot. The results for Position 6 came in and Nick Licata and 
Jessie Israel moved on to a second ballot.  
 
While waiting for the results, we moved on to Seattle Referendum 1 regarding the bag fee. There was passion 
on both sides, one side concerned about the environment; the other about a regressive fee. Neither side 
received the required two-thirds, so we take no position on this measure. In the meantime, it was announced 
that neither Licata nor Israel received two-thirds of the vote, so we moved to a third ballot.  
 
North Highline South Annexation was taken up next. By a hand vote, a Yes vote was endorsed. 
 
A quorum call was asked for; we had more than the twenty needed for a quorum. 
 
The results for the Mayor’s race came in followed by the race for Position 6. Nickels and McGinn were 
endorsed for Mayor, and Licata and Israel were endorsed for Position 6. 
 
Several items that were not on the agenda were then taken up. Anne 
Ellington was endorsed for Court of Appeals; the Decline to Sign R-71 
campaign was endorsed. Motions were made to endorse both Charlie Mas 
and Betty Patu for the School Board seat currently held by Cheryl Chow, who 
is not running. After balloting it was ruled that this race was not eligible for 
endorsement at this time because this seat is not in the 34th District, which is 
required for endorsement.  
 
The meeting adjourned shortly before midnight.
