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Georgie Bright Kunkel made an important assertion in her 
recent letter to the editor. I have been bothered for years by 
an error made in 1886 by the Supreme Court in its decision 
to grant corporations the same rights as living persons under 
the 14th Amendment to the Constitution.  
 
Following is a quote from David Korten's The Post-Corporate 
World, Life After Capitalism: In 1886 . . . in the case of Santa 
Clara County v. Southern Pacific Railroad Company, the 
U.S. Supreme Court decided that a private corporation is a 
person and entitled to the legal rights and protections the 
Constitutions affords to any person. Because the 
Constitution makes no mention of corporations, it is a fairly 
clear case of the Court's taking it upon itself to rewrite the 
Constitution. Far more remarkable, however, is that the 
doctrine of corporate personhood, which subsequently 
became a cornerstone of corporate law, was introduced into 
this 1886 decision without argument. According to the official 
case record, Supreme Court Justice Morrison Remick Waite 
simply pronounced before the beginning of argument in the 
case of Santa Clara County v. Southern Pacific Railroad 
Company that it does. The court reporter duly entered into 
the summary record of the Court's findings that 'The 
defendant Corporations are persons.” 
 
The court does not wish to hear argument on the question 
whether the provision in the Fourteenth Amendment to the 
Constitution, which forbids a State to deny to any person 
within its jurisdiction the equal protection of the laws, applies 
to these corporations. We are all of opinion that it does.'" 
 
I am no Al Gore. But I am not afraid to speak against 
corporate personhood. Can the course of history be 
reverted? Can the Constitution be un-rewritten? Is there a 
constitutional scholar in a position of national importance 
who knows about this? If so, would he dare to speak of this 
truth? Now THAT would give me HOPE.

The 34th District Democrats’ King County 
Committeewoman, Dr. Lisa Plymate, led an exhaustive, 
informative, well-received five-person panel on health 
care options to highlight the May meeting of the King 
County Democratic Central Committee, Tuesday, May 26 
at the Carpenters’ Hall in Renton. 
 
The panel included Dr. Hugh Foy, Harborview Hospital; 
Dr. David Baughan, Group Health Hospital, Olympia; 
Larry Kalb, Health Care for All, and former chair of the 
State Party’s Progressive Caucus, and health policy 
expert Chris Toal. 
 
The panel members outlined the differing levels of health 
insurance, the various bills before Congress and their 
prospects, the economics of health care and health 
insurance in the major industrialized nations, and the 
need for concerted action for a government run single-
payer system, or at least a public option. 
 
The Central Committee heard from candidates Joe 
Mallahan and James Donaldson, Mayor of Seattle; Dow 
Constantine and Larry Phillips, King County Executive; 
Tom Carr and Peter Holmes, Seattle City Attorney, Rich 
Medved, King County Assessor; David Miller, Rusty 
Williams, and Jessie Israel, Seattle City Council; Brian 
Bennett, Burien City Council, and Tom Albro, Seattle  
Port Commission. 
 
KCDCC will be conducting endorsement interviews with 
candidates Saturday, June 6, at the Carpenters’ Hall from  
9 AM to 7 PM. 
 
The Central Committee heard reports from the First Vice 
Chair (Technology), Second Vice Chair (Resolutions), 
Third Vice Chair (Finance), and Fourth Vice chair 
(Elections). 
 
The 34th District’s Ann Martin, State Committeewoman 
from King County, is the new chair of the KCDCC 
Multicultural Networking Committee. King County 
Democratic Party Chair Susan Sheary presented the 
multicultural events schedule, and encouraged 
participation. Anyone interested should please  
contact Ann. 
 
One of those events will be the Seattle Pride Parade, 
Sunday, June 28. 34th District State Committeeman  
Chris Porter will be representing KCDCC in this parade. 
Those interested in participating are encouraged to 
contact Chris.

No one would disagree that this was the most brutal 
legislative session in memory. In December, the budget 
shortfall was estimated to be around $6 billion. If that 
wasn’t bad enough, within a month it swelled to over $9 
billion, or about a quarter of the state’s operating budget. 
Three billion in one-time federal stimulus dollars and $2 
billion from fund shifts, use of reserves, and public 
employee compensation reductions helped, but $4 billion 
in cuts were still needed to balance the budget. We were 
not alone. Other states have fared even worse than ours.  
 
At our last meeting, our three legislators gave us a 
summary of the session. 
 
Senator Joe McDermott was pleased to announce that 
finally, with the “Everything But Marriage” act, same sex 
couples will have the same rights as married couples.  
 
The definition of basic education has not changed since 
the 1970s, but things have obviously  changed since then. 
Passage of a bill expanding that definition should mean 
greater funding of our schools by 2018. Four bills were 
worked into two, leaving out the more controversial parts. 
The bills increase high school graduation course 
requirements, and a six period day in high and middle 
school were included. These changes should prepare 
high school graduates for college or for anything else they 
plan on doing after high school.  
 
A bill Joe sponsored passed, making the State of 
Washington the fifth state to enter a binding agreement 
with other states to cast their presidential electoral votes 
for the national popular vote winner, once participating 
states collectively have a majority of electoral vote. 

Election Day voter registration is not there yet, but it’s 
getting closer. A bill passed allowing in-person registration 
up to eight days before an election, and providing 
automatic address update of registration within the 
county. A bill eliminating the requirement to mail ballots to 
inactive voters also passed. Joe emphasized that 
“inactive” does not mean that you didn’t vote in the last 
election. It truly means “inactive.”  Even so, if a voter is 
taken off the voter rolls, they can easily be added back. 
 
Representative Sharon Nelson ’s proudest 
accomplishment this session was getting her Payday 
Lending bill passed. The bill provides for allowing 
installment payments with a maximum payment of $75.  
There was much opposition by the lenders, and even after 
it passed the legislature, there was worry that significant 
parts would be vetoed by the Governor. The payday 
lending industry had been lobbying her heavily. Happily, 
the Governor signed the bill as presented.  
 
The widening of the off ramp from the Spokane Street 
Viaduct was another bone of contention. Some of the 
legislators from the north of the city attempted to freeze 

the $50 million needed for this project. But with help from 
Bob Hasegawa, Dave Upthegrove, and Tina Orwall, the 
money is still there. 
 
After the environmentalists lost a battle and those supporting 
the Workers Privacy Act were “thrown under the bus” over 
an e-mail, House Democrats from both the working family 
and environmental caucuses formed the Blue-Green 
Alliance. These “rebels with a cause” met at night and knew 
each other by their blue and green yin and yang buttons. 
With both groups organizing and working together, the 
coalition was able to pass two bills: the first was an addition 
in unemployment benefits at both the State and Federal 
level. The second was a pollution tax of $1.50 per barrel to 
clean up the waterways. This bill even got some Republican 
support because no one wants to go on record as being for 
big oil. Unfortunately the bill was stalled in the Senate. This 
House appears to be considerably more progressive than 
the Senate. 
 
Representative Eileen Cody said that it was her 15th 
session and she was never so happy to hear the gavel drop 
to adjourn. She has the unenviable position, for this session 
anyway, as Chair of  Health Care Committee. Health care 
was hit particularly hard by the budget cuts. A major victory 
was saving the General Assistance Unemployable (GAU), 
but with cuts. Some on the other side looked on it as the 
“deserving poor” versus the “undeserving poor.” But at least 
it passed. 
 
Maintaining an expansion of Children’s Health Care also 
passed and Eileen is proud to say that 97% of children in the 
State of Washington are insured. It was contentious at the 
beginning, but that was put to rest early and the bill passed 
fairly easily. 
 
One bill that she is pleased with, and which didn’t affect the 
budget, was one concerning diagnostic imaging. These 
overused procedures not only cost exorbitant amounts of 
money, but their worth is often negligible, and they can 
cause harm because of the radiation. She sponsored a bill 
last year, which had the support of radiologists, that would 
have prevented practitioners from benefiting financially by 
self-referring to their own equipment. This was opposed by 
the doctors who had the equipment, and the bill failed. This 
year all parties came to an agreement to work together to 
find a solution. This bill passed. 
 
One strange aspect of this session is that a record number of 
bills were passed. Because of the budget cuts, small bills 
were passed that would have been part of larger bills.  
 
There were some other bright spots: The bill allowing felons’ 
voting rights passed. It was weakened somewhat by an 
amendment making it possible that people could still lose 
that right if their financial obligations are not kept up to date. 
But the bill passed, and that was a victory in itself.

The program for this meeting was a rundown of the last 
legislative session . For a summary, see page 5. 
 
New Business brought a crew of candidates all vying for 
our support. Candidates for Seattle City Council included 
Robert Rosencrantz, position 8; David Bloom, position 4; 
Marty Kaplan, position 6; and Sally Bagshaw, position 8. 
Jack Block, Jr. is running for position 7 on Burien’s City 
Council. Peter Holmes is running for Seattle City Attorney.  
 
Tara Jo Heinecke , a past  33rd District Chair, was 
appointed PCO for Marian Precinct. 
 
The Resolution Opposing the Closure of the Evergree n 
Pool passed unanimously. Cherisse Luxa spoke for the 
resolution, citing all the reasons the pool is so important to 
the community. 
 
The Proposed Bylaws Amendment was one of two 
firestorms of the evening. Brian Earl presented a bylaws 
amendment that would replace Article IX, Section 5,  that 
refers to our PCO and member lists. Cherisse Luxa 
proposed an amendment allowing members of the 34th to 
gain access to the full membership list, with a two thirds 
majority vote of the Executive Board. After a healthy 
debate, the amendment passed. Finally, the proposed 
amendment with Cherisse’s amendment passed. 
 
The Proposed Changes to the Endorsement Rules was 
the second firestorm of the evening. Walter Sive presented 
the proposed changes to the membership, stating that the 
rules would allow the membership to make a more 
informed vote, streamline the process, and provide a 
private vote.  
 
Ivan Weiss proposed a striker amendment that would have 
preserved the rules we now have. The Chair ruled the 
amendment out of order because it had not been 
presented to the membership prior to the meeting. Ivan 
then proposed an amendment striking the complete 
section 7.3, which would have had nearly the same effect 
as the striker amendment. The amendment was defeated.  
 
Liza Giba proposed an amendment to eliminate Section 3, 
which would have allowed the Executive Board to schedule 
endorsements outside of the annual endorsement 
meetings. After considerable back and forth this 
amendment passed; then the whole package passed. 
 
The Good of the Order was jam packed with  many 
candidates running for office. We adjourned at 9:54 p.m. 
What a night!
