Report from King County Democrats Meeting of March 28

The program was an online demonstration of the
King County Demaocratic Central Committee
Website (KCDems.org) by First Vice Chair Rob
Dolin. The goals of the website are to provide a
community calendar, a news/blog and a volunteer
database. The site will allow users to get involved
by entering information about themselves, their
interests and what they would like to do for the
party. “Power-users,” e.g., chairs and district
officers, will be able to sign up to log in and get
access to these volunteers, “activists.” There are
ways to filter volunteers for various tasks. There
also is a “dashboard” that lets the power-user see
how many volunteers there are under each task
category. People can add events to the event
calendar, post news/blogs, send emails, create
online petitions and surveys and use other tools.
Action Item: You can become involved if you are
interested in taking the site further.

Sharon Mast said that districts have been invited to
sell food at the County Convention. The district
selling gets to keep the profits. Action Item: If you
are interested in getting the 34™ District involved in
this effort, you should talk to Ivan or others on the
executive board.

Gurine Nordby asked the districts to assign a poll
worker coordinator. Training will be from 10 to noon
on Saturday, April 1. (Ann Martin is coordinator for
the 34" District. See Bulletin Board if you have
volunteers to recommend or wish to volunteer
yourself.) Action Item: Find volunteers to work as
poll workers, or volunteer yourself.

The Platform Committee has created a short
values section and 200 items of detailed
discussion. The values will be printed up for easy
distribution to voters. A motion was passed to
allocate $500 to the printing of the values piece
(about 11,000 pieces).

The Legislative Action Committee (LAC) is working
on the next legislative session. Kudos were given
by legislators to the Governor for her involvement
during the legislative session. Action Item: Become
involved in the LAC either directly or by raising
issues, resolutions, etc. for its consideration.

Support was urged for Initiative 937, which would
require graduated increases in electrical power
generation in Washington from alternative fuels by
2020 (206-283-3335 or yeson937.org).

Three resolutions, each passed unanimously, were
adopted. The first urges voters not to sign the anti-
equal rights initiative and referendum that is
expected to be files. The campaign against the

ballot measures can be found at www.
washingtonwontdiscriminate.org. The other two
resolutions deal will support for a censure of
President Bush and appointment of a special
prosecutor to investigate wrongful doings as a
result of unlawful and unauthorized wire tapping.

Under new business a motion was made to
suspend the rules to allow consideration of a
motion to endorse Senator Maria Cantwell. After
considerable discussion the motion to suspend
failed to achieve the required 2/3 majority. Notice of
the consideration of an endorsement motion will be
given for the next meeting, at which time the
endorsement will be in order under the rules.

Update on Voting Rights of Felons
At our February 8 meeting we approved a
resolution calling for the passage of Senate Bill
6651 and House Bill 2873 which would
automatically have restored the right to vote upon
the offender’s release from prison. However, the
bill was not brought up for a vote before the cut-off
date. Our present law requires that all outstanding
court fees and legal financial obligations be paid.
These can oftentimes take years and years to pay
and leave the offender disenfranchised.

But on March 27, that part of the law was declared
unconstitutional because it violates the equal-
protection provisions of both state and federal
constitutions because it discriminates against the
poor. In his summary judgment, the judge wrote “It
Is well recognized that there is simply no rational
relationship between the ability to pay and the
exercise of constitutional rights.” The State will
appeal the ruling. Stay tuned.

Minutes of the 34" District Democrats Meeting of March 8, 2006

Chair lvan Weiss called the meeting to order at 7:06 PM.
Richard Bartlett led the flag salute. The agenda and the
minutes of the February meeting were approved.

Chair Weiss recognized elected officials who were
present, including Seattle City Councilmember Sally Clark
and King County Councilmember Dow Constantine.

Program

Mark Wilson, candidate for Maria Cantwell's U. S. Senate
seat, wants to reach out to military families and labor. One
reason we engage in military adventures ithat we®@e
organized our economy around all things military and
invested so much in it. He proposes taking a huge portion
of this money and directing it towards a national back-to-
works program to bring renewable energy resources and
sources to communities.

In the question and answer session, Wilson expressed
opposition to Bush policies which take us in a direction of
mutually assured destruction, and for sensible, immediate
withdrawal of our troops from Iraqg.

He opposes drilling in ANWR and says we need to push
renewable energy through Apollo Alliance and similar
initiatives.

He would have voted no to cloture and against Alito’s
confirmation.

He thinks we need to renegotiate CAFTA and similar trade
agreements - we®e outsourced a million jobs with the
result that China adding is adding 30,000 vehicles to the
world in Beijing alone.

He believes that there is a collision impending between
peak oil and global warming and we need to go renewable
in a huge way. We need to move away from the family
car.

Wilson would make Bush'’s final two years in office a
nightmare for W and company and we need to unify
behind whoever is the nominee. We also need to elect
Darcy Burner and get a Democratic majority in Congress.

He is only running against Cantwell because he feels she
does not represent Washington State and is not re-
electable. Our own State party platform needs to be a
litmus test for support and she must commit to it.

Wilson has run for office as a Libertarian, Green, and now
a Democrat. Won't that harm his chances? Wilson
believes one of his greatest strengths is his ability to reach
out to others. He is able to talk to issues.

Megan Dixon works with the “yes on 1-937” - clean energy
initiative. Twenty-one other states have passed a
renewable energy program. Texas has one of the
strongest renewable energy programs. Environmental
impacts are a strong concern including reducing pollution

and global warming. Such reductions will benefit world
farms. Passing this initiative increases the amount of
wind power in Washington State: each turbine will
generate $5000 for the farmer owning the land. The
initiative needs to collect 160,000 signatures by June 30th
this year to get the initiative on the ballot. This initiative
will also unite the progressives of Washington state and
help wrest the initiative process from Tim Eyman.

Richard Conlin is chair of the Environment, Emergency
Management and Utilities Committee. We have some
serious needs to make sure our City is as prepared as it
possibly can be. We need to get the information out to the
neighborhoods. Earthquake preparation and pandemic
flu are top priorities.

Conlin, Drago and Della are members of a special
committee on annexation. They will work with Burien and
other jurisdictions to help illuminate the issues and come
to a decision this year.

The legislature approved a measure which puts the City
Council in the position of approving the alternative for the
viaduct. The Council can conduct public hearing / process
and vote itself to recommend an alternative, or put an
advisory measure on the ballot in November.

The Legislature’s mandated deadline is November 1 for
the Council to act. The Seattle City Council never has had
the authority to act on the issue before - now they do. Itis
unusual for the Council to be put in the position of
influencing this decision. Mitigation of the problems of
commuting and noise during the construction process is
another portion of this decision.
