Following is a resolution from the 34th District Executive Board that was presented to the Washington State Democrats

at their April 2 meeting in Pasco:

WHEREAS the Bankruptcy “reform” bill (S. 256) recently passed by the United States Senate would reduce drastically
the options for financially distressed Americans to seek Chapter 7 bankruptcy relief;

WHEREAS recent academic studies have indicated that a leading cause of bankruptcy is medical necessity;

WHEREAS several attempts to reduce the effects of this legislation on elderly homeowners, active military personnel,
victims of crime, and medically distressed families were defeated in the Senate by the Republican majority and a few

Democrats;

WHEREAS the special interest lending community (banks, credit card companies, “payday” lenders) have not
demonstrated any serious losses from existing bankruptcy legislation, but continue to extend credit to known bad risks,

demanding that the taxpayers insulate them from risk;

WHEREAS the Republican leadership has demanded that the Senate version of this “reform” be passed through the
House of Representatives without amendment, and without a Conference Committee;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that we, the Washington State Democratic Central Committee, call on each and every
one of our state’s United States Representatives to oppose this legislation, and work actively for its defeat.




County Council members Larry Philips and Bob Ferguson
were recognized as was Seattle Mayor Greg Nickels.

The Mayor highlighted joining 110 cities in the United
States who will sign the Kyoto Protocol by June 9 and
increasing Seattle investments in housing, fire stations and
schools. When asked what Seattle City Light and other
energy “sinks” are doing to get into renewable energy
sources, he pointed to the Skagit power dam, wind power
purchases and use of biodiesel. The goal is no net
increase in global warming emissions. Other questions
about annexation policies, the waterfront street car,
development along Aurora and the Alaskan Way Viaduct
also were raised.

Ray Minchew spoke about the origins, inspired by John
Dean, and growth of Democracy for America and
specifically about the Democracy for Washington group.
ACTION: Check out their website at:
www.democracyforwashington.com. This group is working
to bring the progressive message to action by electing
progressive candidates. Use of the electronic media is its
focus, networking to bring contribution and channel
volunteers to those candidates and issues that represent
the progressive message. The grassroots need to be
viewed differently than they have been traditionally viewed
by the Party; these are real people who do real work, not
just attend fundraisers and come out at elections. His
message was, “trust the grassroots.”

the Renton Carpenters Hall will focus on working our
districts to fill poll worker positions with Democrats. The
past few elections have served to remind us how important
these positions are. ACTION: If you are interested in
working either as a coordinator (i.e., making phone calls to
PCOs and prospective poll workers) or working as a poll
worker or both, please call Ann Martin at 206-935-4693.

The state central committee will hold congressional district
grassroots meetings in April. The nomination cycle for
2005 will be discussed in the Rules Committee. It is
expected a PCO-based nomination process will be
adopted. Questions raised about the primary and this party
process were not clearly answered. ACTION: Keep an
eye on this because, if you are a PCO, you are likely to
have an important role in determining who our candidates
for partisan offices will be in November.

After much discussion about who should do it, a resolution
was passed to have the Judicial Board, which was elected
at the Congressional District Caucuses, review the
problems associated with delayed reporting by the
Washington State Central Committee to the Public
Disclosure Committee.

Current legislative interest is in restructuring
mental health care, sex education, emission
standards, simple majority to pass school
levies, prescription drugs (HB 1219), the
Human Rights Commission (HB 1515) and the I
federal bankruptcy bill (SB 256).

On Monday, February 21, four of us from the 34"

Creekmore, and me — went to Rep. Adam
Smith’s Town Hall meeting in Federal Way to
lobby him to oppose the Bankruptcy “Reform”
Bill.

Not only did we make our presence known, as |
chronicled on the 34™ District Democrats Web
site, www.34dems.org, we continued to provide
Rep. Smith with hard information, from
professionals in the bankruptcy field, including an
article from the Los Angeles Times http://
tinyurl.com/46526 .
