Good of the Order  
Adjourn  
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As this is being written, the National Democratic 
convention interrupts a rather quiet summer to 
remind Democrats we have 3 months left to win 
back the Presidency. Among the hot issues, the 
pharmaceutical industry is betting people care 
about health care …..seven pharmaceutical 
companies are among the 36 top contributors to 
the Democratic National Convention, donating a 
total of between $2.5 and $5 million. According to 
the Indianapolis Star (July 26), this is “notable 
because drug companies generally contribute more 
to the Republicans.” Check back after the 
Republican convention! John Kerry’s proposal to 
expand health care coverage is estimated to cost 
$653 billion over 10 years, financed in part by the 
repeal of tax cuts for families whose annual 
incomes exceed $200,000. 
 
The tax-cut issue will revive when Congress returns 
in September, with the White House again 
demanding an irresponsible five-year extension 
costing more than $100 billion, not the more limited 
two-year measure that failed recently. Before 
Congress adjourned for its August recess last week 
it cleared only one fiscal 2005 spending bill…a 
$418 billion defense appropriations bill. The 
measure (HR 4613), which includes $25 billion in 
emergency funding for operations in Iraq and 
Afghanistan. The House passed 10 of the 13 
regular spending bills for next year and Senate 
GOP leaders are now expected to roll the spending 
bills into an omnibus bill to be considered after 
Labor Day. The most contentious domestic 
spending measures are for veterans, labor/health/
education, and transportation and Congressional 
Quarterly magazine suggests that Congress may 
go into a lame-duck session after the November 2 
elections if it becomes frozen due to presidential 
election politics. 
 
The good news is that the Federal Marriage 
Amendment failed to get even a majority of votes to 
move it forward in the Senate. If adopted, this 
amendment would have denied states the right to 
decide who can get married in their states and 
preempt the constitutions of the 50 states. 
Massachusetts is currently the only state that 
permits gay and lesbian couples to marry. To learn 
more check the ACLU website: www.aclu.org. 
 
Unfortunately, Congress failed to block the Bush 
overtime pay take-away before it adjourned. 
Starting on Aug. 23, employers can begin 
reclassifying many workers as ineligible for 
overtime. For more explanation of the Bush 
overtime pay take-away follow this link: http://
www.unionvoice.org/ct/5d1XtQ910pCl.  
 

Other snippets:  
Army recruiting all time low: Army officials 
confirmed last Wednesday that none of the Army’s 
five recruiting brigades met assigned goals for new 
recruits between March and July. That has forced 
the Army to speed up induction of recruits who had 
signed to begin their service at various times over 
the next year. As of June 30, for example, the 
delayed entry program had just 2,260 recruits, vs. 
12,236 a year ago. Even with the planned addition 
of 1,000 more recruiters, and bonuses of up to 
$10,000 to entice outgoing soldiers to re-enlist, 
Army officials are still not sure they can meet force-
level goals without forcing more involuntary service 
and duty rotations. Chattanooga Times Free Press 
(Tennessee) July 25. 
 
Reimportation of prescription drugs: The Wall St. 
Journal (7/22) and the Philadelphia Inquirer (7/26) 
recently examined the increased number of 
Canadian pharmacies that have begun to seek 
supplies from outside the US because U.S. 
Pharmaceutical companies have limited supplies to 
help prevent reimportation. (Drug companies must 
repay the administration whose door is always 
open to them!) 
 
Bush blocks medical suits: The administration has 
been in court to block lawsuits by consumers who 
say they have been injured by prescription drugs 
and medical devices contending consumers cannot 
recover damages for such injuries if the products 
have been approved by the Food and Drug 
Administration (NYT 7/25/04).  
 
Tobacco regulation: The Senate on July 15 
approved legislation that would allow the FDA for 
the first time to regulate the manufacture, 
promotion and sale of cigarettes "in return for an 
industry-financed buyout of tobacco farmers – part 
of a larger corporate tax relief bill (HR 4520).  
 
Food allergies: Legislation that would require food 
labels to clearly identify ingredients commonly 
associated with food allergies (S 741) cleared the 
Congress July 20.

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The Seattle Monorail is On Track!

In 2002, voters said “YES” to the Monorail for the 
third time, approving a specific plan and the funding 
for the Seattle Monorail Project (SMP) to build the 
14-mile Green Line that will serve West Seattle, 
linking our district with every major venue and 
attraction in Seattle.  That’s what voters approved 
and that’s exactly what SMP is delivering.   
 
In just over a year, the Project invited and received 
unprecedented public involvement to make a good 
plan even better.  This year the SMP Board 
approved the final alignment for the Green Line and 
19 station locations.  And recently, the Seattle City 
Council approved that final alignment, and 
unanimously approved the Transit Way Agreement 
for the Monorail to travel over City rights-of-way (i.e., 
public streets).  SMP has met all of its milestones on 
time and is on track to break ground this fall. 
 

Regarding the “Monorail Recall” I-83, it’s normal in 
the initiative process for attorneys to ask courts to  
determine whether an initiative has the required 
number of signatures and is legally accurate, valid 
and fair.  That’s why a wide range of business and 

community organizations, in addition to SMP, have 
filed court actions regarding the initiative.  While 
SMP doesn’t take positions on any political 
campaign, candidate, ballot measure or initiative, it 
is well within the authority of a government agency 
like SMP to ask courts to clarify legal questions that 
may affect the agency’s ability to fulfill its mission.   

 
The broad coalition challenging the initiative 
includes former Governor  and U.S. Senator Dan 
Evans; environmental leaders, commercial office, 
industrial and retail developers, small individual 
taxpayers; and, the Seattle Monorail Project. 
 
In June, a judge agreed with the coalition that 
argued the I-83 ballot title was confusing and did not 
adequately inform citizens of its actual content.  The 
judge then the ballot title language.  The coalition 
then requested that the signatures gathered under 
the old ballot language not be counted.  Even Sam 
Reed, Secretary of State for Washington State, has 
said that he is not aware of any initiative in the 
history of the state that has been qualified for the 
ballot based on counting signatures collected under 
more than one ballot title. The Court of Appeals 
recently agreed to hear this issue on a fast track. 
 
The coalition is also challenging the validity of I-83 
as an initiative.  State law sets forth a specific 
process, should citizens decide try to “recall” or 
dissolve the Seattle Monorail Project.  Instead of 
using this process, proponents of I-83 are 
circumventing State law in an attempt to overturn 
the prior citizen votes by filing an initiative to the City 
Council to create administrative roadblocks that 
make it impossible for SMP to build a monorail, all 
without technically “recalling” SMP.  The coalition is 
also arguing that I-83 violates the State Growth 
Management Act. 
 
Prompt resolution of these legal issues is in 
everyone’s interest.  A quick decision on the legality 
of I-83 will potentially avoid a significant expenditure 
of time, taxpayer dollars and effort on a measure 
that could ultimately be found invalid.  In the 
meantime, the Seattle Monorail Project is staying 
focused on working to open the Green Line in the 
summer of 2009 so Seattleites can get moving 
above the traffic congestion below.

Committee co-chair, Steve KARBOWSKI, announced that 
a sign-up sheet to help with voter registration efforts at 
public events and through other initiatives is available 
near the entrance of the meeting hall. 
 
State Committee 
Bruce STOTLER announced that it was a lot of work for 
the state party and the organizers to put on the State 
Convention this year, and it was a success.
