
Message from the Chairman

We have a relatively small presence in the 
Ninth District (17 precincts), but it has been 
vocal, as Democrats should be everywhere. 
Adam has meant to visit the 34th for some 
time now, so we look forward to welcoming 
him and his staff. 

 
 

 
By now you probably have read of the 
denial of most of the Republican challenges 
to 1,944 registered voters in King County 
just before the recent election. A few 
observations on that: 
 
First, a big round of applause and a heartfelt 
thank-you to County Councilman Dow 
Constantine for his work on the King County 
Elections Canvassing Board. It has taken 
long hours and meticulous attention to some 
very minute detail. I hope Dow will share 
some of his experiences with us. 
 
Second, a reminder that this issue isn’t going 
away anytime soon. The Republican agenda 
is in shreds in King County. Their candidates 
and their policies are discredited, and rightly 
so. They cannot prevail on the merit of their 
ideas, so they do what they do best—tear 
down, attack, trash, and attempt to 
denigrate—everything we stand for and fight 
for as Democrats. 
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No? It doesn’t to us either. But 
apparently it did to the King 
County GOP Vice Chairman Lori 
Sotelo. Lisa Christoffersen and 
Jeffrey Weber are registered to 
vote at this house but were 
among the 1,774 voters 
challenged by the Republicans. 
Lori Sotelo signed an affidavit 
under oath stating that she had 
personal knowledge that Jeffrey 
and Lisa did not live at this 
address. Personal knowledge? 
She had never even met them 
and obviously doesn’t know 

where this house is because she thought it was in Wallingford. When the 
Republicans went through the voter rolls they weren’t as careful as they could have 
been. This house with a Southwest address was mixed up with a UPS Store in 
Wallingford with an North address. Sounds like perjury. Norm Maleng doesn’t think 
so, though. No charges were filed.   
 
 The challenge was dropped and Lisa and Jeffrey were able to vote on election day. 
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Lara-Anne Jordan Receives Fellowship 
Lara-Anne Jordan has been honored by being one of 57 
Americans receiving a Marshall Memorial Fellowship. Fellows 
were selected who havedemonstrated outstanding leadership 
qualities, independence, initiative and community involvement. 
 
The goal of this fellowship is to educate the next generation of 
American and European leaders on the importance of the 
transatlantic relationship and to encourage them to work with 
each other on a range of international and domestic policy 
challenges. As a Fellow, she will spend three weeks in Europe 

visiting institutions, societies and cultures and she will learn about economic, political 
and social issues facing the transatlantic.  
 
She will visit five or six cities where she will meet formally and informally with a range 
of policymakers and prominent members of the business, government, political and 
media communities. More than 1,200 Fellows have participated in the program since 
its inception in 1982, creating a diverse network of transatlanticists who remain 
engaged through annual conferences, meetings, and online communications.  
 
Lara-Ann was the 34th District Democrats’ First Vice Chair for a year, and before that 
was King County Committeewoman, Alternate. She resigned as First Vice Chair in 
part to pursue other opportunities like this fellowship. She works at Seattle University 
in Fundraising.  
 
The Marshall Memorial Fellowship is a program of the German Marshall Fund, a 
nonpartisan American public and policy grant-making institution dedicated to 
promoting greater cooperation and understanding between the United States and 
Europe. It was founded in 1972 through a gift from Germany as a permanent 
memorial to the Marshall Plan assistance. It has a strong presence on both sides of 
the Atlantic. It is headquartered in Washington D.C. and has six offices in Europe.

Precinct Caucuses  
on Saturday, March 4 
Save the Date! Precinct caucuses will be held at 2:00 on 
Saturday, March 4. Political issues of the day will be 
discussed and resolutions passed indicating the 
meeting’s official position on those issues. After the 
precinct caucuses, the District will collect and review the 
resolutions from the precincts and use them to craft the 
proposed language of the Platform.  
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Chairman Ivan Weiss called the meeting to order at        
7 p.m. Burien City councilwoman Lucy Krakowiak led the 
flag salute. 
  
The minutes for the October meeting and the agenda for 
the November meeting were approved. 
  
In his Chairman©s report, Weiss reported on the low voter 
turnout in the 34th district on Election Day, stating that it 
was in the 30% range.  He expressed the need to update 
voter information in the precincts, such as addresses and 
phone numbers of registered voters.  Weiss called all the 
contested voters he could reach whose registration had 
been challenged by the Republican Party.  Those he 
said he reached were all legitimate voters and were 
angry that their registration had been questioned.  They 
said they wanted the people who contested the votes to 
be prosecuted.  Next month©s meeting will be the holiday 
party with tentatively scheduled guest speaker 9th District 
U.S. Representative Adam Smith.  Please bring food and 
drink for members and food for the West Seattle and 
White Center food banks.  Weiss also announced that 
Tim Nuse is asking for volunteers to work at either food 
bank during the holidays. 
  
Guest speaker Rita Schenck from the Institute for 
Environmental Research and Education (IERE) on 
Vashon Island gave a presentation on energy-
independent communities and Vashon©s efforts at 
becoming one with its own PUD.  IERE has done 
research to determine if Vashon can become energy-
independent and the answer is yes.  She stated that 
there would be no need to raise taxes for a PUD on 
Vashon because it would create its own income and 
households would see an estimated $300.00 savings per 
year from their electric bills.  It would also create 30 new 
jobs on Vashon Island. Schenck then answered various 
questions from the membership.  Please go to  
www.iere.org for more information on this topic. Seattle 
City Councilman Tom Rasmussen spoke about Seattle 
City Light©s efforts in energy efficient technology. 
  
In new business, the vacant positions of First Vice Chair 
and Secretary were announced.  Richard Bartlett 
nominated Tanya Aguilar for First Vice Chair.  The 
nomination was seconded.  No other candidates for the 
position were nominated.  She was elected by 
acclamation. 
  
Heather Woodruff nominated Bill Schrier for the position 
of Secretary.  The nomination was seconded and there 
were no other nominations.  Bill was not present at the 
meeting due to a family reunion in Iowa.  He was elected 
Secretary by acclamation. 
  
Four new PCO©s were elected.  Enid Havens was elected 
for the Sunnywood Precinct.  Greg Doss was elected for 
Precinct 1484.  Margaret "Maggie" Larrick was elected 

for Precinct Burien 34-0846.  For Precinct 1443, Phil 
Talmadge relinquished his position as PCO and there 
were two candidates to take his place: Linda Johnson 
and Lois Elenich.  After statements were given by both 
candidates, Linda Johnson withdrew her name and Lois 
Elenich was elected for the PCO position. 
  
In the good of the order, Toni Lysen announced the King 
County LAC meeting on Sunday, November 20th at 2:00 
p.m. in Burien. Please contact Toni Lysen for the 
location. 
  
Tanya Aguilar announced that the North Highline 
Unincorporated Area Council will be having a meeting on 
Monday, November 21st at 7:00 p.m. at Evergreen High 
School to discuss the White Center Annexation by 
Seattle or Burien. They will be asking for public 
comments. The Council recently voted to support 
annexation by the city of Burien.  
  
Tim Nuse reiterated the need for food bank volunteers 
for the West Seattle food bank on November 21 and for 
the White Center food bank on December 21, 22 and 23.

Listed below are the items the family has 
asked for. Used items are okay just as long 
as they are in good condition.   
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There was some heated discussion of the 
Republican voter intimidation actions before the 
November election. Hearings on the challenges 
are scheduled. The Democratic Party is helping 
voters establish the legitimacy of their 
registrations. The ACLU is considering a class 
action suit. Thanks were given to the legislative 
districts for making contacts with wrongly 
challenged voters!  
 
Speaking of the legislative districts, a challenge 
has been issued to grow the number of PCOs 
to a total of 1,377 in King County. Action: If you 
are not a PCO, but would like to serve, check 
into an appointment to your precinct or a 
nearby precinct if yours is already covered. 
 
Legislative districts were asked to appoint an 
emergency point person and back-up for the 
rapid response team (RRT) to phone or email 
in case of emergency (see Republican 
challenges above). Action: Volunteer to be the 
point person or back-up in the 34th District! 
 
The caucus/convention schedule for next year 
is as follows: Precinct Caucuses – Saturday, 
March 4 at 2 p.m.; Legislative District Caucus – 
April 8; County Convention – May 14. In order 
to be an automatic delegate, PCO’s must be 
official as of January 31. In preparation for the 
caucuses, the state has asked for policy related 
issues forums. KCDCC will look into potential 
ways to do this. 
 

The KCDCC is working to raise money to hire a 
consultant to do telephone number match 
backs. Looking to raise $15,000 by the end of 
January. Recent experience indicates only 
about a 400 out of 1900 correct phone 
numbers, only 20 percent match. A $100 
request is being made of the legislative districts 
for this purpose. 
 
The legislative action committee will be 
focusing on election reform, education, health 
care and environmental issues for the coming 
session. Action: Volunteer to work on or 
represent the 34th District on the KCDCC LAC. 
 
Representative Adam Smith is going to Iraq 
and Kuwait to see first hand what is happening 
there. In other actions, he is sponsoring 
legislation (Trade Adjustment Assistance (TAA) 
Act) to help workers displaced by outsourcing 
and the Global Poverty Act, which will hold the 
president to promises he made on international 
trade. 
 
In other news, the endorsement committee is 
reworking its candidate questionnaire for 2006. 
It will be posted by the first of the year. The first 
vice chair is redesigning the website and 
starting to sell ads. The holiday party is at 
Sharon Mast’s home on Sunday, December 11 
at 6 p.m. There will be no meeting or newsletter 
in December. The Governor is scheduling a 
health care summit; she is determined to get 
800,000 Washingtonians without health care 
covered.
