Lois Garcia—Food Bank Volunteer of the Month
The members of the Friday crew at the White Center Food Bank chose 34th District
Democrats and West Seattle Democratic Women member Lois Garcia as their
Volunteer of the Month. They chose Lois because she is kind, friendly and treats the
people who use the food bank with respect.

Lois, along with Beth Grieser, has been volunteering at the food bank since the week
before Thanksgiving. The two of them started by working the line distributing food to
the people who need it, and then they found that if they came in early they would be
put to work, and there was plenty to do. They put food away, cleaned, made boxes
and prepared the food that is brought in from grocery stores, produce vendors, and
even Starbucks.

The food that is donated to the food banks is probably past pull date and sometimes
needs to be inspected before it is given away. Sometimes food is donated to the food
banks that most of us wouldn’t want to eat. One of the volunteer jobs is to separate
the moldy food from the edible. One large chain grocery store donated eggs that
looked like they had been dropped from a truck, and maybe not all that recently since
the yolks had already dried out and hardened. Beth sat in the middle of the floor and
washed each egg that was still good and put it into a clean carton.

Some of the stories people tell are heartbreaking and some make you angry. Many of
the people have jobs and yet are not making enough money to live on. It's simply
against human dignity to work and still not be able to even buy your own food. One of
these is a woman who worked at Wal-Mart, everyone’s favorite store to hate, and for
good reason. The Food Bank also has toiletries and items like toothbrushes. One
man who came in was thrilled to get a new toothbrush because he hadn’t had a new
one in a while. Even toilet paper can be a luxury.

Want to help out? You can donate to the food banks—money or food items— or you
can, like Lois and Beth, volunteer. It's incredibly rewarding, necessary work and there
is a variety of work you can do. You can pick up food from various stores, you can
distribute food, or you can make deliveries of food.

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Open Letter to Senator Cantwell

John Repp was part of a delegation of constituents
organized by SNOW who were to meet with Senator
Cantwell about the war in Irag. The meeting has been
postponed several times. Unfortunately, John will be out
of the country for a month so will be unable to talk with
her. This letter is what he would have said:

Dear Senator Cantwell,

| will get right to the point. | think this war on Iraq is
militarily un-winnable. The United States may have the
most powerful military force in the world. They can do
invasions, but they can’t do open-ended occupations and
there are good reasons for that which have little to do
with military strength. Eventually, there will have to be a
political settlement, that is, a negotiated settlement, with
the Iraqgi insurgency. I'm talking about the home-grown
Iraqi insurgency, not the jihadists connected with al-
Zargawi who the Iraqis tell us will be isolated and dealt
with by the Iraqis after the U.S. ends the occupation.

There is a basis for such a negotiated settlement.

Last week | read a piece by an anti-war leader (Tom
Hayden, a former California State Senator and one of the
leaders of the student movement against the war in
Vietnam. http://www.commondreams.org/views06/0111-
22.htm ) who was in Amman, Jordan recently, meeting
with an Iraqi from Baghdad who has knowledge of the
Iraqi insurgency. This Iragi said, that although the Iraqi
insurgency is decentralized and local, there is an
emerging political consensus which is willing to recognize
the interests of the U.S. as a superpower, specifically
access to oil.

We do not really know what the Bush Administration’s
war aims in Iraq are. Bush would not meet with Cindy
Sheehan and explain why we invaded Iraq. Many of the
Iraq war veterans who have returned ask the same
guestion “Why are we there?” Like many of the actions of
the Bush Administration, the objectives remain secret,
while they give sound-bite justifications to the public.
However, all wars have aims and war aims are what a
political settlement must be about. The first point of the
“Three-Point Withdrawal Strategy," originally submitted to
the Seattle City Council, that we bring to you today
concerns war aims. This “Three-Point Withdrawal
Strategy “ is really a set of principles for a withdrawal
strategy.

| quote: We think the U.S. government must renounce
interest in controlling the Iragi economy and
government and renounce plans for permanent
military bases. We say this because we do not think
the Bush Administration really honors these
principles. In other words, the war aims of the Bush
Administration are the “sticking points” to any

successful negotiations that might end the war. Before
we leave here today, we would like to know what you
think of these principles:

Do you agree that the U.S. should have no permanent
military bases in Iraq?

Do you agree that the U.S. should not control the Iraqi
government or economy?

If you do, then we hope you will announce that to the
people of Washington State as you travel around for
your reelection campaign this year. We are concerned
that if you do not start speaking out against the war and
define a strong position, your reelection will be in
jeopardy.

| also think one of the other war aims of the Bush
Administration was to grow their political capital here in
the U.S. Bush said as much long before the election of
2000. The tragedy is by splitting over the war in Iraq,
the Democratic Party fell right into Bush-Rove trap. So,
how is the Demaocratic Party going to get out of this
trap? Not by refusing to face up to it.

The Democratic Party has more power than many
seem to think. When the Democrats were united, when
the Congressional and Senate delegations were united,
when there was a “war room” and a central message
center that answered the talking points of the Bush
Administration every day, they can win. | refer to the
beating back of the Bush attack on Social Security. |
believe the Democrats could do the same thing on the
issue of the illegal and unwinnable war on Irag. We
think not to do so, is complicity.

Sooner or later, you and the other Democrats who have
remained “in the center” or just plain silent, need to
move and speak out, joining the huge majority of
Democratic voters who want an end to this tragedy. We
do not think you need to honor the tradition of a
bipartisan foreign policy when the President lies to the
Congress to justify starting a war in part for domestic
political advantage.

Minutes of February 8 Meeting of the 34th District Democrats

Call to Order: 7:00 PM
Flag Salute led by Tom Rasmussen

CHAIR’S REPORT - The chair highlighted volunteer
activities available within the District and reminded
everyone of the page in our newsletter devoted to this.
The Chair also updated attendees on the upcoming
KCDCC honors banquet for which the District has
purchased a table and there are still 4 seats to fill, the
Legislative Action Day planned in Olympia on the 20"
which Toni Lysen is organizing, and a fundraiser for
Congressman Jim McDermott at Gail Katz's house.

TREASURER’S REPORT - In the Treasurer’s absence,
The Chair relayed the information on the District’s current
account balance. The report was approved.

PROGRAM — HOUSING ISSUES

Velma Veloria, Executive Director of the International
District Housing Alliance (IDHA) runs the White Center
office of the IDHA. The Alliance offers home ownership
classes in 7 languages, financial literacy workshops,
coordinating of matching funds programs with the City of
Seattle and other agencies, and coordinates with various
land trusts to create parcels that are restricted for low-
income housing use. The guiding belief of the IDHA is
that increasing home ownership among lower income
citizens brings solidity and vibrancy to the community.
Velma further mentioned that there are many volunteer
opportunities, particularly for individuals with experience in
the mortgage industry. The IDHA would like to forge
closer connections with the 34" in an effort to create
greater cultural connections within the District.

Adrienne Quinn, Director of the City of Seattle Office
of Housing informed the membership that the Housing
Office administers Seattle’s low-income housing levy,
partners with many organizations, such as Habitat for
Humanity, to create more low-income housing, runs a
special program to assist teachers in finding affordable
housing, partners with other entities to provide low-interest
loans (3%) with flexible repayment terms to qualifying
homeowners for repair and rehab, and helps to develop
public policies for low-income housing. Highlighting
accomplishments in West Seattle, she pointed out the
work that has been done with the Croft Place
TownHomes, the Vivian McLean Apartments, and the
Youngstown Center (the Old Cooper School).

Tom Rasmussen, Chair of the Housing, Human
Services and Health Committee shared both past
accomplishments of the Council, as well as some of the
ideas for the future, including creating a land acquisition
fund for low-income housing, creating a task force to look
at code changes that could encourage affordable housing,
using underdeveloped properties for affordable housing,
launching an on-line affordable housing search engine
similar to one that has proven very successful in Portland
and encouraging co-location of affordable housing and
municipal services/structures, e.qg. libraries.

Elana Dix, Seattle Alliance for Good Jobs and Housing
(SAGE) handed out “Principles for Responsible
Development In Downtown Seattle.” The key objective of
this effort is to ensure that the Mayor’s plan to increase
density downtown benefits residents of all incomes.

SAGE supports a proposal to levy a charge of $20 per
square foot for buildings that exceed certain height limits.
A motion made to suspend the rules passed. A motion
was made calling on the Mayor and the City Council to
ensure that revisions to the Downtown Seattle
Development Plan allowing more development include
impact fees. The fees would force developers who benefit
from these changes to also shoulder the fair burden of the
public cost of new development. The motion passed.

Resolution “On the Restoration of Order in Restricting
Voter Rights for Incarcerated Felons” - Washington’s’
current laws are unduly onerous on ex felons in the
restoration of their voting rights. Current laws have too
many restrictions based on so-called credit worthiness and
other issues extraneous to an individual’s privilege to vote.
The resolution called for passage of Senate bill 6651 and
House bill 2873. The motion passed.

Budget Presentation - Walter Sive presented the board-
approved fiscal/calendar year budget. The budget was
approved by a vote of 42 to 0.

Election of Treasurer — Nominations were made for Greg
Doss and Ann Owchar. Greg received 29 votes, Ann 18.
It was suggested since there were two members
interested in the position that we create a position of
Assistant Treasurer. The Chair made an executive
decision to do so.

PCO Appointment — Carol Frontiero of Burton Precinct

Tim Nuse spoke about the Washington Energy Security
Initiative, an attempt to get an initiative on the ballot to
encourage greater use of conservation strategies.

Karen Farnsworth raised concerns about the effort of City
agencies to get Social Security numbers from the
homeless. In response, Ann Corbitt pointed out that the
City and other government agencies need to do this to
support their efforts for federal funding assistance and that
the process for gathering these Social Security numbers
ensures anonymity.

Leslie Harris has proposed to Joe McDermott, Dow
Constantine, Erik Poulsen and Eileen Cody that they
contribute funds towards an effort to inform likely
Democratic voters in precincts without a PCO of the
upcoming caucuses. They have agreed to fund the cost of
the effort.
