Nickels’ office or a representative of Seattle Allied Arts,
who will speak on behalf of a tunnel option.

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If You Missed the Caucus, Here's a Rundown

We had a great turnout on a
sunny Saturday morning. Over
one hundred delegates showed
up to elect delegates to the State
Convention in Yakima and to
approve the 34th District Platform
and Resolutions.

We had 37 Democrats nominated
to fill 37 spots for Delegate to the
State Convention, which made it
pretty easy to pick the winners.
Six people were nominated as
alternates, and naturally all won. The six drew lots to determine the order in which they
will be selected at the convention.

The delegates in the picture are putting “dots” on resolutions that they considered to be
the most important. The resolutions were prioritized for consideration by the number of
dots each received. All the resolutions presented were considered, however. The
resolution for Universally Publicly Funding of Health Care beat out the Resolutions on
the Impeachment of President George Bush and for Withdrawal from Iraq, which shows
how important this neglected issue is. The Resolution on Impeaching Bush brought the
loudest cheers from those attending, however. Altogether we passed 42 resolutions out
of the 44 that had been posted. The full list is on our website.

Dina Johnson presented a resolution that had not been posted regarding Senate Bill 333
which calls for holding the current regime in Iran accountable for its threatening behavior
and for supporting a transition to democracy in Iran. The original resolution called for
Senator Cantwell, one of 51 co-sponsors of the resolution sponsored by Rick Santorum,
to clarify six items, including whether or not she believe that the United States should
use air strikes to destroy the Iranian nuclear program if sanctions or diplomacy don’t
convince the Iranian government to dismantle it, and whether or not she rule out the use
of nuclear weapons in such an attack. The resolution was amended to ask Senator
Cantwell to withdraw her sponsorship of the Senate Bill.

In Good of the Order, Delegates Dennis Saunders, Rebecca Wells, Walt Creekmore and
Lois Elenich each read alternate parts of a letter from Mark Wilson. Dan Schueler
reminded us that Mark Wilson, who is running against Maria Cantwell in the primary as a
Democrat, ran against Jay Inslee as a Libertarian and against Patty Murray as a Green.

Alix Pye Honored by Alki Community
Alix Pye, who has been involved in too many activities to list here
but include the League of Women Voters, West Seattle
Neighbors for Peace, the 34th District Democrats of course, and
the Alki Community Council. The 34th District Democrats had a
table at the Alki Community Fair with information about the 34th
District Democrats and our upcoming Alternative Energy Forum.
While we were there, we were pleased to see Alix honored with a
plague in appreciation of all the work that she has done for the
Alki community over the years.

Redistributing Wealth

Everyday, at least 35,000 people—85% of them children—
die from causes such as AIDS and starvation, with the vast
majority of those deaths occurring in Africa. Worldwide,
over one billion people subsist on less than one dollar per
day. The continuation of this extreme poverty is caused by
three main things: the lack of effective foreign aid, poor
governance by entrenched dictators, and—most
importantly—an international trading regime that is
fundamentally flawed.

For the most part, the Democratic Party has a decent track
record on international development. We are for increasing
the pitifully small amount of development aid that is put to
good use in Africa (right now, the figure stands at $118
million, or just 18 cents per person south of the Sahara),
and we are beginning to link assistance to good
governance. However, when is comes to trading rules, we
must rid ourselves of our protectionist tendency.

Africa’s economy depends on agriculture and
manufacturing, not the service-intensive economy we are
used to. And, as with any economy, their product requires
a market for sale, the preferable market being where the
money is: America and Western Europe. However, our
trade barriers—especially tariffs, quotas, and agricultural
subsidies—have made it impossible for African nations to
compete.

Subsidies are perhaps the gravest crime against the needy.

They allow farm corporations to depress their prices below
the natural market level, thus making the African produce
uncompetitive in the world market. Furthermore, this
corporate welfare allows for overproduction at home, with
cheap, unneeded product “dumped” on Africa and other
developing regions so that even domestic markets are cut
off. Subsidies are followed in equal measure by quotas
and tariffs. Quotas, as most people know, keep foreign
supply below domestic demand, ensuring that local
producers always have access to customers, and
unintentionally guaranteeing that African farmers will not be
able to secure access to much-needed customers. Tariffs
serve a similar purpose: increasing the cost of foreign
imports so as to give American products a home-field
advantage.

Numerous economists, including Jeffrey Sachs, the
architect of the UN Millennium Development Plan that
Bush managed to scuttle last year, has made trade
liberalization in the developed world a high priority. It
has been predicted that, if current liberalizing trends
continue, just 650 million people will be living in extreme
poverty in 2015 (down from a billion now). As an
example of trade’s humanitarian effects, consider Africa
as a whole: if the continent increases its share of global
trade by just 1%, then the effect will be an additional $70
billion in export receipts, a huge amount in a continent
where aid is often measured in the tens of millions.

For the first time in history, we can conquer poverty.
However, until we make it possible for Africans to help
themselves (and combine this with an infusion of aid
investments and demands for better governance) the
900 million people of Africa will continue to suffer, and
thousands of children will die every day.

PCO Rebecca Wells is requesting that 34th District
members ask Governor Gregoire to opt out of the
proposed WTO General Agreement on Trade in
Services (GATS) expansion. The governors of Oregon
and Maine have already done so. While trade policies
are set at the federal level, states have the authority to
decide whether they wish to be covered in areas such
as services and government procurement, which are
traditionally within the realm of state and local authority.
The agreement poses threats to the jobs, wages and
occupational health and safety of the workers employed
in service jobs. And privatizing service sectors that were
formerly public and opening them up to competition by
foreign corporations.

Accomplishments and Disappointments

The greatest accomplishment of the last session
was that the Cal Anderson Civil Rights Bill passed
and is now law. The biggest disappointment was
probably that the Fair Share Bill did not come up for
a vote. The bill would have required large employers
like Wal-Mart to pay at least 9% of their employee
costs in health insurance.

Senator Erik Poulsen

Erik was appointed by the Governor to the
Columbia River Task Force to break a decade-old
deadlock on water rights in Eastern Washington. A
historic compromise was reached calling for one
third of water to stay in the river for fish leaving the
other two-thirds available for irrigation. This is the
biggest single investment ever in water storage, and
the first time that Republicans have acknowledged
that taking water out of rivers hurts fish.

A bill on biofuels passed, making Washington the second in the nation with minimum requirements for
biofuels in fuel supply. An added bonus is that Easter Washington farmers will receive a much needed

market for both ethanol and biodiesel,

In the past Regional Transportation District money could be used only for roads, but now it can be used for
transit and passenger-only ferries. King County will provide a report to the state about how the County can
take over passenger ferry service. But jobs must stay unionized with no private operators or service
interruptions, and there will be no subsidies from the State.

Representative Joe McDermott

This year the legislature created the Promoting Academic Success (PAS) program that includes $28 million
in statewide funding so school districts can design their own programs to help kids pass. Many students

with certain learning disabilities and test anxiety might not be able to pass the WASL. There will be funding
for alternatives assessments, such as GPA equivalence and portfolio work, to demonstrate mastery of skills

for high school graduation.

The date of the State Primary will be changed to the third week in August effective in 2007, allowing more

time between elections for recounts.

The State allocated $2 million to prepare for a potential
pandemic.

Poll Workers. Ivan recognized Ann Martin who
is recruiting volunteers to call people who have
previously worked as poll workers to work this
year's elections. PCO® have top priority for such
position, with second priority going to someone
nominated by a PCO. Since King County is going
to “all mail” elections, this may be your last chance
to work as a poll worker. Linda Johnson
commented that volunteers are needed to help
with the DAVE machines that disabled voters will
be using in this election.

Treasurer’s Report. Ivan recognized Treasurer
Greg Doss and Assistant Treasurer Ann Owchar.
They've both gone through Public Disclosure
training that will help them comply with the various

state laws. In particular, we need to collect names
and addresses for most cash contributions. We
can only receive $300 a year anonymously -
anything over that goes to the state party. Greg
reported the cash-on-hand balance as of March
31st at $13,062. We received $835 from
donations at the March 6 caucuses.

Report from King County Democrats Meeting of April 25
Several resolutions were passed: a Resolution in Support of Retaining the State’s Anti-Discrimination
Law, a Resolution to Oppose Initiative 933, the so-called Property Fairness Act that would eviscerate
our zoning and ecology laws; Sharon Mast presented a Resolution to Save the Spirit of Washington
Dinner Train. This resolution was about more than just the Spirit of Washington as it included “Rails
with Trails” as part of King County Government’s efforts to preserve the eastside rail corridor.

A resolution that would have supported Julia Patterson & Bob Ferguson'’s plan for civilian oversight of
the Sheriff's Department was tabled until the blue ribbon panel which is looking at the current systems,
procedures etc. relating to misconduct completes their work. There was concern that this proposal
might be a bit premature and it would be wise to wait until the panel completes their work and offers
their own recommendations. Suzie will invite Sheriff Sue Rahr to speak to the KCDCC before it comes
up again.

Linnea Peterson made a motion that the KCDCC endorse Maria Cantwell. There was a fair amount of
discussion on whether or not the KCDCC could endorse candidates who had not submitted a
questionnaire. Some felt that she had let us down on Iraq and CAFTA and although we will support
her, it isn’t the right time to endorse her. This endorsement was tabled.

Mark Wilson, who is running as a Democrat against Cantwell, spoke briefly. Some of his supporters
had been irritated and insulting because Suzie Sheary would not change the rules to allow more than
three minutes for him to speak.
