West Seattle Food Bank

West Seattle grocery stores will donate

Food Bank. Just drop them off in the big bag at the
membership table in the back of the room as you come
in the door.
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Since another earthquake could bring down the Alaskan
Way Viaduct leaving West Seattle cut off from the rest of
the city, an alternative to cars is now needed more than
ever. Many observers have recognized that a West Seattle
cut off from downtown would turn the peninsula into an
economic island. More than 150,000 people would be cut
off from the City, our businesses would be isolated from
regional consumers, and every commuter would see their
commute time double or triple. We know because West
Seattle experienced similar economic devastation in the
1980s when our bridge was destroyed.

Fortunately, there is a reliable, affordable transit
alternative. 1t® the only public project voters have ever
approved four times: the new monorail. Unfortunately,
many short-sighted naysayers and some downtown business
interests distorted the facts to end the "people® train."

On September 23, the Monorail Board voted to place a
measure on the November ballot that would build the first
10.6 mile phase from the Alaska Junction to West Dravus
Street in the Interbay neighborhood, and the full 14 miles
would be built in future phases under the original plan after
city council approves the finance plan.

This will reduce the total cost of the Monorail Project by at
least $250 million. The monorail cost for construction,
maintenance and all operations for 15 years is less than
$150 million per mile. Many alarmists have said that this
price is too high. But to compare, the proposed new
Viaduct Tunnel is over $1.1 BILLION per mile, just for
construction. Cost estimates for a new 520 bridge are over
$2 BILLION per mile. And the Sound Transit light rail
extension from downtown to the University District, a
distance of just 3.3 miles, is $1.5 BILLION. The monorail is
not only cheap by comparison, it won't get stuck in traffic.

Furthermore, while the monorail only removed 32
businesses along the entire 14 mile length of the Green
Line, Light Rail has caused revenue drops of 50% or more
for 42% of hundreds of small businesses along its 4 mile
Rainier Valley route [Seattle Times, Sept. 9th 2005]. In
short, the monorail is the only economic mass transit
option we have.

Most citizens agree that we need mass transit. Whether
we agree out of concern for businesses, the environment
(how many cars can the atmosphere take?), or for the
future of West Seattle, we agree we need mass transit.
The monorail is simply the only cost effective, reliable form
of transit available to us.

At the 34th District Democrats@ctober meeting,
endorsements will be considered for the monorail ballot
measure. As you have done in years past, | urge you to
vote YES on building effective mass transit. Remember,
unlike buses and cars, monorails don®get stuck in traffic.

This time, the choice is clear. If we don®vote yes on
monorail, West Seattle could lose rapid transit forever.

There are two propositions that will be presented to the
voters. The first, Proposition No. 1, would amend the Plan
to authorize building a first phase of the monorail from the
Dravus station in Interbay through downtown Seattle to the
Alaska Junction. It further directs the Monorail Authority to
complete the entire fourteen mile Green Line if funds are
available, consistent with consent by the City of Seattle to
issuance of construction permits following review of the
SMP’s financial plan. Before construction can begin, the
Seattle City Council must consent to issuance of
construction permits after it has reviewed the SMP’s
financial plan. This proposition would also permit the
Monorail Authority to further modify the plan if necessary
to obtain the City’s consent to issue construction permits.
The proposition also advises the City to facilitate
construction of the Green Line beginning in 2006.

The Proposition does not include any new taxes. If voters
do not approve Proposition 1, no monorail will be built.

The second proposition concerns the number of appointed
and elected positions. Presently seven of the nine
positions are nominated and appointed by the Board, the
Mayor or the City Council. Of the seven, three are
nominated by the Board and appointed by the City
Council, two are nominated by the City Council and
appointed by the Board, and two are nominated by the
Mayor and appointed by the Board. The remaining two
positions are elected by Seattle voters to two-year terms.
Proposition 2 would change the three Board positions that
are nominated by the Board and appointed by the City
Council to elected positions, resulting in a total of five
elected positions and four appointed positions. In order to
stagger the terms of the elected Board members, the
proposal will change the terms of all elected Board
members from two years to four years. This would fulfill
the mandate that the board submit a proposal to the
voters that would elect members to a majority of the board
positions.



Andrew Villeneuve of the No on 1-912
was the program at the KCDCC meeting,
Tuesday, September 27. His message
included the following important points:

1-912 is a step backwards for public
safety.

1-912 is not just about Seattle and King
County — it includes 274 projects
statewide, 241 of which are fully funded.

Projects include safety measures,
such as installing medians, passing
lanes and guardrails, seismic retrofits
and preservation, such as bridges, and
capacity.

The No on 1-912 is working with the
Keep Washington Rolling group, which is
in charge of the media strategy.

The “No” group is doing the voter to
voter contact strategy. This is where you
are needed. They are working hard to
overcome misinformation.

The
District and the KCDCC have endorsed
the No on [-912 position. Now its time for
us to get to work!

The KCDCC endorsed the Veterans/
Families levy with only two dissenting
votes. This will be on the November
ballot. It passed the County Council by a
12-1 vote with only the right-wing Kathy
Lambert voting no.

In other discussion, district organizations
were urged to discuss the possible move
of the district caucus back to Tuesday
night (from the Saturday morning caucus
last year). This will be an issue the State
Democratic Party Rules Committee will
be taking up. Make your voice heard!

Flag Salute led by Stephen Lamphear

CHAIR’S REPORT - The chair gave a report
highlighting: upcoming events and a race in
southern King County, district no. 7. In that race,
Geni Hawkins is running against Peter Van
Reichbauer, a Republican who jumped ship from
the Democratic Party when he was in the State
Senate. This is an important race for the Party: it
could shift a significant balance of power in the
County Council. The Chair also mentioned the
upcoming opening of the West Seattle Food Bank
and the One Community Campaign. The chair of
that effort, Kristi Sifri-Steele spoke to the
membership. Finally, the Chair mentioned the
need for poll workers, for which Ann Martin
provided details.

CANDIDATE INTRODUCTION — GENI
HAWKINS, County Council District 7— Geni
introduced herself and outlined why she is
running against Pete Van Reichbauer. She gave
a most impressive talk, not only demonstrating
her strengths, but also clearly showing how this
district is winnable. Her website is hawkins4kcc.
org.

DISCUSSION ON 1-330, Limits Healthcare
Liability — There was a panel discussion on I-
330. Panelists were: Ron Morris, a Family
Practice doctor in Puyallup who has been a
longtime Democrat and ran for State Rep in the
25" District; Barbara Flye, chair of the Committee
for No on 1-330 and the former Executive Director
of Washington Citizen Action; Reed Schifferman
of Stritmatter, Kessler, Whelan Whitney, Coluccio,
an experienced malpractice litigator who has
represented both plaintiffs and defendants; and
Eileen Cody, 34" District Representative and
chair of the House Health Care Committee.

Dr. Morris stressed the continuing squeeze on
doctors with malpractice premiums going up and
reimbursement flat or even going down.
Particularly hard hit have been rural OB-GYNs.
For those reasons, he supports 1-330. Ms. Flye
stated that the initiative was written too broadly,
giving too much exemption to many entities,
including drug companies. She mentioned that
the initiative, if passed, would severely restrict
portions of Washington’s patient bill of rights. Mr.
Schifferman related some of the cases he has
handled and stressed the need to have
mechanisms to protect patients from incompetent
and dangerous doctors. Eileen Cody stated her
opposition to the initiative, but also mentioned her
opposition to 1-336. She stated that any reform
needs to deal with several core issues, which are:
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patient safety, insurance reform and tort reform.
Any legislation that does not cover all of these in
an interrelated way is flawed. There were
rebuttals from all panelists.

MOTION TO OPPOSE [-330, Limits Healthcare

Harris and seconded. The motion passed.

MOTION TO OPPOSE 1-900, State Performance
Audits — Motion was made by Eileen Cody and
seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

Indoor Smoking in Public Places — Motion was
made by Brian Earl and seconded. The motion
passed.

MOTION TO OPPOSE 1-912. Repeals Increase
in Gas tax — Motion was made by Alan Munro
and seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

MOTION TO SUSPEND THE RULES — Motion
was made by Lucy Krakowiak and seconded.
The motion was made to rescind a prior
endorsement of 1-336. The motion passed.

MOTION TO OPPOSE 1-336, Malpractice
Insurance Proposal — Motion was made by Lucy
Krakowiak and seconded. The motion failed.

MOTION TO ENDORSE [-336, Malpractice
Insurance Proposal — Motion was made by
Rebecca Wells and seconded. The motion failed.

Rebecca Wells offered an
amendment requiring us to endorse only
candidates who support this resolution. The
amendment failed. The original motion passed
unanimously.
